That’s in the
middle of the road; it isnlt on the pave-
ment at all. I've often wikhed that big
lamp at the cerner of Hyde park far
enough; it always balks me.”

“Are there®many accidentsin fogy
weather?”

“I don't think there are more than in
clear weather, for every one drives care.
ful—they have to do or they'd soon have
8 smash. Sometimes, you know, a cab-
by will pull up sharp and your ‘pole’
will go through the back of his ‘ker-
ridge;’ but then them things always hap-
pens. i

The ’osses, tog, géts frightened
when it gets extr® thick, and they'll
‘4ib;’ but they're often not so bad us
gome of the passengers, who nudge you
and pull youn and tell you to ‘please be
careful,’ The fog doesn’t hurt the ‘osses
much; it might give ’em a cold, but it’s
us that suffers mogt. When there's a
frost and a fog together it's awful.

“I've often had wy ’osses led, but we

don't like any one to touch our animals'
haade . T8 lilra an fnewld 4o wmer Bilico

men are dlways at that game, because
they kmow we don’t like it. Butit’'svery
bad when they fall down in a fog, for no
one can gee you and itls quite likely that
another bus will come sailing along right
ornto you, but in all my experience I've
only seen one '0ss down in a fog, and he
was shot. I'd sooner drive anywhere on
aythick night thon up to Hammersmith
or Bayswater. You have the park all
slong one side of the road, and you know
how dark-it is. I think Bayswateris the
worst of the two. I once drove a three
‘oss meftropolitan bus into the middle of
@ row of hansoms, but it's surprising
what a ditfle damage is sometimes done
in a oollision.”

“But how do you manage to find your
way?”

‘““Why, we grope,” was the significant
answer. “I think the best way is to get
the left hand wheel of your bus against
the curb and ‘lef her grind.’ You won’t
know what that is. 'Well, I mean keep-

alongside the pavement. Never
the wheels; they’ll be all mﬁ:
On some roytes men go about with .
terns to gyide you, but that's too slow
work. I once went a journey when the
conductor took one of the lamps in his
hand and ran along on the pavement to
show me how fur I was off the curb, but
all men haven’t the same disposition,
and I've had a conductor whe wouldn't
move off the step to tell me which side
of the road I was. Why, sometimes 1
can’t see the whip I have in my hand,
it's so thick.  Some buses have bells,
but I don’t; they don’t show you where
gn are—that's what you want to know.
o fog’s only goed to the, ‘pirates:’ peo-
le can't gee which bus they’re getting
to, and a good many grumblo when
asked to pay the extra fare. But it
doesn’t do t wvery much good, for
some folk are frightened to ride in a fog
—they think it's safer to walk.”

Ivory carving is avery old art, dating
credibly back to the carved ivory coffins of
the Chaldeans, while the ivory throne of
Bclomon, the wise king, is described at
length in the first book of Kings, and the
beautiful carvings of the LKthiopians for
Sesostris in the form of tribute, and the
wonderful work of the Assyrians and
Egyptians are fully attested by writers of
those days, and specimens may be seen in
the Central park and other museums. The
Chinese worked in ivory from their earliest
records, and the Japanese, Asiatic Indians
and Etruscans, all left existing traces and
specimens of a very early date. The finest
modern collections are in the Green vaults
at Dresden and the British museum. The
Vatican at'Rome has some very handsome
specimens, whence came the very hand-
some priest's memorandum book now
owned by Miss Caldwell, of this city, the
work of which dates back to the period
of Ooriolanus, and whickh was presented to
her by the pops three years ago.

The method of working and producing a
gpecimen is too full og detail to be de-
scribed at length, but it is worthy of note
that, where the carver in stone has men to
rough out the crude biock, leaving him
only the finishing detnils, the carver in
fvory does everytbing from first to last
with his own hands.

The artist introducing ivory carving to

rominence in this country is Fritz R.

aldenberg, of this eity. The statuette he
sold to G. W, Vanderbilt is a bust of Rem-
brandt, twelve inches high and six in
diameter. He has also exeputed a Venus
of Milo for W. . Rockefeller, price £4,500,
and is now working on a bust of Rosalind,
having jast finished a statuette of Mignon,
the beautiful gypay.

Mr. Kaldenberg i8 an enthusiast in his
art and says that close obsarvation shows
him that it will take a clever American
carver five months to complete a work
worth §5,000. A Japanese workman would
be two years and & Chinese artist seven
years, and, most important of all, the Amer-
foan wranlzpaoam seewld be vapakiv UL PACEIILS
ing a dedign, while the other two nations
would only be able to ¢opy an existing
statue line £20m line. The strength of these
artists in ivory is purely mechanical, plod-
ding along in a mathematical manner
which would drive a high strung, nervous,
artistic Américan workman to the verge of
insanity.

Tusks vary greatly in size, reaching in
some cases ten feet in length axid weighing
200 pounds each. Ivory is now worth three
to six dollars per pound, but will speedily
become cheaper owing to the opening up
of the interior of Airica and the greater fa-
eilities for transport.

Fishing Through the Xce.
[Special Correspondeace.]

MIDDLETOWN, Jan. 2.—With the freez’
ing of the lakes and streams in the Con-
necticut valley opens o profitable season
for a large miGnber of men who make a
business of ‘fishinig through the ice every
winter. They catch pickerel and perch, and
for them receive fi0m cight to ten cents a
potind in the New York market.

The fisherman cuts from 100 to 200 circu-
lar holes in the ice about twenty-five feet
apart and a short distance from the shore.

The ‘‘gears’” with which the fish are
caught consist of a strip of flat board four
inches wide and two feet long. Length-
wise in this board a slot is cut in which on
a wire axle is hung an iron rod, to ono end
of which is attached the fishing line. On
the opposite entl of the rod is a ball of lead
that plays back and forth on the rod. On
thig'end of the rod is a strip of red or white
cloth.

The book is baited with a live minnow,
The board, with the rod and line, is set ap
over the hodw at an gngle of about 45 degs.
o hold it in this positiou the lower end of
it is thrust into g hole cut in the ice,

The line is dropped through the cirenlar
hole, aud the fun begins. Whena fisht
the balt and attempts to get ¢
the rod, to which the line is attnched, tips
up, and the lead ball slides down pust the
center and stops at the axls holding it up.
The rag floats in the aig, asd the fisherman
can see it at a distance of balf a mile,

By this signal he knows that thereisa
fish on the hook, and he hurries to the line
end lands the game. The fishermen usually
wear skates, and the attendance upon a
gtring of lines, though it may be a mile
lopg, is comparatively an easy matter,

It is not an ungommon occurrence for a
fisherman to in this woy catch 200 pounds
of fish in six or eight hours, and it is a poor
market that doesn’t net him fifteen dollars
for such a day’s work.

There 18 another way that these men have
of catching fish that iseasier, quicker and
usually more profitable. When the ice is
thin and t.rn.n;})arent they go to that part
of the lake or river where the water is shal-
low. There are usually three or four men
in the party. They carry heavy axes, and
spreading out pound on the ice and walk
slowly toward the shore.

The noise thus createf] drives the suckers
into the shallow water,Where they lic close
to the bottom. When the fish have been
“rounded up” the mewhurry over the ice,
striking heavy blows with their axes. The
concussion has the effect of stunning the
fish, and they rise to theice,

Holes are cut and the fish taken out,
When suckers are plenty it is no trick at
all to take 500 pounds a day in this manner,
and they sell readily at from four to six
cents & pound,
