According to his analytical table, the yi:ld ot
the Kleinwanz-lebener was 2214 tons of beets
per acre, from which upward of 6200 pounds
of sugar were extracted, being 400 pounds
more sugar per acre than extracted from any of
five other varieties tested and analyzed under
the same conditions. It has also been largely
experimented with at the various state agri-
cultural stations throughout the country with
the same gratifying results.

LONG-STANDING LETTUCE.
