
That there will be a special session of
congress is undoubted. The only ques-
tion is when it will be called.

The Herald's atory oi "Two Piga" is
going the rounds of the interior papers.
Itia as true aa it waa interesting. A
hog boom is nndoubtedly on hand in
Southern California.

Wall street appeara to be in a de-
cided ferment. Everything polnte to a
marked panicky feeling in stocks. Itia
artificial, as usual forall the conditions
of buainesa have not only been normal
bnt highly prosperous.

There ia a general feeling in financial
circles that Mr. Carlisle will make a
safe, prudent and sagacious secretary of
the treasury. No public man. in the
United Statea has made greater strides
in popular estimation than this distin-
guished Kentuckian.

There is a decided movement in Teal
?state in the ranchos comprising Mr. E.
J. Baldwin's holdings. Last Saturday
Mr. Unruh sold one hundred and twenty
acres of land in twenty-acre lots on the
San Francisquito ranch. Contracts
were immediately let for planting all the
tracts in deciduous fruit trees. \

The Hon. Morris M. Estee passed
through Los Angeles yesterday on his
way to San Francisco. He is fresh from
Washington and reports the political sit-
uation there as much beclouded. Neither
Democrats nor Republicans, according
to Mr. Estee, seem to know which way
the wind sets. The late cabinet an-
nouncements of Mr. Cleveland have
doubtless much clarified the situation.

¥ There ia Bmall wonder tbat the Citi-
sene' Non-Partizan Reform association
has been organized in thia city aud
county. Not to dwell too much at
length on the matter, the assessor's of-
fice of the connty of Alameda is being
run for only forty-three per cent of the
sum it costs to run the aaeesaor's office
oi Los Angeles county. And this, mind
you, notwithstanding the fact that tbe
valuation of Alameda county 1b more
than a million dollars greater tban that
of Los Angeles county. Why should
there be euch a discrepancy? It cer-
tainly cannot be contended that the
work is being better done here than
there? It is ,lust possible that we inn;

submit to the additional exaction for
style. But it seems to the Herald that
this is a large sum to pay for trills. The
truth is that our officials have got into
agrooveof unconscionable extravagance,
and the taxpayers have been made to
sweat accordingly. It iB to be hoped
that the bills prepared by the Citizens'
Non-Partizan Relorm association looking
to the retrenchment of the outlays for
tbiß and other offices willbecome lawa.
Itis high time that the tide oi extrava-
gance should be checked.

Whatever benefits attach to agitation
have undoubtedly been achieved in the
case of the application of the Southern
Pacific railway to lay a double track on
Alameda street. The enorgutic discus-
sion of thia project in the city council
haa at laat resulted in a modified form
oi the railway's requeßt. Itis now pro-
posed that tbe city shall grant a fran-
chise for a double track from Fourth
street south to the city limits. In con-
sideration of this concession tbe railway
officials agree to take up the tracks of
their Santa Monica branch on San Pedro
and Vine streeta. If this concession ii
granted the railway company agree
tbat the work shall be done under the
inspection of the city engineer, and
pledge themselvea to gutter and eurface
the Btreet. We are informed tbat there
are only two objectors to this pro-
gramme amongst the property holdera.
Thiß certainly puta a different aspect on
the matter, and eeems to remove the
ground for protest.

Tub county division fights are still
occupying the attention of the legisla-
ture to the obstruction of public busi-
ness. The Herald has advocated tbe
passage of a general law which would
take such questions from the legislature
and remit them for decision to the peo-
ple of the counties themselves. We
notice that the F.xaminer and other in-
fluential papers have adopted oar sug-
gestion, and are urging the passage of
such a measure. That further munici-
pal BUbdiviaions of the expansive terri-
tory oi California are inevitable no sane
man can dispute. The essential
principle oi the American system iB
the greatest practicable local self-govern

rnent, Tt U ui*t an well to recognize this
fact and it ia bound to assert itself,
eooner or later, in the case of euch pro-
jects aa the Riverside and San Antonio
contemplated counties. By a general
law all unseemly equabblea would be
prevented. Meanwhile, powerful lob-
bies from Southern California are now
occupying the valuable time of tbe legis-
lature, advocating the creation of the
counties named. Freano county ia
willing to be dismembered, and the
chances are that both San Bernardino
and Loa Angeles counties willbe obliged
to submit to a Bimtlar experience. As
theae are diatiuctively local queationa
the law should submit them to a local
arbitrament.

INTEREST IN PIGS INCREASING.

There i8quite a boom in pig-culture
among the farmers of this county eince
the Cudahy pork-packing houae has been
definitely locate ! here. In ante-railroad
times nearly all tbe emoked hams and
bacon used in Loa Angeles were cured by
the farmera of the Monte. That locality
had a line reputation for the quality of
ita pork and the excellent way in which
itwae cured. We have never eaten liner
bacon than the Monte production. After
the railroad came here Dodaworth, Sta-
eon &. Co. started a large pork-packing
concern at East Los Angelea. Although
thia eatabliebment wae well backed with
capital, it did not succeed. We un-
derstand that Mr. Cudahy aacribea tbe
failure of its hama to become popular
was because the parties who handled the
pork adopted a defective method in fat-
tening the hogs for slaughter and in the
cure of the hama after they had reached
the packing house. Mr. Cudahy Baye
that neither the climate of thia Bection
nor the feed present any difficultyin the
way of securing aa tine hams aa are
cured at tbe oast. On the contrary, the
natural feed of the country ie excellent
for hogs, and after they have been
brought out of the alfalfa pasture and
corn-fed fora few daya their fleeh be-
comee hard and sweet, and in the best
poasible condition for curing. We have
in thia county thousands of acree ofland
that ia juat suited for hog-raiaing, and
with the encouragement the Cadahye
will give the induatry, we may rest as-
sured that it is destined to become one
of our moat important intereata. All
the readere of the Herald remember the
intereBting "atory of two piga" which
we published about a week ago. That
atory showed how a well-known citizen,
who had retired from buainesa in this
city and taken up a small farm near the
Cerritoa, had realized from the increase
of two piga over four thouaand dollars in
a few yeara, and that hie hog stock
had become co large that he would be
compelled to enlarge tbe eizo of his
farm or go out of thia branch of busi-
ness. He had cold out his business in
the city so aa to retire to hia farm and
live at ease. But tbe two piga had in a
few yeara upset' all his calculations and
got him head-over-ears inbusiness again.
This atory ia an indication of the prolli-
icneaa of the hog in thia Bection, and
shows how extensive and important a
part it can be made to play in the
economy of the farm.

THE EIGHT-HOUR LAW.

Itwas a very close call for the brothers
Frick, contractors on the brick sections
oi the outfall sewer, in yesterday morn-
ing's session of the council. A motion
to cancel their contract and declare for-
feited such portions of tbe work aB had
been already completed by them only
failed by a vote oi 4 ayes to 5 noes. Mr.
Frick, who stood iv the lobby while the
question was under controversy, must
have felt very uncomfortable until the
vote was announced.

The question was a very plain one,
and the vote by which it was recommit-
ted to the sewer committee for further
investigation was so close that the
Messrs. Frick will not be likely to work
any more men at nine hours per diem,
even if they do day them extra for the
over-timo, as alleged ; and even if thoae
employees art satisfied with their labor
and ite compensation. The object of
the eight-hour law waß to guard against
the hiring of incompetentß upon any
public works; to make labor so costly
that none but the best workmen would
be hired; and to guard against fifty
men being compelled to do sixty men's
work.

The proposition involved in the
Messrs. Frick'a contract wag one in-
eapablo of anything like misinterpreta-
tion ;and if they did not want to abide
by its specifications, tbey Bhould not
have bid upon the contract nor filed
their bonds after the acceptance of their
bids. It is a recognized principle that
there should be a fair day's wages for a
fair day's work, and vice versa; an 1 the
history of the mechanical arts in \inar-
ica has Bhown that the rights of
capital have been the moat respected
when the rights of labor have been best
defended.

Itis not likely that any more men
will be worked nine hours per day upon
the Messrs. Frick'a contracts or any-
body's else, on that outfall sewer. If
thoae gentlemen need men to mix mor-
tar before the bricklayers go to work
and set them to work an honr ahead of
time, they will be apt to let them offan
hour ahead of tbe bricklayers in the
afternoon. And thus we diemisa the
subject, trusting that a salutary lesaon
haa been taught the contractora without
penalizing them in anything or entailing
upon them a lobs of money. They will
be careful bow they violate the terma of
their contracts hereafter.

The farmers and fruit-growers living
near Ban Francisco complain that the
free meal and lodging charities in San
Francisco are making it difficult for
them to find men to do the necessary
work. This is a phase of the charity
question in large cities tbat ie worthy of
serious consideration. The tramp class
will never do a stroke of work unless
hunger drives them to it. Whether
toey are of any great value to farmers
and horticulturists is not the question.
There is always work upon ranches which

aome oftbe tramps are compelled by hun-
ger to do, but if they can get free
meals and free spreads in the cities they
willall gather into them arjd live in
idleness. Indiscriminate charity ac-
complishes no good purpose, and it en-
courages the idle disposed who bave not
reached tbe tramp stage to become con-
firmed loafers, and thus has a tendency
to increaee the tramp claea, which ia
numerous enough aa it ia. The true
principle that Bhould govern the distri-
bution of food to well and strong men ia
that of furnishing aome kind of tempo-
rary work to them so that they may
earn what they eat. This haß been tried
in a number of cities and found to work
well.

AMUSEMENTS.

Los Angeles Theater. ?The second
Philharmonic concert, under the direc-
tion of Prof. A. J. Stamm, was given
last night. The programme announced
that the orchestra was composed of 40
of the best professional musicians of
Los Angules, and tbe performance, as a
whole, was very much better than could
fairly bave been expected from "40 pro-
fessionals," who did not ordinarily play
in tho came orchestra. The opening
number was tho Pi'griin chorus, from
Waguer's Taunhauaer, aud was per-
formed in a manner indicative of full
appreciation of the music as music, and
also of conscientious and protracted
drill on tbe part of the musicians as in-
dividuals and in their several capacities

as integral parts of the orchestra.
A daintly played selection was the

march Hongroiee from La Damnation
de Faußt by Bertioz. Thia evidenced
particularly the excellent balance pre-
served in the construction of tbe or-
cheatra, tbe etrings, brass and wood
each doing their part, but neither over-
powering the other. Probably the moat
exigent selection waa the Tannhauser
march, but it was rendered with excel-
lent expreaaion, and ite complications
were given iv a way to euit the moat
devoted Wagnerian.

Mrs. L. J. Llewellyn then gave pleas-
ure to the audience by tbe ballads ahe
eang. Her voice ia rich and well culti-
vated. She waa warmly applauded.

The quintette for piano and viola,
violins and cello, played by Meaars.
Stamm, Francisco, Wachtel.Tomaazewioz
and Bierlich was very effective.

Mr. Stamm baa greatly improved hia
orchestra since the first concert and now
has every reason to feel more than satis-
fled with the result ofhis enterprise and
professional skill.

The house waa filledby a faahionable
yet discerning audience.

EIGHTCOURTOPINIONS.

One of Importance Involving:
Bank Assessments.

Orange County Wins a Suit Against
Los Angeles County.

The Caae of the Farmers and Mer-
chants Bank?Smith vs. the

Superior Court?Other
Opinions.

Eight opinione were received for filing
yesterday at the office of the deputy
clerk of the supreme court in this city.
One of the cases passed upon waa of im-
portance, being that of the Farmers and
Merchants bank of Los Angelea, re-
spondent, va. the board of equalization
ofthia city.

Tbe appeal in this caae is from a judg-
ment of the superior court an
order made by the city council aa a
board of equalization, rendered in a pro-
ceeding under a writ of review issued
upon petition and affidavit of John Mil-
ner, cashier of the bank. The petition
shows that tbe petitioner duly made and
returned to the city assessor a list of all
the personal property in its possession or
under ita control on the firat Monday in
March, 1891; that the council, eitting
and acting aB a board of equalization on
August 5, 1891, ordered notice to bo
given the petitioner to ahow cause Au-
guat 12, 1891, why its aaßeasment
of Bolvent credits should not be
iucreaeed from $21,774 to $275,000. That
petitioner appeared and answered euch
interroga'.iona as were propounded, but
no other evidence waß taken at such
hearing. Itis claimed that thia testi-
mony doea not ahow or tend to ahow
that petitioner had any aolvent credita
or any which had escaped assessment.
The board, however, made an order
directing the assessor to asseae the bank
for solvent credits in the cum of $270,-
-774; and the assessor pursuant thereto
added the Bum of $268,000 upon the aa-
Beasment roll.

Appellanta contend that the proceed-
ing was not .to equalize the values of
property listed and aaseaaed, but waa an
attempt to add the property to the list
which it ia claimed the board could not
do, aB it is not vested with aaseasorial
power.

The court, however, holds that the
board waa authorized to make the order
by section 3681 of tbe political code
wbich tbe city charter expreaely makes
applicable. The claim that this section
of tbe code ie unc institutional because
the atate constitution* expressly defines
the powers and dutiea of both atate and
county boarda of equalization and the
power to cause property to be added to
tbe assessment roll is not there given,
is held to be without merit aa the con-
stitution requires all property not ex-
empt from execution to be taxed.

The eecond contention that tbe board
had no power to act in the premises be-
cause the notice was insufficient, in that
it gave no information that it waa pro-
posed to add other property to the as-
sessment ia alao held to b9 without
merit aa the defecta in tha notice were
waived by the appearance of the com-
missioner.

The next contention is that the order is
void because there wae no evidence be-
fore the board that any property had
escaped assessment, but it is held that
as the order recites that testimony was
taken, and in etfect that tho conclusion
was reached from the evidence that the
bank had returned a false list of its
property and escaped assessment for
solvent credits to the amount of $208,000;
this must be held conclusive. The judg-
ment of the lower court is sustained and
the demurrer sustained.

LOS ANGKLKS COUNTY LEFT.
In the case oi the county of Los An-

geles, appellant, vs. the county of
Orange, respondent, the judgment of
the lower court was affirmed, as was an-
nounced in the telegraph columns ofthe
Herald some days ago. This was an
action to recover $11,375.42 which had
been expended by the plaintiff in the
construction of a bridge, and certain
transfers to different road aud school
district funds within the defendant's
boundaries on behalf of Orange county,
after March 11, 18S9. the date of its sep-
aration. A demurrer to the complaint
was sustained, and from this judgment
the plaintiff appealed. The court holds
thnt the items for which the action is
brought were expenditures between the
date of the creation and organization of
the new county, but during all of the
time the territory within which it was
mr.de was a portion of Los Angeles coun-
ty, and it must be assumed tbat th y
were made in the wise exercise of its
control over that territory. The fact
that the legislature made no provision
for the reimbursement of moneys ex-
pended by LO3 Angeles county for mu-
nicipal purposes within this territory is
indicative tbat it was not its intention
that it should be reimbursed therefor.
The judgment is affirmed.

\u25a0 THE ORDER ANNULLED.
In the case of Smith vs. the Superior

Court of Loa Angeles county, the writ
was ordered dissolved and the proceed-
ings dismissed. This was a petition for
a writ of certiorari, it being claimed that
the order of the court appointing Silver
receiver of the Loa Augeles aud Pacific
railroad company in an action in which
the California bank was plaintiff was in
excess of the jurisdiction of the court,
hence an order was asked annulling
the came.

.IUDGMINT AFFIRMED.
In the case of Thomas F. Joyce, ap-

pellant, va. A. C. Shafer and F. D. Lan-
terman, respondents, a decision was
given affirming the judgment of the

lower court. This caae merely involved
the assignment of a real estate contract.

INVOLVING AGENCY.
In the caae of Margaret T. Sterling,

respondent, va. Jamea Smith, appellant,
tbe judgment of the lower court was af-
firmed. In her complaint the plaintiff
averred tbat during a certain period the
defendant wae her confidential agent,
transacting business for ber; tbat aa
such agent he received for her $11,020,
expended $6225 and had a balance of
$5695 due her from him, and for thia she
prayed judgment. The defendant an-
swered that he had received $9920.70 for
plaintiff, aud the court so found. He
averred, in addition, tbat he had epent
$3600 for the plaintiff. Tbe court found
againet tho defendant to the eaid $3600,
aud from the judgment he appealed.

OTHER 01'INIONS.
In the case of John R. Fletcher, re-

spondent, va. Jamea W. Northcrosa,
appellant, the judgment of the lower
court waa affirmed. This waß an action
brought to recover the posßeeeion of real
estate under section 380 of the civil
code. Two defenses were pleaded. The
firat simply denies plaintiff's title and
right of possession. In the second it iB
shown that plaintiff claims title under
and from defendent, aud it ia averred
that the deed under which plain-
tiffclaims wae intended and recorded aa
security for a loan, and is, therefore, a
mortgage.

The case of Kiley va. Nance waa de-
cided in bank. The result of the decis-
ion waa to confirm the validity of the
title derived under the attachment, and
ia, therefore, correct. The chief juatice,
though, does not concur in the reason-
ing upon which the judgment in reversal
ia baaed, and while he doea not dissent
from the order denying a rehearing, he
gives hia viewe which lead him to tbe
same conclueion reached by the other
members of the court.

In the case of Henry S. Scarf, an in-
fant, by his guardian ad litem, W. L. O.
Soule va. J. B. Aldrich, appellant, the
judgment of the lower court waa re-
versed. Thia waa an action to quiet
title. Itinvolved the validity of a sale
of the premiees in question by the
guardian of the plaintiff.
