The matron had the old house looking
aa clean as a ball room and two ol tbe
boys were spading up the front garden.

"Where's John ?I mean the boy who
wae making the model ol an electric en-
gine here, about Christmas time?"
aßked the reporter.

"He has leit ua; expelled, Iam sorry
to Bay."

"What did you expel him for, lyingor
stealing?"

"Neither," said the lady, "but he
would fight and, being one of the larger
boye in the home, he was one of the
first to get into a fight, and on
the slightest provocation at that.
The punishment lor that offense
is a reprimand on the first occasion and
expulsion if it be repeated. He was a
boy lull ol fine impulses and naturally
generous, but he would fight, aud bo he
had to go. No one was aorrier for it
than I was, but discipline has to be en-
forced."

"Where's the reat of the youngsters?
There don't seem to be as many of them
around here as usual," eaid the re-
porter.

"Well, I suppose the epidemic has
carried Beveral of them off since you
were here," said the matron, quietly.

"What epidemic? Do you mean to
say aome oi 'era have died with tbe grip 1"
asked the ecribe.

"N?nn, not exactly," replied tbe lady
as a comical twinkle came into her eyea,
'the epidemic to which Irefer is called
the world's fair. It takes aome time for
the disease to develop fully from tbe
germe. Butaa aoon as John waa let
out, he started in the direction of Chi-
cago and then tbe malady broke out
with tbe gr6ateat violence."

"How many were there taker* down
with it?" aaked the pencil pusher.

THE WAY MOTHER USED TO COOK
That Is Taught in the Lafayette

Cooking School.

The Eoard of Education Enjoys a
Sample of the Work.

A Branch of the Lafayette Kindergarten

Work Which Is Deserving of the
Utmost Encouragement

and Support.

The Herald's veteran reporter came
down town from his sleeping quarters at
a comparatively early hour yesterday
morning and expected to hear the usual
recapitulation of "Bee! steak, mutton
chop, pork eteak, liver end bacon, sau-
sage and codfish bills" on reaching his
boarding place. On reaching this office,
however, he lound an invitation to an
exhibition oi cookery by the young la-
diea oi the cooking echool attached to
the Laiayette street kindergarten,which
was established by three or lour benevo-
lent ladiea ol thia city?Mra. Stimson,
Mrs. Ducommun, Mra. Wills and several
others who kindly consented to become
associated with them in their good work,
Thiß cooking echool waß organized at the
very opening of the kindergarten, under
the Bupervieion ol Mies Maynard, who
teaches "how mother used to cook," and
other domeatic accomplishments oi
which the rising generation stands much
in need.

Arriving at the little Lalayette-street
kindergarten, the scribe iound a moat
sumptuous lunch set out lor the invited
gueata, which included the patronesses
ol the acbool and a delegation of tbe
board of education, consisting of Presi-
dent Pepper and directors Traak, Stein
and Willia. The bill ol fare consisted of
julienne soup, fiah a la creme, braiaed
veal, mashed potatoes, enow puddings,
rolls, cake and coffee, the latter being
prepared according to Misa Maynard's
receipt, which iB as follows:

Beat one egg slightly, crush the shell,
add it. Then add one cup ofgood coffee,
with enough cold water to cover it.
Mixwell and put it in the pot, adding
five cupa of boiling water. Boil 5 min-
utes, aud let it stand on the back of the
Btove 5 minutes to settle.

The reporter surrounded a cup ol the
fragrant beverage, and came to the con-
clusion that the ghoat of Mohammed
lurked in the air not far off.

There are two classes in the cooking
school, of which the older has had the
benefit of 14 lessons up to date, those
lessons having been given on Tuesdays,
Thursdays and Fridays of each week.
These young ladies prepared various
articles at home, such as rolls, cake,
et al., while the younger claaa cooked
everything in Bight of the visitors and
under surveillance of a committee con-
sisting of Mre. D. G. Stepbena, Mra. F.
A. Gibson, Mra. C. Ducommun, Mine
Maynard, Mrs. and Miss Willa, Mrs.
Trask and Mrs. Pepper.

Tbe second class consisted of 12 girls
ranging irom l;!'._, to 15 years, who
cooked the aoup, fish, potatoea and col-
lee without burning anything or spill-
ing anything on the floor. They were
not "rattled" in the least and conducted
themselves with a precision and cool-
ness that would have done credit to
Brillat-Savnrin himself. The visitors
took their departure in the lull belie!
that Miss Maynard bad taught the
children lessons worth remembering,
and that the Lafayette-street cooking
echool waa an excellent preparatory dis-
cipline lor the coming matrons ol the
city. Tbe iollowing principals of the
common schools in this city were aleo
among the viaitora: Misaea Fay, Pack-
ard, Hardenberg, and Mesdamea Dubois,
Thnraton, Bradneld, and Mr. Ennia.
All thia tuition is useful to the rieing
generation ol our girle, and is the more
creditable to the ladies originating it
from the fact that they have so far car-
ried it on without asking assistance
from either the city government or from
thomore charitably inclined ol the city's
business men.
