ARMY FEATURE,

A Lecturs at the Southora California
College.

On Friday evening occurred the eac-
ond lecture of the gourse now in progress
at the Southern California college,
formerly Baptist college. The chapel
was well filled with an appreciative
audience and Prof. Calvin Esterly, a
gradoaate of West Point and the former
president of the college, delivered a
mogt interesting and instructive lecture
on the United Siates Army. He re-
ferred to personal experience, dwelling
on thoee phases of the subject which
cannot be foend in bocks. The United
States army, he said, did not always
mean war, but it meant protection,
honor msanhood. In the army while
evil can be found, some of the best
thinge, also, can be found, He dwelt
chiefly on the latter, but referred to the
canteen system which he thought would
some day be abolished. ‘lhe army is
representative. Only 10 per cent of the
applicants for enlistment are chosen.
They are men of exceptional physical
characteristics. Of every 10,000 aspir-
ants for West Point, only one gets an
appointment for that school, Thearmy
is also a conservative force,, thereby
maintaining a high standard and power
for itself. Kvils are slowly eradicated,
it is true, but all good points are re-
tained. Bome of our hest %oints have
come down from George Washington.
Moreover, the army has great power for
assimilation, the greenest Irishman or
tue dullest Dutchman being soon turned
into a profitable and loyal soldier.

The unit of the army now is the man,
not the maes, as formerly, A man does
not now depend upon the neighbors
ghoulder to shoulder with him, but is
gelf reliant and to be trusted, and is no
coward. The tasks of the arm{ynoﬂiceu
are many and arduous, surpassing those
of the busy merchant. The professor
then described pleagantly and 1n detail
life at West Point and active service in
the fiold, and his illustrations were to
the point and interesting because based
on pergonal knowledge.

The third lecture of the course will be
given next Friday evening by Rev. A. B,
Tomlinson, on Vice and Virtue, at 7:456
o’clock. These lectures are free and the
public are cordially invited to be pres-
ent, An omnibus furnishing free cone
