THE DEVELOPMENT OF IRRIGATION.

The question of supplying the Oa-
huenga foothills with water for irriga-
tion lias bsen vry ea neatly discussed
for years past. We all know how val-
uable laini along that wurm belt is for
the production of enrlv fruits and veire-
tahlea, and how profitable the cultiva-
tion has. been to those who were so for-
tunate ns toown a small holding in that
prolific region. But, unfortunately, a
dry wintoris disastrous to tbeCahuenga
cultivators. If, however, a good supply
of water could always he assured them
st a sufficiently high ebvittion, not only
the lands now cultivated would be made
certain for profitable returns every sea-
son, but a large area of raw laud could
blho be brought into successful cultiva-
tion. No one doubts that it would be a
very profitable speculation to furnish
such suDply, and the Oahuenga land-
holders themselves could afford to spend
a great deal of money in order to secure
the wnter required.

Hydraulic exports who have looked
carefully into this matter aro of opinion
that a canal could be taken from tho
Tejutiga and carried over to the went
eide of the Cahuenga range with very
promising results. An ai lple supply of
water, it is said by these experts, can he
had in the Tejunga to subserv,. all the
purposes of irrigating the Cahuenga
lauds, and it could be kept at a sufficient
elevation to bring into cultivation thou-
sands of acres that are now wild. Not
only tliis, but they say that the supply
to be had from the IVjunga would be
sufficient to cßrry a great body of water
on down towards Santa Monica, afford-
ing perennial irrigation to the product-
ive lands of the lower plain's, and
aleo supplying water works for the
Soldiers* Home and for Banta Monica
itself.

A scheme of' this importance would
require a very large capital in order to
carry it out successfully; but the in-
come would be commensurate with the
outlay. The question of wa'er supply
for the So.diers' home is becoming one
of very serious concern. There aie now
about eight hundred inmates of that
institution, and the water supply is al-
ready limited. The number of inmat.es
will doubtless increase to two thousand
and over, and the managers admit that
unices the water supply is materially
augmented thoy willbe confronted with
a very serious dlßouliy. Krom all we
can learn on the subject tho nroit prom-
ising source of supply is from a canal
that would have its headworks in
rejnnga cation.

We are all very much changed in our
notioiiß on the subject of the capacity of
this country to supply water for all the
needs of Irrigation. Twenty years as o
no artificial development of water had
been uiude in thin section, aud the gen-
eral idea wan that it would be folly to
attempt to oultlvate land outside of the
valleys watered by our streams or on
which natural cienegas arose. But the
last teu or twelve years have marked a
great revolfttfon on this subject. S 'me
of am finest and most profitable orchards
aud plantations are to be found upon
lands that were formerly considered
valueless (or any purpose but that oi
herd " sheep and grazing cattle It is
hut littlemore than a score of years ai»o

when Governor Pico entered an ener-
getic protest against the settlers on the

' Santa Gertrudes ranuhi drawing water
into irrigating ditches from the San
(iabriel and New rjvers. At that time
the old governor stfriously claimed that
all the water of New river was requi >ito
to irrigate his 1200 acres of farm on ihe
BancfaitO! To aay that the water of that
river now irrigates 100,000 acres that
were then given over to cattle would be
10. piace it ht a low figure.

Under the old system of waste, by
Hooding the lands that were to be culti-
vated, not only n gr»*t deal of harm was
done to the coil iteell, but an apparent
scarcity of water was created,which kept
landa, that might have been made val-
uable to cultivation, unvexed by tho
plow. With the better knowledge as to
the economical use of water for irr aa-
tion, came the development of water iv
the highlands by artificial means. This
wae followed by tho storage in reservoirs
of tbe winter rains and the construction
of canals to carry them to the fertile
lands that had never before produced a
crop.

We are now entering upon anotherera
of development and distribution. The
great value of water in the enhancement
of tbe value of land, renders it practica-
ble to go into large expenditures of
money to carry it over great distances
and to overcome elevations by an appli-
cation o! tho scientific principles of hy-
draulic engineering. Itappears to ua a
much less difficult task now to bring the

waters of Teiunga canon over tbe Cahuen-
ga range than a few years back it looked
like a tremendous, if not impossible,
work to irrigate the foothills of tbe
Sierra Madre.

In ot'b local columns appears an ad*
vertisement for one hundred teams,
which are intended to haul ores from
Good Springs, Lincoln county, Nevada,
and to New York, and at intervening
points to the terminus of the Nevada
Hunt hern railway. Asa matter of fact,
this is the greatest real development of
a proposition which will be one of the
most notable n>ining developments in
America. There is no possibility of ex-
aggerating the great developments which
will accompany and signalize this great
exploitation. Itwill mean great things
for the United States and for Loa An-
geles county.

Eon-one Herald: I arrived in Los

Angeles several weeks ago from tbe
east with tho intention of purchasing
property should the country prove to be
what it had been pictured to me. After
\u25a0pending two weeks I was induced to
go to Arizona, as there was undoubtedly
a better opportunity there for invest-
ment than in California. What a sad
delnsion. After a thorough investiga-
tion of the country in aud about Phoe-
nix, I vrouder why the press of Sonthern
California persist in advertising this
really "sun-kissed" and sun-baked
Und, whan one ncre there is worth 10
hers. 1 fail to see what there is here
to induce a man to make this his future
home. I have never visited a place
where wages were so low and commodi-
ties so high as here. Groceries are
from 25 to 60 per cent higher than in
Los Angeles.

The city is so situated that it receives
the torrid winds,from the desert during
the d»y, making the ground and build-
ing* so hot that the temperature is kept
as high as 100 degrees till midnight,
compelling the unlortunate resident to
sleep out of doors during the summer
months.

Auy one coming here to secure em-
ployment makes a grave mistake. Chi-
nese and Mexicans take the positions
usually occupied by whites in other
states The highest wages paid laborers
is $1.75 per day, and that only for
selected positions. Printers receive but
35 cents per 1000 ems.

The city is supplied with the very
ponresj electric lights for stores, and the
streets have an occasional incandescent
lamp on street corners. There are no
paved street*, vfiry few ol the streets
being ever sprinkled. Only one mail
from the west is received each day and
the east every other day. It costs just
25 cents more to send a telegram from
here to the east than from Los Angeles.
And railroad facilities are very poor.

A trip to Phoenix is only necessary for
a person to thoroughly appreciate the
advantages of Southern California and
the disadvantages of "sun-kissed" Ari-
zona. HOYI/E.

GOOD ROADS.
The Work Being l>ona by Gol. A. A.

Bope.

Col. A. A. Pope of Boston has greatly-
interested himself in the advocacy of
good roads, and writes to the Hebald as
follows of some of his recent efforts:

Let me nrge upon your attention the
importance of there being special effort
made to inform the people that corsfreßS
has directed the senate committee on
agriculture and forestry to investigate
the condition of the agricultural inter-
ests of the country, and if found de-
pressed, to ascertain the causes aad in-
quire into the proper remedy. This
committee has appointed sub-committees
to assist in the work, one of which has
charge of the investiga'ion of the condi-
tion of cotton cultivation; another sub-
committee will investigate nutters rela-
tive to the production of wheat.

1 maintain that the condition of tho
'roads throughout the country has a
direct influanceouthe cost of production
ami upon the profit to tha farmer of
evfry artiole which he raises and sells,
and therefore the most important sub-
ject for the committee to investigate is
the-relation of roads to the agricultural
interests of the country.

Believing this, Isubmitted to the sen-
ate a letter or petition, which waa pre-
sented hy Mr. Hoar, senator from Mae-
saebii'f-tts, April 3d, and referred to the
committee on agriculture and forestry
and ordered to be printed. A copy oi
this petition accompanies this letter, and
also a copy of Mr. Hoar's remarks aa
published fa the Congressional Record.

The senate agricultural committee of
the fifty-third congress ia composed of
the following'members: Hon. .Tames
Z. George,ohatrman, Carrollton, Miss.;
Hon. William B, Bate, Nashville, Term.;
lion. Matte W. Ransom, Weldon. N. C.;
Hon. William Alfred Fefler, Topeka,
Kan.; Hon. William N. Roach, North
D.'.kota; Hon. James McMillan, Detroit,
Mich.; Hon. William D. Wnahbnrn,
Minneapolis, Minn.; Hon. Redfield
Proctor, Proctor, Vt., and Hon. Henry
C. Hanshorough, Devil's Lake, N. D.

Will you suggest to your readers who
are interested in any way in agricultural
pursuits, the necessity ol impressing
upon the committee the great import
ance of there, being a thorough investi-
gation the subject ofroads in
relation to the agricultural interests of
the country?

Let me remind you that the country
is indebted to the newspapers for the
work that has beeu accomplished during
the past year in promoting the better-
ment of the highways. As proof of this
I submit the following facts: About a
year ago I sent to the editors of the 18,-
--000 newspapers of the country an "open
letter to the people of the United States"
calling their attention to the fact that
under the classification adopted by ths
world's Colombian exposition, there
would be no comprehensive road exhibit.
This letter urged the great importance
of a suitable exhibit of everything relat-
ing lo the building of roads. Jpon re
ceipt of this letter the newspapers pub-
lished thousands of articles emphasizing
the need of a comprehensive road ex-
hibit, and the result is that such an ex
hlbit will probably iorm a prominent
feature of the world's fair. I enclose n
copy of nry correspondence with Mr
Buchanan, chief ef the agricultural da-
partmsnt, who has the exhibit in charge

In November last there were sent tc
editors of newspapers throughout the
country copies oi a petition asking thai
there be founded at Washington a roa<:

1 Hpnartment. similar to tbe ogricnltura
| department, for the purpose ot promot

ingknowledge, in the art of constructing
and maintaining roads. Favorable ed-
itorial comment appeared in thousands
of newspapers and the result was tbat
members of congress recognized the
public demand for national aid in the
work, and a clause, carrying an appro-
priation for the pnrpoie of the depart-
ment making investigation in regard to
tbe best methods of road-making and to
prepare publications suitable for distri-
bution, was inserted in the bill making
appropriation for tbe agricultural de-
partment for tbe fiscal year ending June
30, 1891. Another effect of tbe news-
paper agitation of the subject of the bet-
terment of tbe highways is a greatly
increased interest in good roads through-
out the entire country.

It is earnestly hoped that the editors
of this country willsee in this road ex-
hibit and in this action of congress in
passing this agricultural appropriation
bill what has already been accomplished
through their efforts, and will be en-
couraged to continue In the good work,
and endeavor to persuade their readers
to write to members of tbe senate com-
mittee of agriculture and forestry, aad
ask them to investigate and report upon
the condition ofroads in relation to tbe
agricultural interests of tbe country.
