Throughout 'he day theie
wererumuraof other failures impending, and
biokers aod speculators were kept in a Btate of
trepidation md excitement by fear of further
calamities Liquidations were on a wholesale
iode, mi Intense exoitemont prevailed as va-
rious Bros sold their holdings and a perfect
avaian. he of stocks came upon tbe market.
The diop in prices waa unusual even for
times of pmlc, and denoted the Berioua straiti
la which speculator! find themfelv.s. The
fact that Loudon and Paris bought heavily and
investors here with amplo means also took
stocks freely failed to Btem the downward cur-

rent. There are mauy rumors that other firms
willimpend tcnioraow.
