JECT Of AH ISTTBIGCK.

An Attempt Made to Capture the Feder-
ated Trades by Ihe People's Party

Bat the Plan Falls?Tbe
Scheme In Detail.

For aorne time past an endeavor has
been made by a few agitators to inject
politics into the Council of Labor, which
now comprises eight or nine trades
union* in the city. This effort on the
part of a few distnrbers to make the
council a sort of an annex for an aggre-
gation of Uiaaatiefed elements who call
themselves the People's party baa been
rounded up and given a black eye.

The majority of the delegates from fhe
various unions to the Council of Labor
have alwaya contended that the council
should not ally itself with any political
party, but should act independently of
allparties, exerting whatever strength
it had at the polls in supporting lriends
oJ organized labor, nnd workiiigmen, re-
gardless of party lines.

On the other hand a few disturbers
iiaving been reeking to eecure an en-
dorsement of that complex combination
known as the People's Party at-the
hands of the council.

A short time ago an invitation was
ipresented to tbe council asking that the
mem here of tbe various unions com-
prising it participate in a Farmers' Al-
liance picnic on July 4th. This would,
of course, be a quasi endorsement of the
Alliance aud the People's Party.

At the last meeting of the council
this proposition came tip and excited
quite» boated discussion. Afew members
favored the idea that all the unions in
tho city join iv the picnic which wouldbe
managed by the People's party cranks.
Tho proposition wae finally taoled by a
decisive vote. Itcan be counted on that
the effort of a fewecnonuri' to tie up the
Council of Labor with any political party
has received a sharp set naok,
