But if
the legislators of the year of grace 1893
do not wear gold embroidered uniforms
there still remaing in their ceremonies a
good deal of the pomp and eefemony
which usually appertain to monarchies,

The president of the chamber lives in
s mangion on the Quai d'Orsay, the
grounds of which join these surrounding

‘the chamber of deputies. Before the

opening of each sitting he is escorted
through the lonrg Salle des Pas Perdus
(reserved for the use of members of par-
liament and journalists) by a detach-
ment of infantry in command of a eap-
tain, The drums beat, and the proces-
gion is preceded by a gorgeously attired
usher, who announces, ‘‘Monsienr le
President.”

Thus escorted, the dent mounts
his soat, high ahava tha fribnne from
which the members speak, and immedi-
ately there is a noise of members seram-
bling to their seats, like schoolboys afraid
of being marked late., This part of the
proceedings is about as undignified as the

' chiefs.

* Tombs of the Aneient Prophets.
There exist in 48 of Iglam

one of the most celebrated is at Cairo,
This fact need not astonish us, The Mus-
gulmans admit without hesitation the
duplication or even indefinite multipli-
cation of the bodies of holy persons with-
out their veneration for each of the re-
mains being diminished in the least, It
is worth noting that the nature of the
honorary qualifications accorded to ths
same sain.t varies in different countries.
Thus, for’ example, Daniel has at Cairo
the name of Nebbi-Danial—that is, they
give him the title of prophet, ag being at
the same time that whici suits him best
and is the most honorable they ean con-
fer, In Algeria or Morocco—feudal coun-
tries—the title they give to seints i3 Sidi,
which signifies lord, which is also the
title there of military and political
In central Asia they give to
those canonized persons whom they ve-
spect most, as to the Prophet Daniel, the
title of Khodja, which fmeans in Arabic
writer or lettered.—Revue des Deux
Mondes.

Animals That Trouble Ranchers,

The kangaroo plague has always been
a great nuisance to the Australian gquat-
ters, for on an average thesa animals
consume 8s much grass as a sheep, It
is stated that on a sheep run of 60,000 to
80,000 acres 10,000 kangaroos wore killed
‘annually for gix consecutive years, and
yet their numbers remained very for-
midable in the locality, In the colony
of South Australia hundreds of thou-
sands of kangaroos are slanghtered an-
nually for their sgking and the bonus
offered by the anthorities, The number
of these margupials in New South Wales
in 1880 was estimated to be over 4,000,
000, and yet about 500,000 kangaroos and
650,000 wallabies were destroyed in the
colony in that year, : 3

A bonus of 16 cents for each kangaroo
killed is offered in Australia; hence the
colonists are gradually exterminating
these native animals, Over half a million
skins are annually shipped to England
and a large number to North America
to be converted into leather.—Hard-
wick’s Science Gossip. :
