The petition, which was signed by
property ownors representing a total of
4,318 feat, a clear majority of 1,000 feet,
read as follows:

We, the undersigned owners of prop-
erty situated in, and fronting apon the
streets to be paved, viz., Raymond and
Fair Oak avenues and Colorado street,
would respectfully represent that we are
in favor of a six-inch Portland cement
concrete base or foundation-and a two-
inch surface of either bituminous lime
rock or agphaltum of best qmality for
pavements, and that we are earnestly
opposed to adopting ag a bage or founda-
tion for said pavement any dther mate-
rial than hereinbefore epecified,

We therefore respectfully petition your
honorable body to reject any and all bids
now on file in accordance with specifica-
tions” heretofore made and cauee new
gpecifieations to be prepared specifying
the kind of base or foundation hereinbe-
fore set forth, and aleo providing that
either bituminous lime rock or asphal-
tum of the best quality for paving pur-
Eos’es, as may be determined by your

onorable body, may be used .for the
surface and that the same be advertised
and bids received therefor, The num-
ber of feet frontage owned by us respec-
tively is set in figures opposite our
mnames in connection herewith,

The reading of the petition was fol-
lowed by considerable general discus-

Working on-Mountain Topa.
Some:practical facts are furnighed by
the experience of the workmen engaged
in the conatruction of the new Central
rajlway over the main range of moun-
taing in Pern. The line starts from
Lima, in latitude 12 degs. ‘The sammit
tunnel of this line at Galeriais at the
height of 15,645 feet, or a little under
the height of Mont Blane, but it must
bo rememabared that the climatic condi-
tions are wery different and inore un-
favorable fn Pern than in Europe,
