''Mountain Aloloduw" contains soma fine
touches, in which, however, tba sublime
occasionally yinldß verysuddenly to tha
Commonplueo, as in this, for insttneo:

Francis Bret Ilarro ceased sorao years
ago to bo an American poet, and sinoo
1880 could hardly be called nn American
writer, even in proso. Indeed for tho
last few years of his residonco in Now
York he was lecture* and collaborator
rather than writer. In 1878 he was ap-
pointed United States consul to Crefeld,
Germany, whiaioo ho wafi transferred in
18tJ0 to Glasgow, remaining consul there
till a new miministratinu came in.

110 wnn born -Aug. 25, 1834, in Albany,
and in ii'Awont to Oalfornia with Lis
yridowed mother. Life Waa pretty hard

with him for the iv.vt seven years, nnd
as teacher, minor, compositor and editor
ho gained much mors tliuu
money.

Littleby little, however, some clever
local sketches he had written for tho
papers on which he worked a;; composi-
tor gained a reputation on the coast,
tvnd In 16(14 he was appointed secretary
of tjueUnited Statea branch mint, with
leisure enough to cultivate bis gifts.
During tJie fonr years he teld that place
he wrote "John liurus, of Uetl;.. Vmrg,"
"The Pliocene Skull," "The Bociety Up-
on theStardslow" and other pieces, which
gave him such a lame that in July, IS(US,
be was made editor and managi r of the
new Cleveland .Vonthly.

Tbe second issue of The Monthly con-
tained his "TlieLuck ofKoiiriiitrGiinj)',"
and in the noxt number "The Outcasts
of Poker Flat," which were read inevery
part of tho English speaking world und
raised tlie author at once to nn intcrua-
tkradlfame. Hisrobastywiit sketches 1and
Maims are too v 11 known to need men-
tion.
