Yesterday Justice Joseph L. Reed,
chief justice of the court, convened

during the day, on behalf of the peti-
tioners.

The government was represented by,
Matt G. Reynolds, United States attor- |
ney, the petitioner by James Addison’
Peralta Reavie, husband of the elaim-
ant,

The court is now merely taking depo-
pitions in the case which will be tried at
a later date. -

The testimony yesterday was of a
peculiarly interesting and important na-
'ture for the claimdnts to the $100,000,-
000 worth of lahd in Arizona, and was
directed to the establishing of the iden-
.tity of the claimant as a direct descend-
',lnt, of old Baron of Arizona, who was
‘granted the princely domain involved, by
'the King of Spain, towards the middle of
the last century. :

The witnesses examined were all
Spanish and spoke through Col, 'T.
| Masac, asinterpreter. Mr. Peralta Reavis
iconducted their direct examination, and
!they were searchingly cross-examined
by Mr. Reynolds.

In order that the nature of the testi-
mony may be bdtter understood & brief
'statement of the romantic history of the
Ipresent case is necessary.

Peralta Reavis and his wife, Sofia Loreta
iMicaela Peralta Reavie, nee Maso y
Silva de Peralta do la Cordoba, she
claiming to be the great granddaughter
of Baron Miguel Nemecio Silva .de

The old baron was sent to America on

| 'a migsion of investigation-at the begin

| ming of the last gentury, and as & re-
ward for his services was given a land
gtant in what is now Arizona by the
tking of Bpain, which was confirmed to
him, as evidenced by many old docu-
which are included in the evidence of
the petitioners.

The grent embraced several million
acres of land in Arizona and
New Mexico, a large portion of
which has been gold by the government
and a portion is still unsold. A naumber
of towns have been built on it, and if
the claimant can establish her right to
the property it would seem like a tale
of the Arabian Nighte to contemplate
the vastness of her possessions.

The old baron died February 1, 1824,
in the city of Guadalajara, leaving one
gon, Jesusg Miguel Silva de Peralta, to
whom hs willed all his estates.

e petitioners claim that the son
married, in 1822, Dofia Juana Laura
Ybarra y Escobeda, and that they had a
.daughter, Dofia Sofia Laura Micaela
Silva de Peralta de la Cordoba de San-
chez é Ybarra de Escobeda.

This davghter, they claim, married
Joeé Maso, or as his full name appears,
Dén José Ramon Carmen Maso y Oaatillo,
in Hermosillo, Spain.

At this point the story assumes a local
interest. It is claimed that they were
traveling in San Bernardina county in
1862, and while passing the Bandini
rancho, near San Salvador, or Agua
Mansa, the wife fell sick and was taken
to the ranch house, where two children,
twins, were born, one male and one
female. :

It is further claimed that the mother
and the boy died shortly after, and were
buried in the old S8an S8alvador cemetery,
whilé the daunghter lived, and is the
Sofia Loreto Peralta Reavis, petitioner
in the present case, to the possessions
of the old Baron of Arizona.

It was upon the pointa referred to and
the establishing of the identity of the
travelers of 1862 that the testimony
taken yesterday ‘was principally di-
rected.

The scene in the bare room was a pe-
culiarly interesting one, The witnesses
were old men, one of them being 112
years old, and the youngest 65. As they
went back into the dark corners of their
memories and recalled bygone days,
their old eyes sparkied and they seemed
to throw off the lethargy of age.

It is only a few days ago that the his-
tory and photograph of the oldest wit-
nees was given in the Herarun., His full
name ia Juan Igoacio de ia Cruz Fran-
cisco Garcia, and he now resides in So-
noratown, He geemed to be able to re-
member away back to 1802, and wae

uite clear that he enlisted in Sonora,
exico, as A soldier under Don Miguel
filva de Peralta, the son of the old
baron, and that he served under him
for a number of years.

He was followed by old Juan Garcia,
who it 74 years old, and who lived at
San Salvador in 1862, when, it is
claimed, the petitioner was born. He
remembered very distinctly that such
an event took place, and that he was
«called in by the midwife to assist upon
that interesting, but tragic occagion.
| The old fellow grew quite eloquent
over the days of ’49 and the gambling
excitement, and remembered that along
about the time of the birth of the chil-
dren and death of the mother and
child, that he lost $10 to Don José
‘M‘ﬂﬂt

He was asked by Mr. Reynalds if he
ever knew a man named Treadway, but
said he never did, and that Don Migusl
asgociated with Spaniards and not Amer-
jcans. He paid also that he did not
gamble now as he wag very old, and did
not like to think of His young and fool-
ieh days. He said this, however, with
a twinkle of the eye, that showed how
fondly his memory recurred to the daye
of old.

“until 18562, the tim@ of the greatest ex-
citement, and that money began to
grow scarce after that, although there
waag still gambling.

There was little additional testimony,
anod the court adjourned, closing the
taking of evidence in Los Angeles.

Mr. Peralta Reavis wae very solicitous
that very little should said about the
testimony taken at this time on the
ground that it was not the trial of the
case, and he was afraid of the other
claimants getting hold of his witnesses
and cooking up testimony to counteract
their statements,

Some of the most talented lawyers of
the country have been and are counsel
in this remarkable case, which has al-
ready been once before the interior de-
partment at Washington, but the peti-
tioners seem to be confident that they
can establish the direct line of descent,
in epite of the claime of others that Mrs.
Peralta Reavis cannot lay claim to the
blood of the old baron,

MR. REAVIS INTERVIEWED.

Lagt night Mr, Peralta Reavis said to
& HerarLp reporter that the testimony
in the case is virtually closed, unless
the government has other witnesses of
whom he does not know,

. Spesking of the time when his wife
was born, at the Bandini rancho, he
‘saigl that her father and mother were
then. on their way to escape from the
French invasion and were making
towarde San Francisco.

After the death of the wife and little
boy Don Miguel and the little orphan
girl did go there.

“The case has now been in court,” he
continued, ‘“‘since 1882,”

The other
claimants have never been able yet to
. get hold of our papers and the records
in the case, althongh they have tried.
I don’t mind uying that all they hope
for is to get us to buy them off, or vir-
tually that. They used the surveyor-
general, and his report upon our claim
was in accordance with their wishes,
1 3‘0 not care if you say so. It was made
without caretul investigation. Our case
is elear and we are able to establish an
unbroken line, which entitles us to the

Mre, Mariana Garjalba, a Mexican
woman, met with a horrible accident
yesterday morning, receiving injuries
which resulted in death,

Mre. Garjalba, who resided at Brook-
lyn Heighte, was in the habit of attend-
ing mass at the old church opposite the
plaza, Yesterday: morning she was on
her way to service, as usual, and was
crosping the Santa Fe railroad lines on
Macy street, when she was knocked
down by & train. The unfortunate
woman was at once picked up and the
patrol wagon sent for, but life was prac-
tically extinet before the receiving hos-
pital was reached. The skull of the de-
ceased was badly crushed, and Police
Surgeon Bryant, who took charge of the
case at the hospital, was unable to do
more than detect a few pulse-beats be-
fore the woman expired.

The flagman who watches the cross-
ing, stated yesterday that he eaw the old
lady, and warned her of the approach-
ing train before she stepped from the
bridge on to the track, but being some-
what deaf she took no notice of his cau-
tion, and to the man’s horror, stepped
deliberately in front of the rapidly ap-
proaching cars.

The body was removed to Orr &

inquest will be held this morning.
