Eanch.

Furrerron, Cal,, May 20,—A HErALD
representative drove over to the San
Joaquin ranch this morning, and found
everyone busy preparing for the harvest,
Monday a large numbor of headers will
be put to work harvesting the crop on
the 25,000 acres. From now uatil the
firgt of Octobar a large number of men
and teams will be employed. It ia esti-
mated that the erop on this ranch will
be about 500,000 sacks.

The grain flelds had a very narrow
escape from destruction one day this
week, when a sapark from the enging of
a locomotive of the Sonthern California
railway set fire to the barley. Happily
timely assistance arrived, and the fire
was put ont before it had done much
damage, only about six acres being de-
stroyed. A heavy wind was blowing at
the time, and had the grain been a little
dryer it is doubtful if the entire crop
would not have been destroyed.
Thirty-six men are at work on the new
irrigating system being put in, and the
work i3 progressing finely. It will not
be go very lonf now unantil the immense
domain will all be under a thorough sys-
tem of irrigation. The great benefit

turn life from misery to happiness. An
objectionable features of these folding .
