A Most Pisgracefn! State of Things
Known to Exist.

Only One of the State Comm/issioners, Mr,
Phelan, Has Done Any Work — Women
to Do Men’s Work and Plowmen
to Make Paper Flowers.

The HeraLp of Saturday contained a
statement of the wretched way in which
California’s state exhibit at the Ohicago
Iair had been managed.

The S8an Francisco Examiner of the
gsame date has the following statement
of the condition of things from its
world’s fair special correspondent:

Curcaco, May 19.—Chicago’s motto is
“l will.” Cahfornia’s motto appears
to be, *'I wil wait.”

The California building is still not
ready, and though the work has been
going with a rush the last few days
thers 18 much to be done that ought to
have been done weeks ago, Soms of the
delay hss been unavoidable, but much
has been caused by incompetence and
laziness,

Toe delay in the completion of the
buiiding is the fault of the state commis-
#loners. Beveral of the gentlemen were
very anxious to get their places, but
gince their appolntment they have ne-
glected their work, Up to last week all
the burden of looking after the building
was left to Jemes Phelan. He has done
his best, and it is not his fauit that he
has not had the training of a practical
superintendent of building construc-
tion,

THE COSTRACTOR’S CHANCE,

After the main bu lding con:ract was
let a change was made in the plans that
gave the contractor & chance to evade
his obiigations, of which he has taken
the fullest advantage, If the commis:
sioners, inetead of spending public
monoy, had been contraciing for a
building in which to earry on their own
business thev would have taken care not
to nuve put themselves at the merey of
a Uhicago builder. Ween they found
that the roof could not be mede ready
they would have put om a tin roof or
sowething else to keep out the rain
while the work wag being done inside.

But the delay in the bu.lding is not
sutlicient excuase for the present dis-
graceful condition of the divplay. Four
weeks ago to-day the roof was on, and
but for some few leaks was in good
order. Before that time many of the
exnibitors nad begun to get their goods
Into p ace, yet to-day more than half of
the pavilions are unfitivhed and more
thun ball of the packages are nanopened.
All the peopls in charge of the exhibite
have excuses to offer, but most of them
are bad. The raot of the trouble was
in the selection of idle or incompetent
persons to do the work,
