
Pawnshops For the Poor.

There willsoon be a strong rivnl to all
the profeeeional "under" in this city.
Tho PeoplfVs Bnok raoociation, a newly
formed organization for rescuing tho
uoor ifrora tho clutches ofgrasping pawn-
brokers, promise:; to open nt least ono
pawnshop in New York within a few
months.

Alfred Bishop Mason, n member of tho
firm of Spragne, Duncan & Hutchison,
limited, of 15 Wall street and a trustee
of tha Charity Organisation society, has
been the chief mover in forming tho Peo-
ple's Brink association. He premises to
open the main office of the concern with-
in a few wprks i:tfurthest. Then a pawn-
shop branch willbo initiated in some
part of tho city where tenements and
poverty aro plentiful. Too chief object
willbo to lend money at a low rate of
interest on clothing amfriousehold goods.

"We intend to charge only 1 por cent
per month interest," said a promoter of
the scheme to me. "Ordinary pawn-
brokers ('hnrgo 3 per cent for tho first
month nnd 0 per cent a month for all after
that. Onr ccheme will bo to chnrge as
littlean potie.iblo for the accommodation.
Our capital willbe $100,000. A limited
number of 6hares will be sold at $10
each, with the distinct understanding
that dividends shall never exceed 4 per
cent a year, all profits above that being
added to the general fund for extending
tho peoples banhs."?New York Herald.

Tbe> council met at 10 o'clock yester-
day, and the full board was present ex-
cept Mr. Nickel!. The minutes of the
previous meeting were read nnd ap-
proved. Leave of absence was granted
Mr. Nickel! for 30 days.

THB WATER BONDS. .
The following persons were bidders

upon tbe 1539,000 five-per-eent bonds to
be iasned for tbe purpose of enabling
tbe city to itself supply water to the
ottizene: £. H. Kolhns & Sons, par aud
accrued interest, less one per cent (re-

jected, being less than par); Dnvan A
Kutledge, par, accrned interest and
4 5155 premium; W. J. Hayes A Sons,
ppr, accrued interest and |.'154i5 premi-
um; Splitger A Co., par, accrued inter-
est and $5618 premium ; Coffin A Stan-
ton, par, accrued interest and $1.25 per
T 1.000 premium ; Pirtleßeal Estate com-
pany, par, accrued interest and $2525
premium; W. W. Harrison A Co., par,
iccrued interest nnd (8550 premium;
Lamprecbt Bros. A Co., par, accrued in-
terest and (3413 premium. The bids
were then referred to the finance com-
mittee.

STREET RAILWAY FRANCHISE BIDS.
The East Los Angeles street railway

franchise was then put np and bids
thereon were opened: Ira E. Moore,
(10; Theodore Summerland, (1000.
These bids were referred to the board oi
public works.

MESSAGE FBOM THE MAYOR.
The mayor returned without bis ap-

proval an ordinance providing for the
government of certain inspectors of pub-
licworks, accompanied by a request tbat
tha provisions of such ordinance be
made more intelligible. The ordinance
was then taken np and emended in ac-
cordance witb the mayor's suggestions,
and passed under suspension of the
rules.

CITY CLERK'S REPORT.
Tbe final ordinances embodied in the

city clerk's report were then taken up
and passed, to-wit:

Grading and curbing Honnie Brae
street from Temnle to Bellevue avenue;
grading and curbing Sixth street from
St. Paul avenue to the western city
line; paving and cnrbing Second street
from Broadway to Hill street; grading
and curbing Seventeenth street from
Grand avenue to Hope; grading and
curbing Boston street between Montreal
and Pearl; severing of Crescent avenue
between Boston and Temple street;
sidewalking north side of Twenty-third
street from Main street to Grand avenue.

The petition for additional assistance
in the city clerk's office, on account of
delinqnent tax sales, wag referred to tbe
finance committee.

THE STREET SUPERINTENDENT
reported that in accordance with a reso-
lution of the council, adopted May 18th,
he had sought to remove the switch on
Aiiso street belonging to tbe Pacific
Railway company, and that Mr. D. K.
Trask, the receiver of said company, in-
formed him that said switch would be
removed about the first of next week.
Filed.

Also that Maple avenue, from Fifth
street to the south city boundary, was
now complete and open for travel, as
was also Sixteenth street, between Maple
and San I'edre street. Filed.

TIIH LAND COMMITTEE
reported, with a recommendation, tbat
the deed from A. 0. Jeffreys for the
west half ot lot 4, Orange tract, for the
purposes of an alley, be accepted; and
further, that the certificate of tax sale
No. 2017 on the same property be can-
celed, as the land has been used as an
alley for several years. The committee
also reported unfavorably on tho claim
of M. L. Wicks for certain land on Sec-
ond street, for which he presents a deed.
The report was filed.

FREE LABOR EXCHANGE.
The manager of the free labor bureau

reported that 114 applications for work
had been received during the past week,
of which 92 hid received permanent em-
ployment.

WANTED A RAISE.
The street superintendent filed a peti-

tion to the effect that the ealary of the
inspector of paved streets be raised from
$2 50 to $3 per day. Referred to finance
committee.

THE FINANCE COMMITTEE,

The following recommendations of the
finance committee were acted upon:

We recommend tbat tbe report of tbe
city auditor for the week ending; May 14
be filed. Adopted.

In the matter of petition No. 313, from
Lit le & Avery, asking that tax sale cer-
tificate No 819 for the year 188!) 90 be
marked canceled and redeemed of re-
cord, upon the grourd that the property
therein described ia doubly assessed and
paid on, under receipts No. 4381' and
186Aior the rarae year, ttie city assessor
having reported to this committee that
the facts therein contained are correOk,
and recommending that the petition be
granted, we recommend that the city
clerk be instructed to mark canceled and
redeemed of record said tax sale certifi-
cate No, 819 for the year 1889-90 for the
foregoing reasons. Adopted.

IU tho matter of the application of
Edward Harrington. No. 310, for a re-
turn to him of 22 50 on account of an
eeeessment for improvements on lot 2,
block 1, of the Highland tract No. 1, for
the year 1802-3, petitioner alleging tbat
no eueli improvements existed at the
time of making the assessment for aaid
year, the city assessor having reported
to this committee that upon the first
Monday in March, 1893, the improve-
ments of tbe petitioner ware in process
of construction, and that to the best of
his knowledge and belief the materia!
on the ground and the work doneeqnaled
the amount of assessment on account of
improvements, we therefore recommend
that the prayer of the petitioner be de
nied. Adopted.

BOARD OK PUBLIC WORKS.
Your board of public words beg to

make tbe following supplemental re
port:

First?ln the matter of petition No.
378 from A. A. Allen et al., asking to
have Myrtle avenue opened between
Eighth and Pico streets, recommend
that the cityengineer make survey and

map of the property to be taken, and
furnish the same to the city attorney to
draft the nscessary ordinance of inten-
tion. The district of assessment to be
fhrnished at a later date. Adopted.

Beeond?ln the matter of tho specifi-
cations referred to this board for tbe
paving of streets, recommend that they
be adopted as amended by tbe city en-
gineer, a* suggested by tbe city attor-
ney, adopting one for the paving with
bituminous lime rock, and nne for as-
phaltum. And recommend that the or-
dinance for the paving of Main street,
from Ninth to Thirty-seventh street, and
of Aliso from Alameda to Keller streets,
be placed on their passage, under speci-
fications "A." Adopted.

Third?ln the matter of petition No.
300, from 0. A. Sumuor et al., asking to
have a nuisance abated on Orange street
between Witmer street and Union ave-
nue, recommend the same be referred to
the health officer in connection with the
city attorney, to take the necessary
steps to accomplish the desired end.
Adopted.

Fourth?ln the matter of petition No.
348, from O. C. Kohlmier et al., to have
sprinkling hydrant removed from the
corner of Fifth and Sin Pedro streets,
we recommend that the petition be de-
nied, unless petitioners bear the expense
of moving the same. Adopted.

Bixth?ln the matter of the straight-
ening and wideningof Loorais street, re-
ferred to this board, recommend that
the city engineer make a survey andmap, leaving the western line of tbe
street as near as now located as possi-
ble, taking off sufficient in center por-
tion to make it so as not to projact or
jog, and to make the east line so as to
conform to the weet line and ptrallel
thereto, and furnish the same to the
city attorney to draft the necessary ordi-
nance. Adopted.

Afternoon Session.
The board reassembled at 2 o'clock.

Tbe first special order of tbe day was
the protest against the improvement of
Eighth street. Several arguments were
had by interested property-holders and
then Mr. Pessell moved the protest be
denied. The motion prevailed by a
unanimous vote.

Mr. Strohm moved tbe report of the
commissioners be adopted, which waa
carried.

Till BADICHI ZANJA.
The petition of M. W. Babichi asking

for an abandonment of the right of way
along the ditch known aa zsnja No. 4,
waß then heard, nnd tho city attorney
was directed to bring in an ordinance
releasing the city's claim to the property.

SOTO STREET BRIDGE.
Mr. Campbell moved the street super-

intendent be allowed to contract for
repairs to the Soto street bridge, at a
cost of not to exceed $50. This motion
was adopted.

THE CITY JAILERS.
The motion ot Mr. GafTey was

taken up to inquire into the
conduct of the police station,
and to instruct tho city attorney to give
a legal opinion as to whether tbe ordi-
nance is not being violated by the police
commissioners in compelling the deputy
iailers to work 12 hours per dßy. The
intent was to mako jailers stand eight-
hoUr watches. The motion prevailed.

THE CATTLE ORDINANCE
allowing beef animals, horses and sheep
to be driven through the city in bands
of 50 head, if 10 desired, waa then taken
np and passed under suspension, of the
rnles. This ia a matter which had been
before the council for nearly sis months.

THE TREASURY.
The city auditor mede his usual re-

port, showing the condition of tho city
lands. The teachers' salary fund is
overdrawn J13.500.

OBJHNANCES OF INTENTION.
The ordinance to grade, gravel and

curb with redwood Hoover (treat from
Sixteenth to Washington was (alien up,
and on motion of Mr. Rhodes was re-
ferred to the board of public works.

The ordinance to sidewalk tho west,

side of l'earl from Tenth to Pico streets
wab laid over one week, on motion of
Mr. Teed, to give property holders a
chance to be heard.

PRIVATE CONTRACT WORK.

Mr. Strohm moved that in all cases
where street improvements are done at
private expense the street superintend-
ent shall be obliged to notify the coun-
cil about acceptance of such work.
Adopted.

MR. MCKWBILKR STEAKS.

The councA called on Mr. Duckweiler,
city engineer, to make some inquiries
about grading streets. Mr. Dockweiler
explained that the Getting of grade
stakes in this city oost an average of
$300 per month to the city. This
shonld be made a fixed charge against
tho property, and it is done so in all
other cities bnt this. He asked tbat
the council make this uiatter a charge
against tbe aligning property on all
streets so improved, and the city attor-
ney was requested to bring in an ordi-
nance to that effect. He cluims that
this will save at least 18500 a year to
the city.

The engineer then submitted specifi-
cations A and B for the paving of streets
in the city of Los Angeles. These were
adopted.

MISCELLANEOUS ORDINANCES.
An ordinance grading Union avenue

was then read and passed.
An ordinance to grade Eighth street

from l'earl west to the city limits was
introduced and laid over on motion of
Mr. Rhodes.

To make Alameda street pn'sable bo-
tween First and Third was adopted.

To pave Main street from Ninth to
Jefferson street under the provisions of
the bond act, with interest at Oper cent.
Passed.

FULLY EXONERATED.
The special committee appointed to

investigate charges made against Fire
Commissioner McLain reported that
they had examined a number of wit-
nesses and tound the charges to be
wholly without foundation.

ALISO STREET SEWER,

An ordinance to put a E>ewer into
Aliao street, between Kallor and the
river, under the bond act, with interest
at 6 per cent, was then read and passed
nnder suspension of the rules.

Tbe matter of a nuieance at Union
avenue and Witmer street was -c erred
to the board of health.

PETITION'S AND PROTESTS.
The petition for removal of n sprink-

ling hydrant at Fifth and San Pedro was
denied.

The hydrant at Twenty-third ami
Scarff streets was ordered to be repair?.l.

Petition of fruit dealers to be allowed
to display their wares on tbe sidewalk
was referred to the police commission.

Here it was discovered that the coun-
cil was without a quorum, and an officer
was dispatched in search of Messrs.
Campbell, (isffey anil Strotm.

The council then Adjourned.

GOODS FROM RAILROAD WRECKS.

A IJtiecr T.St tl- C hicago Shop and Odd
Things Fonnd IvIt.

Over on West Twelfth street there is an
unprepossessing 1-story red brick build-
ing on the grimy windows of which the
following words are printed in glaring
yellow paint:

? rOR SALE.ghdhd

Tho scene inside is ono of wildest con-
fusion. Itlooks its if sections of a drug
Store, a crockery store,-a dry goods em-
porium, a grocery, a harness shop and
goodness knows what not had l>een jum-
bled together within tho four dirty
walls. Tho head of a doll, dust coated,
lies in a box of cundlea, nnd a few feet
away, strotohod beside a row of botUeß
of rheap perfumery, which tho obliging
clerk said was "fine, all of it as good as
bay mm," is tho headless trunk. On the
floor on ono sido is a box filledwith pa-
per collars. Tli3 neighbor of this aasort-
mf.nt is a box of codfish. Beyond the
codfish and on a shelf is a lotof china,
some of it costly Sotsnina ware in vases
and oatmeal sere. And there aro many
dainty Japanese teacups, translucent,
prettily painted and as fragile as egg-
shell*. Next to them in wild confusion
1b a hopp-of horse blankets.

On nil skies there are evidences that
lend color to tho allegation that tho
goods aro taken fromTailroad sinashnpa.
There are pieces of furniture dieabled by
broken lags, tops, backs and generally ia
collapse. Tharevaro barrels of flour gap-
ing open, boxes ofrnisinacracitcd so that
their contents aro visible, nnd piled in
around this confused mass aro boxes of
sardines, bars of eoap, underclothing,
boots and shoos, bedtioking, stacks of
trousers, cookies and frosted cakes in
boxes, and at one end of the store con-
venient to the street odors is a-croek/of
pickles without any cover. A box of
rubbers keeps this crock company.

"I bolievo there is one other store
something like this in Chicago," said the
proprietor, "but I don't know where it
is. We buy these goods from tho rail-
road companies after imashups. We also
buy unclaimed freight."

The articles are sold to the poor Ho-
bruws and Greeks residing in the vicini-
ty. The prices they bring are exceed-
iTiglylow. In view of this a sign pointed
on the wall, "Please don't ask for cred-
it," appears whimsical.?Chicago Trib-
une.

The Glaea -n«Hle Industry In England.

Glass bottle manufacture, not long
ngo a thriving British industry, seem*
defined btforo long to pass entirely into
tho hands of tho foreigner. AYorkshire
gentleman, who has witnessed the ruin
and disappearance of nearly a dozen of
once flourishing concerns in his own
neighborhood, communicates to a local
paper the re*nlt of hie inquiries on that
head. Hp began by interviewing the
senior partner in a London firm of pickle-
makers, who annually require 80,000
gross of pint bottles. . They used to deal
witli English makers, but they have lat-
terly transferred their custom to tho
continent.

Why? Because they find that while
the breakage in transit is next to noth-
ing, owing to more careful packing, "the
bottles all round aro much superior to
those of English mako." Thoy are also
rather cheaper, an important considera-
tion in these days of sharp competition.
Continuing h*s inquiries, theinvestigator
ultimately compiled a long list of large
houses which have similarly transferred
their custom to the continent. They
unaivimcnsly declare that they get a
much better article for their money.?

But he used it not as a specific name,
but in order to mark assimilation
which he made of it with the product
drawn from wine.
