"The New York Central Railroad com-
fcony*g reproduction of the tirst railroad
train and locomotive ever run in Now
Vnrk state, a moet interesting and valu-
able exhibit at flho Chicago fair." said an
Bid resident of Albany, "causes mo to
wonder how many of the officers of that
company know that if tho disappearance
of Morgan from Uatavia 65 years ago
bad not been attributed to murderous
machinations of the Masonic fraternity,
which resulted in tho great anti-Masonic
excitement that spread throughout the
country and became a sensational polit-
ical factor, they would not have been
able to malts the reproduction, and the
appearance of that curious railroad train
nnd engine Would never have been known
iv accurate and pictorial representation.

'it was years before the discovery and
practical introduction of that crude pred-
ecessor of photography, tho daguerreo-
type, when the pioneer railroad train in
this state v.'ps run, Rnd as tho future im-
(HWtMtH* U> history of tho appearance of
that tram never occurred to those inter-
poled in bringing it into existence tho
skill of no artist with his pencil was
brought into use to perpotunte it on
paper. It happouod that a young man
named Brown?William II Brown of
Philadelphia?was in Albany on the day
tho train was run. Aug. 0; 1881, and had
been in the place several daye.

"He had a marvelous talent forcutting
with a pair of scissors out of black paper
lifelike profile portraits and accurate
representations of buildings, machinery
ami even landscapes.

"Tho remarkable part of this talent of
his was his power to mako a perfectly
exact portrait of persons days and even
weeks after having seen them but once,
and that only casually on the street.

"Ho had forsome timomadoagood liv-
ing by the e>xeraise of his peculiar art.
Thaddous Stevens was at that timo just
beginning to mako a roputation in poli-
tics and hud settled upon the anti-Masonic
idea lor tino iv Pennsylvania, as it had
been so snoonasfnlly worked by Thurlow
Weed nod his lieutenants in Now York
state. The feeling was growing in Penn-
sylvania, rind young Brown thought it
would be a good stroke of business for
trim to go to Albany, have a look nt
Thurlow Weed and others, snip their
likenese out in ailhouette, nnd besides
getting a fee from them for the work
duplicate the pictures for ealo among
the anti-Masonic enthusiasts in Pennsyl-
vania and elsewhere.

"He went to Albany early in August,
1831, nnd did a great deal more than got
the portraits of Thurlow Weed. His
wonderful work took the town by storm,
and he was kept busy from morning un-
til night cutting the silhouetto likenesses
of psOpiS of all kinds, sexes and age-'
that flocked to bis rooms.

"His greatest artistic feat was the cut-
ting in ono largo picture of tho famous
BttrgWW corps entire, with staff and band
in full parade, each member's portrait

being nf surprising accuracy. This pic-
fire is among the most precious relics in
tits state library.

'And so it happened that this unique
young artist waa in Albany on tho spy
tho quaint locomotive De Witt Clinton,

'.villiits equally qnuint coaches, was tobo
ran on its firut trip over tho Mohawk nnd
Hudson railroad.

"Ho wp.s our of tho pnseengers on tho
train, nnd when it returned to Albany
he cut with his KllallUlnn exact pictnra,
of tho locomotive and twoof tho coaches,
making the portrait of David Matthew,
the engineer, and John T. Clark, the con-
ductor, on hi9seat on the outside of tho
front coach.

"In that picture appear the likenesses
of Thurlow Weed, cx-Grovernor Yates
and other distinguished Albanians of
that day, bnt neither Mr. Weed nor the
ex-governor wna on the train. Without
v thought of the future of that picture
an a valuable contribution to history,
the artist cnt thoso portraits merely as
an exorcise of his skill in depicting a sub-
ject from memory, lie told me so him-
Eolf 40 yearn afterward.

'While Artist Brown was in Albany
he concluded to go to Boston and Hart-
ford to mako some portraits und other
cuttings with his marvelous sensors
While in Hartford ho showed the picture
be had made of the railroad train an(

locomotive to a member of the Connect!
cut Historical society, who at once saw
\u25a0what n treasure it must necessarily bo-
come, and the artist presented it to the
eociety. whore itis today a relic beyonc
jptjoe

"Borne "0 years after cutting that
Turo Brown became interested in the .
railroad busirrßse himself, having long
censed to exercise his nrtirtic skill pro-
fessionally, and one day. having almost
forgotten tho Albany picture, he rend
In a newspaper an account of a litho-
graph that had juet been pnirliehcd
from a photograph of tho p.ilhcuetto pic-
ture he had presented tothe Conriecttcnt
Historical society.
I "He sent to the publisher of tiie litho-
graph ivud procured a copy of ti and wae
rejoiced to sco an exact rapfo«ttrctkm of
his scisso' Hcutting of more than H)years
before. But the joy ho felt over a sight
bf the picture was scaroety as groat as
the iimci iption beneath it gave him.

V/as given as some time in 1832, the

"Brown at once set about the task of
correcting the lithograph publishers' his-
tory, a task at which ho worked for
uioro than 80 years, for the lithograph
copy of his picture, with its incorrect
Inscription, had been widely circulated."

The Itlggent Fresh Water-Cargo.

Tho new steamer Solwyn Eddy, tbe
largest freight carrier in the world floal-
ing on fresh water, was loaded recently
fi it her initial trip. Slmjcarries tho larg-
est cargo of wheat ever shipped on the
lakes. A close estimate places hor exact
capacity at 160,000 bushels or about 85,-
--000 bushels more than the largest cargo
ever carried oa tho lakes.

An ordinary freight car carries about
800 bushels of wheat, and the Selwyn
Eddy's cargo is equal to 300 carloads.
A train containing 800 cars would be
about two miles long. Twelve engines
would be required to draw such a train.
The cargo of the Eddy, if ground into
flour a:ul made into bread, would feed
