THE GOVERNMENT OF DEPENDENCIES.

The Hawaiian discussion has brought
Americans face to face with the problem
of how to desal with any outlying region,
if made to belong to us, We are all
agreed that the land between the oceans,
and from the nort pole to the Gulf of
Mexico, could well belong to the United
Btates; but we never seem to have seri-
ously taken into account the contin-
gency of having distant dependencies
on our hands. When President Ba-
chanan tried to awaken an interest in
our people on behalf of Caban annexa-
tion, and when President Grant stood
committed to the policy of owning San
Domingo, the masses of the people
shrank from the measures with the in-
stinctive dread of facing a new problem.
All tradition wae against it, and neither
measure conld ever get a fair hearing,
a8 has seemed to many, because the peo-
ple were not willing to hear.

Now, the reason of this distrust of
sich a policy is deeper than at first
sight appears. It is a policy that
Americans have not only never favored,
because they have had territory enough,
but the example of Rpgland to them has
had the effect to heighten our hatred of
territorial conquest. England, how-
ever, when her commercial history is
fairly studied, has only made her laws
to follow where trade had actually gone.
To keep bueiness already created
abroad is about the substance of her
foreign occupation. It is true these for-
eign territories grew into political de-
pendencies after awhile, but they have
been, as a rule, without much show of
gelf-government, and #o. England could
extend her authority and plant her non-
political service there with good
effect. And she has mastered this
problem as mno other country
has ever done. 8he has governed di-
rectly from home when she could, and
when the character of the colony called
for a compromise and division of
authority, she has accorded something
in the way of melf-government, Butehe
has never gone with power where she
was not compelled to go to get and keep
her commerce. What England ever
thought as to asserting any control over:
Hawaii, for instance, is well toid by a
London correspondent, whose letter is
wholegome reading now, in view of what
was urged Fogland would do if Ameri-
cang did not defeat her by earlier ac-
tion: ‘“‘Im conversation with a good
many leading members of parliament, I
have found that there is more than in-
difference—that there in a very decided
objeotion to anything like British inter-
ference in Hawaiian affairs, for the sim-
ple reason, in the first place, that there
are no great British interests to protect

:}me and energy to some other occupa-
on.””

What Mr. Jerome says is about as trune
a8 anything we have read for some time.
We know of two boys who came ont to
this coast in 1862, One of them got a
poeition a8 deputy recorder in the county
clerk’s office a few days after his arrival,
although he wasfnot a qualified voter in
the state. But he had an uncle, and
that uncle had “‘a pull;” so he got a
place at $76 a month. He is now a man
of 50 years of age, clerking in a store at
$100 per month, with a large family.

The other boy could find no employ-
ment in town, so he went out upon a
ranch and pulled off his coat, for $30 &
month and found. At the end of four
years he was foreman of the ranch at
$60 per month; and at the end of ten
years he had a band of cattle in the
Siskiyou mountains, worth $12,000. He
is now worth over $100,000, all of it
gained through the spontaneous in-
crease of dumb beasts, and not one dol-
lar of it came to him by the medium of
speculation,

With this example so plainly in view,
who %nbts what the retiring deputy
collector of the portof San Francieco has
toeay? The case above cited is only
one of many. Nearly every county in
the state can furnish two or three such
examples; and San Francisco can proba-
bly ehow five hundred at least. The
men who scorn the allurements of office
are, after all, the men who have made
the history of CUalifornia.

It 18 sincerely to be hoped that the
that the question of Sunday opening at
the fair may be congidered as settled.
Never before was the Sabbath question
g0 widely discussed, At every world’s
fair in England and America the same
queation has been raised and made
more or less of a disturbance and dam-
age to its prospects; but nothing like
this has ever been known, At the great
Oryatal Palace exhibitions in London the
Church of ¥England was profoundly
atirred, but the spirit of controversy was
not permitted to last so long as to seri-
ously injure the prospects of the exhibi-
tion, a8 is to be feared in our case now.
The constituted authorities should de-
cide on the evidence of the wanta of the
people and the proprieties of the case,
®nd all should abide by that decision,
No further action conld really do the
country any good.
