
THE CLEATS FLEW UNDER THEM
The Los Angelea Men Pulled

in Short Order.

They Had Better Pick Ont a Game
They Enow How to Play.

The Result of Last Might's Contest at
the Tog of War?The Visitors from

San Francisco Prove to Be

Winners With Ease.

Last night the large crowd which as-
sembled at Armory hall showed that tbe
interest in the outcome of the tug-of-
war contests remained unabated. The
hall was well filled during the first two
contests and was packed when the third
event, between the Americans and
Canadians, took place.

The bright faces and brilliant cos-
tumes of the ladies, as before, litup
the Bomber mass of the opposite sex and
gave a gala appearance to the audience.

The pool sellers were not in bo great
demand as on the previous evening, and
tbe betting centered alone on the result
of the third contest. Itstarted at 20 to
5 in favor of the Canadians early in the
evening, and ranged from those figures
to 20 to 8 and 20 to 11, winding up
shortly before the teams took their
places on the cleats at 10 to 4 in favor of
the visiting team.

ELBCTRICB VS. SPANISH,

The first event of the evening was the
contest between tbe Electric team and
the Spanish, in which tbe Spanish were
heavily handicapped by the superior
weight of their opponents.

The signal was given at 8.39, and the
ribbon after a moment's hesitation, was
steadily drawn to the Electrics' Bide.
Tbe Spanish struggled manful'y but
were unable to withstand their oppo-
nents and came straggling down their
cleats until the ribbon crossed tbe line
in 15 seconds.

EABTSIDERB VS. SEVENTH REGIMENT,

The next contest was the one between
tbe Eastsiders and the Seventh regi-
ment and was moßt obstinately struggled
for. Both teams were enthusiastically
cheered when they appeared on the
cleats. The signal waa given at 9 o'clock
and each team settled down to its work
with the evident intention of "doing"
the other. The ribbon was slightly
in favor of the Seventh regi-
ment at the pistol's crack and
was shortly after advanced six
inches by tbem. The Eastsiders strug-
gled hard to bring it back to the line
but failed, and then for 15 minutes one
fearful spurt succeeded another until
it seemed as if the muscles of the con-
testants would jump from their extend-
ed arms and bowed backs. Suddenly
one spurt more herculean than its pre-
decessors brought a gain of two cleats
to the Eastsiders, but with that spurt
their luck changed, and the ribbon slow-
ly but surely succumbed to the strength
of the Seventh regiment. Gradually
the sign of victory crept away from the
East Lob Angeles boys, but every cleat
was fought for with an obstinacy which
would not admit defeat. Luck wan
against them, however, and at 29 min-
utes after 9 the line was crossed. Time,
29 minutes.

TUE GREAT EVENT.
The third event, which was the second

trial of strength h«twoen the American
miv UattaJian teams, was now waited
for in breathless expectancy. The audi-
ence had not the confidence in the home
team which characterized them on tbe
previous evening, and while the band
played an enlivening air, it did not meet
an answering reeponse in their faces.

The Canadians entered the hall at 9 -47
and occupied tbe opposite end of the
cleats from their position of Thursday
night. They were received in compara-
tive silence, few cheers breaking the
Btilloesß, but the interest felt in tbem
was apparent from the murmers which
ran through the audience.

The babitnes of the pool room
thronged around the platform and gath-
ered about the Canadians, taking note of
their appearance and condition, while
bets were freely offered by the backers
of the San Francisco boys at 10 to 4, but
with no takers.

The Canadians looked in fine condi-
tion, and as they strolled down the
cleats to their end had the airof "world-
heaters." An omnious silence then set-
tled down while the audience wap im-
patiently expecting the advent of the
Americans.

The Los Angelea boys appeared three
minutes later, and although received
with cheering, it soon subsided and the
former quietness settled down over the
ball. The confidence of the night be-
fore in them had to a great extent dis-
appeared; however, it was still half
expscted that they would win. The
members of the betting fraternity un-
easily wandered to and fro, narrowly
examining both teams as they stood
waiting the command to take the rope.
There was as expression in their eyes
which seemed to suggest a hedge on
their last bets, together with a hesitancy
to so protect themselves. Anxiety and
expectation were depicted on the coun-
tenances of all as they craned their
necks and wondered why the word to
"let her go" was not given and tbeir
suspense ended.

At last both teams were in position,
and against tbe dead silence tbe words
of tbe referee, "Are you ready?" rang
oat with Btartling distinctness. A mo-
ment later the crack of tbe pistol an-
nounced the beginning of the second
trial of strength. It was 18 seconds
ifter 10 o'clock.

As the rope straightened out the leverflew high in the air, and the red ribbon
was seen to be three inches in favor of
the Amerioans. Frantic cheerß burst
forth on all sides, and the crowd fairly
went wild. Before the cheering had
ceased, however, the Canadians bad
gathered themselves together and with
a tremendous pull brought the crimson
mark back to the line. Then
the American boys strained and tngged,
their muscles standing out like vast
vhipcords, but the ribbon never moved
i hair's breadth from the place where
the 'Frisco team held it. Exactly at 3
minutes after 10 o'clock the giants of
the north stretched themselves and
nth mighty strength started the red
\gnal of victory their way. Slowly and
toadily it advanced while the American
»ys bent like forest trees before the
ast. They strugged hard and man-
llybut they had to give up the rope,
r it was literally taken away from
em, not in sudden jerks, but steadily
id unceasingly, and it took the Oana-
ans just 26 seconds to get it. The
bbon crossed the line at 3 minutes and
iseconds after 10 o'clock. Time: 3
Inutes and 7 seconds.
The finish was made among tremen-
ins cheering, and the members of the
inadian team seemed to be as highly.

delighted as their backers at the victory.

THAT CABLE ROAD TEAM.
John McGreal, who is connected with

the Los Angelea cable road, wishes to
say that the team known aa the Pacific,
which ia taking part in the present tug
of war at Armory hall, ia not the regular
team known aa the Cable team, which
it was alleged to be by a certain paper.
The assertion published in this paper
was to tbe effect that the Electric team
had pulled out the Cable team, and it
wound up by saying, in something of
the nature of a Blur, that the cable was
"not in it"with electricity. He wishes
it to be known that this assertion waa
made in ignorance by the person report-
ing the event. The regular Cable
team has not appeared in this tourna-
ment simply because four or five of its
regular men were out of town and it was
found impossible to bring tbem here.
Tbe team intended to enter, but finding
it impossible, were withdrawn.

A team was, however, organized which
bad no connection whatever with the
Cable team, and it waa called the Pacific.
Under the circumstances it seems hard
that the regular Cable team which the
Pacific team was falsely claimed
to be, should be charged with being
"not in it with electricity," especially
aa the Electric team failed to come to
the scratch with the Seventh Regiment
team last Thursday night. Any
time the Electric wants to pick a team
of the electric road the Cable can pro-
duce tbe material without going to
Santa Barbara or Ventura if their purse
don't play out aa it did with the Seventh
Regiment.

W. it. Tonkin of tbe California Colo-
nization company returned to the city
yesterday after a two days' trip to Hes-
peria. In company with H. L. Mugford
of Brooklyn, N.Y.,he rode over thecoun-
try immediately surrounding that town,
which will be irrigated from the huge
dam, the Victor Irrigation company pro-
pose building oft the Mojave river. "The
engineers who have been sent out from
the east," said he, "have reported very
favorably upon the construction of this
dam, Soundings have been made along
id Site aud bedrock has been found at
depths varying from IS to 25 feet ac-
cording to locality. Thi: demonstrates
the fact that all seepage can be pre-
vented. The reservoir when constructed
willbe nine miles long, from one and a
half to three milea wide and 130 feet
deep. It will be built at Victor Nar-
rows and the wall surrounding it will
run south on both sides of the Mojave
river inclosing it for a considerable dis-
tance. Plenty of water can be obtained
to fill it from tbe rains and the snow in
tbe neighboring mountains.

"This dam will irrigate over 250,000
acres of land, on which all kinds of de-
ciduous fruita can be raised in profusion.
This land is of a very superior quality,
and tbe best part of it is that there is a
very heavy sub-soil, which will be of
great benefit, as it retains the moisture.
Tbe altitude of the locality is something
over 3000 feet, and there are no foga,
one thing which Ithink would make it
a desirable place for invalids and pleas-
ure seekers. From what Icould learn,
Ibelieve the owners of the ground pro-
pose erecting a hotel for that purpose.
One thing I am, however, sure of, and
that is that within five years the whole
country will be covered with small
farma. This dam will be assuredly built
if the character of the company inter-
ested in it ia taken into conaideration.
It will be a great thing for San Ber-
nardino county."

PRETTY AH HAW WAS THE CAUSE
A Three-Handed Shooting Af-

fray in Chinatown.

Fortunately All the Participants
Were Very Poor Marksmen.

Ah Haw Is the Attractive Chattel of
Wong Sue, and Several Hlghblnd-

> era Coveted Her and Tried
te Steal Her.

A three-handed shooting affray took
place yesterday evening about 6:30
o'clock in Chinatown, and Wong Sue,
Hop Lee and Ah Sue are languishing in
jail,all three being charged with assault
to murder.

Ah Haw, a pretty little Chinese girl,
can lay claim to tbe proud diatinction of
being tbe the prime cause of the disturb-
ance. Ah Haw is the property of Wong
Sue, and is satisfied with her position,
and when Hop Lee and Ah Sue proposed
that she should leave her own little
highbinder and add to tbeir store of dol-
lars by linking her fortunes with theirs,
she indignantly refused. They coaxed,
promised and at last threatened, but to
no avail, and the disappointed pair of
highbinders left without little Ah Haw.

Like a dutiful young woman Ah Haw
told her consort all about it. Wong Sue
got mad, and, arming himself with a 45-
Colt's six-shooter, went out to find the
would-be deapoilers of hia home.

He found Hop Lee on the corner of
Apablasa street, and promptly slapped
his face. Hop Lee drew a small how-
itzer in the shape of a 44-calibre Rem-
ington and blazed away at his assailant.
The pair firod five shots at one another
without harming anything but the ad-
jacent walls, after which Wong Sue
turned and ran to hia lady love's abode.
Just as he was going up stairs Ah Sue
appeared on the scene and joined in
shooting at the retreating form of Wong
Sue. He didn't hit him, however, the
bullets all striking the neighboring
houses, one going through a partition
into a room where a barmlesa Celestial
was drinking tea with hia wife. It
scared tbe tea drinkers ao much that the
lady upaet her tea and ran away with
her husband after her.

By this time Officers Stewart, Stephen-
son and Mackenzie took a hand. Hop
Lee and Ah Sue were promptly arrested
and conveyed to the jail, and Officers
Stewart and Stephenson started out for
Wong Sue. They made straight for the
woman's house, where Ah Haw, the
cause of the diaturbance, tried to bar the
way. Bat the officers were in a hurry,
and Stephenson upset her without waate
of time. When she recovered her equi-
librium, she waa a good deal the worse
for wear, and, snatching up her hus-
band's long pipe, tbe nearest weapon
bandy, she laid it over Officer Stewart's
head with such good effect that when
Wong Sue gets out of jail he willhave to
buy a new one. Wong Sue was found
at last in a little closet. He had dis-
posed in aome way of his revolver which
could not be found, and so Wong Sue
was torn from bis lady's arms and taken
to jailwithout it. The men will prob-
ably be punished severely aa several
witnegaea saw the shooting and narrowly
escaped injury. Their names are J. H.
Talbot, W. Schwamm and H. M. Sher-

LONG BEACH'S SUIT.

That City Objects to the Erection of a
tiullrtlngon Its Land.

Tbe city of Long Beach began an in-
junction suit yesterday against James
Dunn, Alexander Aikman et al., to re-
atrain them from erecting a building on
property owned by the city. The land
in question ia south of Ocean avenue. It
is between Ocean avenue on the north
and the waters of the Pacific ocean on
the aoutb, and extenda east and west 200
feet and upward, running in a westerly
direction measured from the prolonga-
tion of Pine avenue, if it were extended
to tbe ocean, to tbe hotel site of the
Long Beach Development company and
extending in an easterly'direction from
Pine avenue 200 feet.

Tbe plaintiff claims to be tbe owner in
tee simple, and not to have given per-
mission for the erection of tbe building.

Judgment is asked for $100 damages,
and that a mandatory injunction he
issued reauiring the defendants to re-
move all building material they placed
on the land.

Hia bond of $10,000 will be presented
today for approval, and in case tbe sure-
ties prove satisfactory to tbe court, Bent-
ley will walk out of the county jail after
his confinement there for the laat three
months.

It wag learned that there willbe four
sureties on the bond. It is said that
they are eolid men financially, willprove
acceptable to the court and will be able
to qualify in the amounts for which they
willgo on tbe bond.

Bentley is still timorous about his en-
emies, and has so far yielded to his fears
that he may meet with violence, that he
has made arrangements to sleep at the

hasccranty jail in the same room he oc-
cupied during his enforced residence in
that institution.

Very little is said in the district attor-
ney's office about the appeal to the su-
preme codrt from Judge Smith's decis-
ion setting aside the verdict of guilty
and granting Bentley a new trial. The
preparation of the statement on appeal
is set quite a ways off, and the prosecu-
tion is still firm in the statement that
the jupreme court will surely be called
upon to pasß on Judge Smith's decision.

The will contest, in which the Nord-
hoit heirs are seeking to prevent the
probate of Mrs. Bentley's will, devising
all ber property to Bentley, will come
up for trial next Monday, and it is un-
derstood that it will be tried.
