A REGULAR FAMILY AFFAIR,

Doors of Two Banks Closed in
North Dakota.

Both Officered by One Man and His
Female Relatives.

Thelr Method of Dolng Business Did
Not Meet the Approval of the
Oomptroller of Cuarrency.
Other Fallares,

Wasumverox, May 29,—The National
bank of North Dakota, at Fargo, N, D.,
and the First National bank of Dakota,
at Lakota, N, D., were cloged today on
orders igsued by the comptroller of the
currency. Both were organized by E.
Arhley Mears, who was also organizer of
other national banks and many state
banks and other institutions. His plan,
gays the comptroller, appears to have
been to make loans to various institu-
tions subscribing to the stoek of the two
national banks in amounts which in
some cases exceeded the amount of
stock subscribed to by them, The man-
agement of the Fargo bank was ostensi-
bly eonducted by a board of five direc-
tors, consisting most of the time of
E. Ashley Mears, Mrs. M. B, Mears,
Mre. D. Q. Mears, and Miss L. D.
Mears, respectivoly the wifs, mother
and gister of the president, and one
other director who was not a member of
the Mears family. This bank owes the
treasurer of the United States about
$14,000 for moneys expended by the
treagurer in the redemption of circulat.
ing notes of the bank coming into the
treasury for redemption, and which the
bank has failed to reimburee to the
treasurer, The comptroller says he or-
dered Examiners Brush and Diamond
to close these banks because of repeated
violations of the law on the part of the
management and refusal to make assess-
ments, thereby prodpcing a condition
rendering them inselvent and danger-
ous as banks of deposit.

Parco, N, D., May 29.—The National
Bank of North Dakots, of which E. A,
Mears is premident, hera was closed
today by a national bank examiner un-
der orders fram the comptroller of the
currency, The Firet National bank of
Lakota algo claned. The examiner will
give out no statement of agsets or liabil-
itier. Cashier Mears sannounced that
the total indebtedness does not exceed
$60,000, with aesets five times that
amount, The bank officers state the
cause of the trouble is its large loan bue-
iness, and the fact that it is impoasible
at present to realize upon securities.
Indiyidual deporits at the time of the
last statement, May 4, were only $3,643;
demand certificates, $4,462; time, cer-
tificaten, $14,226; national bank notes
outstanding, 845‘600; notes and bills re-
discounted, $22,114, and bills payable,
$16,000. At that time the bank only
had as cash on hand $440 in legal
tender notes and $49 in fractional cur-
rency. The statement was not pub-
lished in any of the daily papers, but in

DEATH OF A PIONEER.

The Demisge Last Evening of Ex-Mayor
Prudent Beaudry.

The Hon, Prudent Beaudry, for over
40 yoars intimately identified with the
growth and upbnilding of Los Angelee,
has passed away, His history is inter-
woven with that of the city since 1852,
when he came here and engaged in the
business of a merchant. Being a man
of very positive character and untiring
energy, he eoon accumulated a fortune,
and azout 1866 turned his attention to
operations in real estate.

@ wag one of the organizers of t}le
resentfCity Water company, being ita
rat president, He also aided in the

developments carried on by the Canal
and Reservoir company, and later
with his own capital constructed the
gystem of water works which now
form the Citizens’ water works, He was
elected counciiman in 1873, and served
until made mayor in 1876, which office
he held for two terms,

In 1876 Mr. Beaudry joined with others
in developing the thriving colonies of
Pasadena and Alhambra. Business com-
plications arose, however, and in the
financial crash of 1876 Mr‘ Beaudry was
seriously affected. He did not lose his
belief in the future of Loe Angeles, and
some years later he was able to see the
fruits of his faith. X

Always a large proprietor in the hill
gection, he expended a fortune in grad-
ing streete, planting trees, building
honges, and finally, with hia brother

iotor, was the main epirit in building
the Temple street cable road.

For some yeara Mr. Beaudry has prac-
tically withdrawn from active business,
and until about 10 days since has been
in the enjoyment of excellent health.

He was born in QCanada in 1819, and
comes ot a family all of whom have at-
tained prominence in their several walks
of life,

Mr. Beandry was unmsarried and has
but few relatives in California, the fam-
ily mainly residing in Montreal. He
was an outspoken, honest advocate
of all meagures for the im-
provement of Los Angeles, and hie
influence upon the past development
of the city can only be appreciated by
those who are familiar with the events
of man{ years ago. p

By his activity and industrial devel-
opments Mr, Beaudry furnished work
to hundreds, and this proved him to be
a benefactor of the poor,

His death was brought about by a
aralytic stroke about a week since,
om which time be gradually but stead-
ily grew worse until his death, which
took place at his residence on Temple
gtreet at 9 o’clock last night. y

SLUGGER SLAVIN - SHELVED,

He Takes His Place Among the
Back Numbers.

The Easiest Kind of a Vietory for
the Doughty Jim Hall,

It Took Just Seven Sleepy Rounds to
Bring the Fight to a Close.
The Bpectators Sadly
Digappointed,

Loxpon, May 20,—Jim Hall met Frank
Slavin at the National Sporting club to-
night for $2500 a side and a purse of
$8300, and knocked him out in the sev-
enth round. The fight was a disappoint-
ment to the spectators, Slavin was the
favorite in the betting up to the opening
of the firsat round, but from the begin-
ning he made a poor showing. He was
completely outgeneraled at every point
by Hall and unable to offer enough
reristance to make the contest exciting.

When time was called Slavin’s face
wore a dazed expression, He lurched
heavily twics as he left his corner and
was generally unsteady in his gait,
After gparring for a few seconds he
walked directly up to Hall and was
received with a staggering right-hander,
which almost floored him, At the en
of the round he went to his corner amid
the hissing and groaning of spectators.

In the second round he showed no im-
provement,

In the middle of the third round Hall
landed both his right and left on his op-
ponent’s head ; then gave him a stinger
on the jaw and stood away. The men
fooled about the ring, missing repeated-
ly when they came to close quarters. At
the end the referee warned them if they
did not fight there would be no purse,

In the fourth not one telling blow was
struck, and the fooling of tbe previous
round was repeated, until the spectators
hiesed.

The fifth was better and ended with
Slavin’s going down from a right-hander
in the jaw. , 3

Nothing wans aceomplished in the sixth.

The seventh round waa hardly opened
before Hall floored Siavin with a left.
Blavin was soon up, but hearing some*
body call time, turned towards his cor-
ner. Hall inatantly landed his right on
Blavin’s jaw and sent him down for good.
The spectators hooted Slavin as he was
carried to his corner,

In that time the treasury
department has sustained a net loss of
$25,364,243, the net total of gold in the
treasury on January 1, 1893, having
been $121,266,662, while today it is only
$06,912,419. With the gold engaged for
shipment Tuesday and Wednesday it
will be about $93,000,000, the lowest
figure reached gince the resmmption of
specie paymente. In addition there are
reports that more will go out néext Sat-
urday, eufficient, it is said, to reduce the
gold holdings to $90,000,000.

Despite these heavy shipments, the
treasury officials express the greatest
confldence in the ability of the treasury
to restore the gold balance. They point
to the fact that there is a gradual and
healthy inflow of gold from natural
csuses to the treasury, which is only
temporarily ohecked by the Ilarge
amounnts taken for export. The cessa-
tion of gold exports in large amounts is
looked for by July 1st, as itis under-
stood the Australian demsand is well
nigh supplied.

A peculiar and encouraging feature of
the decrease of gold is the correaponding
increase it has shown in the net
treasnry balance. That balance today
is $25,347,893, or nearly a million dollars
greater then on March 7th, when Becre-
tary Carlisle took official charge of the
treasury department.
