from registering.

TRIUMPH OF THE WORKINGMEN.

The Sunday closing fight Is Btill on
With great vicor, with tbe advocates of
the opening of Jackson park on that
day largely in the lead. It wonld be a
great wrong many wirm men, inetadlng
many bishops of different denomina-
tions, tbink, to prevent hundreds of
thousands of workingmen from the en-
joyment and instruction involved in a
continuous study ofthe great exposition.
Since it haß been opened the enormous
attendance shows how preat a conven-
ience it is to hundreds of thousands.
On the first day of the Sunday opening
fully 200,000 visitors Bbowed theirapprc-
ciation of the new departure. All that
\u25a0eems to oppose it is the extreme rehg-
iouß sentiment of a number o( highly
respectable persons who carry rtligion
to tbe extent of a fad. The advocates
c'f Sunday opening havo won their first
battle in the courts, and it may be
safely assumed tbat there has been a
great change of sentiment on tbe whole
matter. The decorum and evident bene-
fits of tbe Sunday openings are begin-

ning to be recognized in many quarters \
that were at firstadverse to it. Inthe first
place, In addition to the positive and
downright Instruction involved in the
opportunity afforded multitudes by the
Sunday opening, there is no doubt bnt
that in tbis manner myriads of persons,
who must have amusement of some
kind on Sunday, willbe kept Irom seek-
ing it In less Innocent ways. ItIs hard
to conceive of auythlng mure calculated
to retina tbe mind and lead it to
elevated thoughts and decorous action
than the frequent contemplation of tbe
highest achievements of art and science.
In the grand ensemble of ths exposi-
tion religion will by no means be ne-
glected. All tho great conceptions of re-
ligious minds will be represented; and,
altogether, the effect cannot fail to be
most salutary. There Is no reason why
the most fanatical views of the Sunday
should he forced Into prominence in the
United States. This is above all things
a cosmopolitan nation. It was deter-
mined from the start that there should
be no doctrinal bias given to our insti-
tutions. Jew and Gentile are on a pre-
cisely similar footing. When it was
pioposed to insert in the constitution a
recognition of Almighty God the propo-
sition was negatived not because most
of the members of the convention that
framed that instrument did not believe
in a Supreme Heine, but because they
were determined to keep church and
state separate. Nearly every year since
some pious gentlemen send In petitions
to congress asking for an amendment to
the I'onstitntion which shall hold forth
the United States to the world as a
Ghristinn nation. They have never
been able to ii»nreso their yiews on onr
lawmakers, and it Is very doubtful
whether they will succeed in closing
Jackson park on Sunday. Religion is
really revered in the United States, but
its fanatical a»nccts aru disappearing.

THE BANBURY CASE AND JUDGE VAN
DYKE.

Judge Van Dyke yesterday delivered a
very interesting opinion in the rase of
The County of Los Angeles vs. Jabez
Hanhnry. It will be remembered that
this ex-county treasurer, who had the
Kail to bring a libel euit against the
Herald for $20,000 because it defeated
him for office by telling of bis misdeeds,
when an action was brought against
him to recover the money which he had
appropriated to his own use, set up the
statute of limitations as to all thsse
sums except those of too recent a date
to be barred by the statute of limita-
tions. This was a conftesion by the old
fox that he know that he had violated
the law and was in great danger of being
made to disgorge his ill-gotten plun-
der. The fact that Judge Van Dyke, a
jurist of great note, substantially en-
dorses the attitndeof the Herald is one
of great significance.

The court took the view, expressed
orally, that the claims were illegal; that
the supervisors had no authority what-
ever to allow them, or the auditor to
issue the warrants.

Bat he aIRO said that the only action
that could be maintained on the plead-i
ings was for money had and received;
in which case all claims in which more
than two years hod elapsed from the
time payment was due would be
barred by the statute of limitations.

Consequently these claims to be col-
lected should have been Bet out in the
first count of tho complaint specifically,
by District Attorney Mcl.achlan, bo as
to ennble the court to determine which
were barred and which not.

The court, therefore, overruled the.de-
murrer as far ss the eecsnd caput was
concerned, which involves $952.38, snd
sustained the demurrer aa to the first
count, with leave to the plaintiff to
amend, sotting out the claims in detail.
Tho decision was made solely on the
ground of the statute of limitations, the
court holding in both cases that the
claims wore illegal and unauthorized.

In the amended complaint an eflbrt
will be made to remedy the defects of
of the original, if possible, so as to Baeke
the entire nmount collectable under a
new construction of the statute of lirai-
tions.

of their patriotic acts to fade into obliv-
ion. Indeed, a country that forgets
those who have fonght and died that

she irt'ght live is unworthy of a placs
among the nations of the earth. The
poet, the painter and the orator have all
joined to perpetuate the deeds of vslor
ptrtoraMq on a thousand fields of car-
nage, and whilst the gallantry of onr
soldiers Is embalmed in undying verse,
and emblazoned on endnring canvas,
the touching annual spectacls of a whole
people decorating their graves, conveys

even a higher and nobler sense of recog-

nition than pen or pencil or lofty elo-
quence are capable of portraying. It
makes the whole people kin to the silent
dead upon whose tombs they come to
lay their floralofferings.

James Russell Lowell, when the
wounds of war were fresh, expressed in
liner lines than have since been written
the high sense oflove w- owe to the men
who laid down their lives for their conn-
try at the call of duty.

But theto, onr brothers, fought for her,
At life's dear peril Drought for her,
Ho loved her that they died f»r her,
Tasting the raptured fleetness
Of her divine completeness :

Their higher iu«tinct knew
Those love her best who to themselves are true,
And what they dare to dream of, dare to do;

They followed her and found her
Wh-)ie all may hope to find,

Not In tbe ashes of the burnt-out mind,
Bat beautiful, with danger's sweetness round

her,
Where faith made whole with deed
Breathes its awakening breath
Into the lifeless crotd,
Thsy saw her plumed and mailed,
With sweet, stern face unveiled,

death.

JABEZ'S ILLEGAL CHARGES.
Judge Van Dyke Stamps Them

As Unauthorized.

Tbe Ex-County Treasurer Tries to
Hide Behind Time Limitation.

A Decision Rendered Which Settle* the
Status of Mr. Banbury as Hegards

the Charges Ha Made
Against the County.

Judge Walter Van Dyke made a rul-
ing yesterday upon a demurrer, in the
case of tbe Connty of Los Angeles vs.
Jabez Banbury, ex-treasurer of tbe
county, which will show that defunct
officialwhere he is at.

By the ruling the court directly sayß

that the ex-treasurer put his hands ille-
gally in the county treasury.

Unfortunately the law seems to sus-
tain Jabez in his plea of the statute of
limitations as a bar against the col-
lection of a portion of the money he
illegally obtained from the county, and
the court was obliged to sustain the
demurrer as to these claims, which are
oyer two years old.

This is the suit, to refresh the recol-
lection of Mr. Banbury, in which, while
county treasurer, he charged the county
several thousand dollars for expressage
and exchange on moneys sent to Sacra-
mento, which expressage and exchange
he never paid, but pocketed the money

just the same.
The suit was brought during the clos-

ing days of ex-District Attorney Mc-
Lachlan'a term of office, in en endeavor
to make Mr. Banbury disgorge.

The complaint was so drawn as to em-
brace two counts. In the first the pay-
ment to the defendant by the board of
supervisors of illegal claims aggregating
$3254.04 is alleged. The claims were for

the repayment to him of money alleged
by him to have been paid for express

charges and exchauge on state money

sent to Sacramento in settlement by him
as county treasurer with tbe state be-
tween the first Monday iv January, 1889,
and the first Monday in January, 1801.

The second count embraces claims ag-

gregating $952.38 for Bimilar charges
between the first Monday in January,
1801, and December 30,1802, the date of
the filing of the complaint.

The complaint alleges that Mr. Ban-
bury never paid out the sums men-
tioned, and that if he did he was un-
authorized to do so by the board of
supervisors.

The arguments on the demurrer yes-

terday were made by District Attorney

W. A. Ryan for tha county, and W. T.
Williams for the defendant, and occu-

pied a portion of the forenoon and a

greater part of the afternoon. They
were very thorough on both sides.

The defendant demurred to the com-
plaint first on the ground that U did
not state facts sufficient to constitute n
cause of action, and second that the
claims in the first count are barred by
the statute of limitations, more than
two years having elapsed since their
payment.

The principal points relied on by the
defendant's counsel was that the allow-
ance of their claims by the board of

supervisors was an adjudication of the

matter, and had the same force and
effect as a judgment. That the super-

visors had the authority to allow the
claimß and consequently jurisdiction
over them, and that their action could
not be attacked collaterally,

Mr. Williams contended that even if
the defendant had committed perjury
in swearing before the supervisors to
these claims, that he had paid the
money; still, on the authority of the
case of Pico vs. Cohn, 91st Cal., page

129, even then the court would not va-
cate their allowance by the board for

such fraud. That the only fraud for
which a judgment would be vacated is

fraud intrinsic and collateral to the

case, and not perjured testimony in the

case.
Counsel also raised the question of

the statute of limitations and argued
that this was an action for money had
and received, and therefore, under the
provisions of section 338, code of civil
procedure, all claims more than two
years old were barred.

Mr. Ryan, for the county, took the

position that these claims were not and
are not legally chargeable against the
county; that therefore the supervisors
had no jurisdiction to make the allow-
ance, and in consequence they created

no liability against the county, and the
warrants were absolutely void, so that

an action can be maintained to recover
the money without first setting aßide

the acta of the supervisors.

Farther, he contended that even if

the supervisors had jurisdiction to allow

jthe claims, their judgment having

passed into execution and been paid,

became "functus officii"or a dead writ.
Consequently no proceedings to set aside
ilieir allowances were necessary.

He argued that the warrants, having

been obtained fraudulently, and the

facts not having been discovered until

within six months prior to the bringing

'of the suit, the action was not barred by

limitation until three years after the
discovery of the fraud; that the de-

fendant, having acquired the moneys

illegally, aa a county official, held them
in trust and In consequence the action
is not barred.

At the conclusion of the arguments,
the court stated orally that he took the
view that the claims were illegal, and
tbe supervisors had no authority what-
ever to allow them or the county audi-
tor to issue the warrants.

But he also held that
the only action that could
be maintained on the pleadings
was for money had and received, in
which case all claims in which more
than two years have elapsed from the
time of payment would be barred by the
statute oi limitations.

Consequently the claims should have
been set out in the first count specific-
ally by District Attorney McLachlin, in
whose term the suit was brought, bo
that the court would be able to deter-
mine which were barred and which were
not.

The court therefore overruled the de-
murrer as far as the second connt was
concerned, which involves the $952.38
before mentioned, and sustained the
demurrer as to the first count, with
leave to the plaintiff to amend by set-
ting out the claimß in detail.

This decision was made solely on the
ground of the statute of limitations, the
court holding in both counts that the
claims were illegal and unauthorized.

In the amended complaint an effort
willbe made by the plaintiff to remedy
the defects of the original complaint, so
as to bring the whole amount within the
necessary limit, and recover judgment
for it all if possible,

The Los Angeles county world's fair

committee met at the chamber of com-
merce rooms yesterday evening.

Mr. Charles Forrester, the chairman,
reported that tha county world's fair
funds were in a satisfactory condition,
and that all demands incidental to the
shipment of fruit and other expenses
also would be readily met.

A number of bills were audited and
acted upon.

It was reported that, judging from
present indications, some of the coun-
ties would be unable to meet their as-
sessments on the publication of the new
book descriptive of Southern California
that will be soon issued. The commit-
tee resolved to proceed and collect from
the counties that could pay, and those
which were delinquent would not be
mentioned in the book.

Mr. Forrester was given an unlimited
leave of absence to go to Chicago. He
was also authorized to confer with Mr.
Frank Wiggins bb regards the fnture
shipments of oranges to replenish tho
citruß exhibits. Other matters willalso
be adjusted.

A meeting of the members of the
chamber of commerce and the public
generally is called for next Wednesday
afternoon at 3 o'clook at the chamber of
commerce for the purpose of discussing
the best means of proceeding with the
holding of the irrigation congress here
next October.
