THE BENSCHUETZ CASE.

THE OHARGE AGAINSTY THE HUS-
BAND DISMISSED YESTERDAY,

The Testimony Given Before Justice
Bartholomew Yesterday—A Rul-
ing Made In the
Alimony Oase.

The frial of Otto G. Benschuetz,
charged by his wife, Mre. Ella V. Ben-
schuetz, with threatening to kill her
and herchild, was tried before Justice
Bartholomew yesterday afternoon. The
eourt room was thronged with lady
friende of the good looking complainant,
and ber hushand aleo had quite a nam-
ber of friends.in attendance.

The evidence consisted of an attempt
by the J)roeocutlon to prove the threats
charged 80 a8 to justify the magistrate
in putting him under & bond to keep
the peace.

Mrs. Benschuetz had testified that her
hnsband strucie her on the head and
beat her several times, that he threat-
encd to kill her because she had brought
him into court, and she was afraid he
wounid carry out his threats,

Nearly all the witnesses put on by the
complsinant remembered her havin
told them that Mr. Benschuetz ha
threatened to kill har, but none of them
heard him nrake any threats.

During the examination Mre. Ben-
gchuetz was constantly suggesting ques-
tions to her attorney, J. Marion Brooks.
When the testimony for the prosecution
was closed, Mr. Lowenthal for the de-
fendant submitted the case without put-
ting in any testimony.

He made a brief argument, in which
he claimed that the testimony did not
show that the charge was sustained. It
did not show that Benschuetsz had
threatened to kill his wife, if at all, with
any intention of carrying it out, but
ebowed that it was a family quarrel, in
which the honers were about even.

Mr. Brooks replied in quite a vigorous
style, Mra. Benechuetz being overcome
by his reference to her troubles, finally
laying her head down on her hands and
crying convalsively, Mr. Brooks said
that his client shonld have protection.
Justice Bartholomew very briefly
ruled, at the conclusion of the argu-
ments, that there was nothing to show
that the charge was sustained, and die-
migsed it, discharging the defendant.
Yesterday in the case of Mrs. Ben-
achuet_z ve. Otto G. Benschuetz, the suit
for alimony, Judge Wade denied the
motion for alimony and conunsel iees.
He alsc ordered the restraining order to
remain in force as to any transfer of the
defendant’s real property, and modified
it by atlowing the defendant to collect
and pay out money in the ordinary
