PECULIAR DISEASE.

The cattle in this section are afflicted
with a strange disease, and a large num-
ber have been killed, as the complaint
is as fatal a8 glanders. Dr. Davidson,
the well-known veterinarian of thiscity,
says it is a disease of the bone, likened
to ray fungus, which starts inside the
bone and congumes it until only a thin
shell is left. It usually originates inthe
bones of the left shoulder and gradually
reaches other portions of the body, and
invariahly tarminates in death, gener-
ally in from three to four months. It ia
1t somatimes attacks the flesh, but not
frequently. Dr. Davidson'is making a
study of the discase, and has sent some
of the diseased bone to Los Angeles for
microscopical examination. It has
caused a good deal of excitement among
stock owners and cattle men, as it is
something new and they are at gea as to
the best method of treating the com-

laint. Iast SBunday seven cattle be-
onging to Oal Patton, which were sui-
fering from this peculiar disease, were
