The city council met at 10 o'clock

yesterday morning, and tbe fnll board
waa present with the exception of Mr.
Peasel. Preaident Teed occupied the
chair.

The minutes of the last meeting were
read by the city clerk and adopted.

REPORTS OF RECEIPTS.
City Justice Austin reported haying

collected iflOl 25 in fees during May, and
City Justice Seaman reported collecting
$61.25 in fees during the same month.

The building auperintendent reported
the collection of $152.10 during May aa
fees for building permits.

PARK TREKS.
The park commissioners asked for $600

to be applied to the watering of the
young trees recently planted by tbem in
Klyeian park, to the number of 40,000.
Tha motion wae referred to the finance
committee.

FIRE DEPARTMENT MATTBRB.

Aii ordinance amending the fire ordi-
nance In relation to explosives, which
was recommended by the fire commis-
aioners waa referred to the fire and water
committee. The recommendation of
tbe fire commiaaion in regard to plans
for an engine house at Main and Adams
streetsiwere referred to the superintend-
ent of buildings.

SIDEWALKS AS SHOW CASES.

The report of the police commission-
ers in regard to tbe petition of Pettes
Brothers et al, for feet of the side-
walk on which to display gooda for sale
was referred back to the council with
the recommendation that the request be
denied. Itwaa ao ordered.

HACKS AT THE DEPOTS.
The city attorney then presented an

ordinance restraining the atanding of
hacks, expreas wagona, etc., and hack-
men, hotel runners, etc., from approach-
ing nearer than 75 feet the platform at
the different railway depots to solicit
trade.

Mr. Innee moved that as the penalty
for infringement of the law was too
heavy,, it be reduced to $25 fine or 25
daya imprisonment. This motion was
lost.

Mr. Nickels alao objected to the pas-
sage of the ordinance on the ground that
the specified distance of 75 feet was ex-
cessive.

The chair then stated that the dia-
tance had been agreed to both by tbe
railroad company and by a committee
from each of the hack and express com-
panies, and tbat tbe 75 feet wae counted
from the door of the depot The ordi-
nance wae intended to save passengers
from the annoyance frequently thrust,
upon them by too solicitous hack and
express men.

On motion of Mr. Rhodes the ordi-
nance was placed on ita pnseage, and waa
adopted on a vote of 6 to 1.

CENTER PLACE PAVINO.
An ordinance accepting the paving oi

Center Place between Second and Third
streets occasioned considerable discus-
sion, and waa at laßt referred to the
board of public works.

BOUQUETS FROM THK PARES.
Atthis moment a number of hand-

some bouquets were brought and placed
upon the president's desk and that of
each councilman, with the complimenta
of the park commiaaionera. A vote of
tbankatothe commiaaion waß immedi-
ately passed for their thonghtfnlness.

CITY ATTORNEY'S RgPORT.

The city attorney reported: "In tbe
matter of the suit of Joseph Lougheed
against the city of Los Angeles to quiet
title to certain lots in tbe Hoover tract,
Iwould advise that a disclaimer be filed.
A suit was brought against the city to
quiet title to lots in tbe came tract aome
months ago. hy F. M. Benedict, and at
that time ws carefully examined an ab-
stract and found that the action was
neceßaary by reason of irregularities inj
the proceedings by which the former
cite deed waa obtained. lam informed
that there willbe other suits instituted
to qniet the title to different pieces in
thia tract, and would adviae that you
now give me a general order to disclaim
all intereat of the city in any of the lota
in the original Hoover tract to which
the city has no equitable title."
Adopted.

"Ihave to report that in tbe suit of
the Vernon Irrigation company, hereto-
fore brought and tried, Judge Shaw haa
rendered hia deciaion to the effect that
the city ia tbe owner and entitled to all
of the water of the Loa Angeles river,
witli the right to dispose of the surplus
aa it may seem beat for the city's inter-
est." Filed.

PUBLIC WORKS.

The report of the board of public
works was road. Action was postponed
tillafternoon on account of Washington
?treat improvement. Before awarding
Second atreet paving to Conrad Scherer
he wae given timely warning, in reapect
to the use sometimes of brea and Ana
heim aaphaltum inatead of San Luie
Opiapo bituminous lime rock, to save
expense. Scherer promised a good,
honest job, even at his low rates.

STREET MATTERS.
On motion of Mr. Gaffey the street su-

perintendent was inatructed to take
away all old paving material on atreeta
that are to be repaired and not allow
any of it to be mixed withnew material.

On motion of Mr. Rhodea the atreet
auperintendent waa inatructed to have
an inspector preaent when materials are
mixed for street paving.

The resolution of award of Temple
Btreet regrading was referred to the city
attorney.

Dodd & O'Gara were awarded the con-
tract for grading Boston atreet instead
of I). F. Donegan, the city engineer hav-
ing erroneooeiy reported that Donegan'a
hid waa the loweat.

W. D. Gould made a long protest
against denial of the petition to have
Sixth atreet opened from Pearl to weet
line of Galpin tract. He alao aaid council
should grade Figueroa from Sixth to
Fourth etreet. He act forth arguments
showing the neceaaity of opening Sixth
atreet.

Mr. Rhodea aaid proceedinga to open
Sixth atreet bave twice been knocked
out, and the majority of the property

owners proteat a'gairiat further proceed-
ing.

Mr. Mnnson eaid the work ought to be
done but the way is not clear to do it
until aome preliminary work ia done in
changing and eatabliahiug gradea.

The reportof the board ot public worke
denying the petition to open Sixthatreet

I wae adopted. The remainder of the
board's report was adopted as already
published.

MILK AND MEAT INSPECTOR.
Dr. Hitchcock of the board of health

addressed council urging the importance
of appointing an animal, milk and meat
inspector to prevent the apread of an-
thrax eplenic fever from animala to
human being*. He said it is well es-
tablished that the diaeaee exists in
dairies outaide and inside the city limits.
The dieeaae ia eaeily communicable to
man, and the doctor pointed to the case
of a man who contracted it through a
carbuncle in handling diseased meat.
He eaid a number of other cases were
contracted either through the use of
meat or milk of diseased animals. He
said the board of health did not want to
create any sensation, but the matter
ehould be promptly attended to, and the
inapector should be an adept in the nae
of the microscope.

Mr. Strobm aaid the offlce of sealer of
weights and measures had'ntmuch to do
and could attend to the meat inspection
too. Mr. Nickell and Dr. Hitchcock
said the meat and milk inspector would
bave all he could do. On motion of Mr.
Nickell tbe city attorney was instructed
to present an ordinance providing for
eucb inapector under the direction of
the board of health.

THK WATER WORKS BUNDS.

> The telegram and letter of N. W.
Harrla & Co. to Mayor Rowan stating
that Judge Dillon bad decided the water
bonds illegal; that a new elections for
bonde ie necessary and aeking that the

' firm's depoait of $1500 be tnrned over to
the bank, waa read. Action in the matter
was posponed till afternoon, some mem-
bers holding that the mere notification ot
such opinion by Judge Dillon was in-
sufficient ground on which to turn over
tbe deposit.

A recess was then taken until 2 o'clock.
Afternoon Session.

At the opening of the afternoon ses-
sion the city attorney brought to the at-
tention of the council that seven feet on
the north sidesoi Seventh atreet between
Broadway and Spring was jointly
Claimed by the city and Mr. Jackaon,
whose property borders that side of tbe
Btreet. He stated that'the contractor
who waa laying the Sidewalk on Seventh
atreet had attempted to continue it on
thia portion, but that Mr. Jackaon had
immediately commenced to build a
fence around thia ground. By an agree-
ment between both partiea Mr. Jackaon
haa diacontinued the putting up of the
fence on condition that all attempts at
aidewalk laying would ceaae until action
bad been taken upon the queetion in
dispute hy council and a decieion
reached.* The city attorney aaked that
council take thie matter under immedi-
ate consideration, aa it waa of great im-
portance not only to the city bnt to the
contractor who had charge of the side-
walk laying.

After conaiderable diacuasion it wae
decided to call in tbe city engineer and
get hia viewa on the matter.

Mr. Dockweiler aaid tbat, according
to tbe eurveye of William Moore on tbe
baeie of the old Ord survey, the claim
made by Mr. Jackaon held good.

Colonel Schrieber testified that the
ground lay seven feet in tbe atreet. The
city bad condemned and purchased 10
feet on both aides for aidewalka, bnt that
there wae seven feet beyond 10 feet on
the northern aide which bad not been
bought, and which waa really the prop-
erty of Mr. Jackson, according to the
old eurvey. That waa the reaaon the
aidewalk could not be laid. The con-
tract for the aidewalk called for a width
of 12 feet, and aa only 10 feet of that be-
longed to the city, consequently the two
additional feet ran over into Mr. Jack-
son's ground.

Mr. Jackson, who was present, stated
to tin conncil that he was certain hie
lines were correct, and tbat ifit came to
a question of law he could beat ihe city.
"Idon't want to do that," said be. "I
would rather the matter were arranged
amiacably. Iwillnot put up the fence
as long as the city refrains from laying
tbe sidewalk and appropriating two feet
of my ground, and Ibave the city attor-
ney's word that snch will not be at-
tempted until the matter is settled."

The city engineer said itall hinged on
Mr. Moore's aurvey on the old Ord linea.

Mr. Nichols aaid it aeenied etrange
that this matter waa not settled when
it waa in the handa ofjthe commiaaion,
because at present there ia no money
with which the city can purchaae it.

TANGLEFOOT AND SURVEYING.
Then conaiderable diecuaaion followed

concerning the linea of- the old Ord
aurvey during which cityasngineer Dock-
weiler grew bietorical. "The pointa
which mark tbeee linea," said he, "are
very irregular and 1 will tell you how it
was, when the points were first marked
Lieut. Ord sent out a number of Indiana
with a load of corner etonea to plant at
tbe different pointa of interaection.
Theae aboriginee on their way ran acroea
a distillery of "sheep herdera delight"
and after considerable indulgence
reached the<ground where the planting
of tbe stones was to be begun. These
etonea were placed under the influence
of "tangle foot" and that more than
anything elae accounts for tbe irregular
way in which they atand today."

Dr. Campbell then moved that the
whole matter be referred to the board of
public wdrke, the\city attorney and the
city engineer. Whioh waa ao ordered.

WASHING TON BTBKET.
That section of the report of the com-

mittee of pnblic works which had been
laid over from the morning cession, con-
cerning Washington street, then came
before the board.

Mr. Rhodea referred it to the after-
noon aeeeion in order to give the prop-
erty owners a chance to express their
opinion and state their objections. They
claimed that 141 cents per aqnare foot
for aidewalk waa entirely too high a
figure. Mr. Rhodea moved that that
portion of the report be received and
filed, and that the city clerk be inatruct-
ed to advertise for new bids for doing
tbe work.

Mr. Nickel waa in favor of having in-
epectora placed there and seeing that
the work was done right, and he didn't
think the price waa too high.

Mr. Munaon aaid that he believed that
the member from the Sixth ward, when
he U>ft the city, nnderatood that the

would be advertieed, aa he
knew that waa the nature of the feeling
amongst the people in that ward.

The motion, on a vote oi 4 to 3, wae
carried to readvertiae. 1

CITY JAIL MEAT.
Mr. Innea then moved to advertise for

propoaale for aupplying the city jailwith
beei and mutton. The motion wae
adopted.

SOKE MOTIONS.

Mr. Nickell moved that the Los Ange-
lea Cable company be restrained from

letting water run from the power house
on Downey avenue into Workman street.
Adopted.

Mr. lnnes moved that the city attor-
ney bring suit againat D. F. Donegan
for the value of the water fountain at
Main and Spring streota. Adopted.

Mr. Inneß moved that the city clerk
prepare a list of all the printed blanks
in all the departments for the coming
year and advertiee for bide for the setae.

COMMITTEE BEPOHTB.

The report of the finance committee
wae read aud adopted,

Among other mattera it recommended
that $15,000 should be transferred from
the sewer fund to the teachers' fund,
which waa so ordered.

The report of the supply committee
was then read and adopted, with the ex-
ception of the throwing ont of the
requisition of two loads of alfalfa, which
waa thought too high in price and wae
referred back to them for inveatigation.

Reports of the sewer committee, city
clerk and atreet superintendent were
read and ordered filed.

ANOTHER CLERK.
Thequestion of the additional clerk in

the street superintendent's office then
came up, and it was decided to allow
him two additional clerks until the un-
completed records should be brought np
aa near aa poaaible to date.

RESTRICTING PHYSICIANS.
An ordinance was then received from

the board of health, which was similar
to one acted upon a short time ago, with
the exception of a clause which declared
that it waa unlawfnl for any physician
to practice in this city without having
first regiatered at the health office, and
it also declared tbat said physician
would not be allowed to register at the
health office unless he or she had ob-
tained a license from one of the respect-
ive hoards of examiners of the atate of
California. Tbe ordinance waa passed.
j MAGNOLIAAVBNU3 BRIDGE.

The plans and speeificationa which the
city engineer reported in reference to the
bridge at Magnolia avenue and Breed
etreets, were referred to the bridge com-
mittee,

FIRE ALARMS AND PLDOS.
Mr. Nickel moved that the fire com-

missioners be requested to place a fire
plug at the corner of Griffinavenue and
Primrose street, and alao that a fire
alarm box be placed somewhere in the
neighborhood. Motion adopted,

FREE LABOR BUREAU
The free labor bureau reported that

during the past week they had received
109 applications for positions, 75 of
which had been obtained.

W. A. White, the manager, sent in
his reeignation, giving as hia reaaon for

resigning pressure of outeide bueineaa,
Mr. White's resignation was accepted.
He recommended as hia aucceaaor Homer
C. Katz of tbe Federated Trades.

The city attorney, on motion of Mr.
Nickell, was directed to prepare the
necessary papers for the appointment,
and in the meantime Mr. Katz waa au-
thorized to act in place of Mr. White,
resigned.

The bureau of labor wae instituted
February 1, 18113, and since then has re-
ceived 2581 applications for employment
and out of these has secured positions
for 1381 applicants, making a saving to
the unemployed element of $4087.

PETITIONS AND PROBATE.

From W. H. Workman, asking to
have grade changed and established on
Chicago atreet, between Second and
Fourth.

From R. N. Walton and others, com-
plaining that only two-thirds of Eaet
Second street, between from Alameda to
Hewitt, is being sprinkled.

From James McDaviee and others,
protesting againat the improvement of
Wolfskillavenue. Mr. Davies also pro-
testa againat improving Vine street.

From John R. Johnson, S. M. White,
Richard Dillon, John Kenealy, John
Moriarty, P. Beaudry, D. McFarland and
others, large property owners on Temple
etreet, protesting againat the proposed
improvement of that street and intev
secting streets by re-grading between
Bunker Hillavenue and Custer streets.

FromP. H.Matthews and John Weber,
asking that Firet street be widened to at
least 70 feet between Los Angeles and
Main streets, and 80feet between Loa An-
geles and Wilmington atreeta. Itis urged
that tbe street should be made as wide
at the Villablock as where it intersects
Wilmington atreet. Petitioners say
tbat the widening between Main and
Los Angeles can be done by taking ten
feet off the north side where there are
no large buildings. They believe that
ifFirat etreet is opened a uniform width
of seventy feet between Main and Loe
Angelea and a uniform width of eighty
feet between Loa Angelee and Wilming-
ton there will be no opposition to the
widening.

BOTH FOR THE DEFENDANTS.
Two Important Decisions Ren-

dered by Judge. Boss.

San Diego's Bursted Bank Loses Two
Large Suits.

The Ooronado Beach Company and State
Loss and Trust Company Will

Not Have to Ante Up

Any More.

In the United Statea cirouit court yes-
terday, Judge Roes rendered his de-
cisions, ordering judgment for the de-
fendant in each instance, in two civil
actions brought against corporations by
Receiver F. M. Pauly of the now de-
funct California National bank of San
Diego. The defendant in tbe firat caae
is the well-known Coronado Beach com-
pany, the auit being brought against it
aa tbe holder and owner of certain aharea
of stock in the Coronado Fruit Packing
company, ita prorata of an alleged in-
debtedness to the bank from said com-
pany.

The opinion gives the purposes for
which the Ooronado Beach oompany was
incorporated, which are in effect to pur-
chaae and eel I lands and to lay ont anil
build a town, tbe purpoaes for which
the fruit packing company was incorpo-
rated are shown to have been to manu-
facture fruit packages, veneers and gen-
eral woodwork. E. 8. Babcock, one of
the incorporators of the Ooronado Beach
company and manager of that com-
pany, acting for the Coro-
nado Beach company, became one
of the incorporators of the Fruit Pack-
age company signing the articles of in-
corporation "E. 8. Babcsck, jr., Trustee
for the Ooronado Beach company." In
the came way be subscribed for 100
aharea of the Fruit Packing company
stock, for which $8000 waa paid, the
Coronado company paying the money.
The court holds that to incorporate a
fruit packing oompany and to aubacribe
to the atock waa not one of the purposes
of the Coronado company aa act forth in
ita charter, and thatail of tbecompany'a
acta in any such business were ultra
vires and void; that therefore the Cor-
onado company never legally held any
stock in the Fruit Packing company, and
it could not be compelled to contribute
upon any stock ao illegally held to any
indebtedness the Fruit Packing com-
pany owed the bank. Judgment there-
fore for defendant.

The second decision in the caee of
Pauley, receiver, va. the State Loan and
Trust company of Loa Angelea, atatee
that J. W. Oollina and 8. W. Havermall,
each owning 100 aharea of the now col-
lapsed bank and at a time when it waa
regularly conducting business and ap-
peared perfectly aolvent. together bor-
rowed $12,500 from the defendant, for
which they gave their jointnote, secured
by these 200 aharea of atock. The stock
waa traneferred to the Truat company,
the transfer being made to it "as
pledges," and in sncb fashion the Trust
company held the stock on the day of
the collapse of the bank, and alao when
Receiver Pauley levied an aaaeaameat of
$100 per share on all of tbe bank atock
in wboaoever handa it waa held.
This case waa therefore to collect
from the Trust company $100
assessment on each of the two hundred
eharee of the atock it held. The truat
company had already lost the $12,500 it
bad loaned on the worthless bank stock,
and now this suit was to make it Day

$20,000 because it held that atock.
Judge Roes decides tbat in order to

enforce an aaaeeament againat a stock-
holder he muat be the owner of the
stock at the time the aaaeeament is
made. That the trust company never
owned the stock and that the verdict
must be for the truat company.

THE JUSTICES' COURTS.
A Case Involving- Passengers' Rights on

Bleotrle Oars ?Ifilnor Matters.
The principal ease before Justice Sea-

man yeaterday waa that of the People
va. John R. Hough for assault, J. W.
Smith being the complaining witneas.
The case grew out of the ejection of Mr.
Smith from a Second-Btreet electric car
on June 3d by the defendant, also the
conductor of the car. It saema tbat Mr.
Smith had come up on an electric car
and had received a transfer to the elec-
tric car going eaet on Second Btreet. Ha
got upon thia latter car, and, presenting
hia tranafer, aaked for another tranafer
up WolfakiH avenue to the Southern Pa-
cific depot. The conductor stated that
he conld not issue a transfer upon a pre-
vious one. Mr. Smith replied, "Very
well, and said he would ride to Wolf-
skill avenue and aecond etreet. Tbe
conductor then looked at the tranafer
and stated that it had expired about 20
minute?, and if Mr. Smith deaired to
ride he would have to pay hia fare. Thie,
Mr. Smith declined to do, whereupon
the conductor proceeded to eject him
from tbe car.

At the hearing yeaterday the above
facta were elicited from the witneaaes
for both Bides, but the main iaeue waa
upon whether or not the car had been
stopped atillwhen the complaining wit-
neee waa put off, and whether the de-
fendant had choked him and used more
force than waa necessary.

The various witneeses testified exactly
at variance with each other. Those for
the prosecution were positive that the
car waa moving, while the defense
thought tbe opposite.

The following witnesses were exam-
ined for tbe prosecution! J. W. Smith,
Louie Pepper, George Bradley McLellan
and William M. Bailey, and for the de-
fenae, J. R. Hough, F. W. Perry, John
Liffman, Albert P. Haeffner and R. W,
Alven.

Justice Seaman, upoD motion of the
defendant's attorney, J. D. Pope, con-
tinued tbe case until June 14th, at 9
a. m. for argument.

The outcome of the case will be
watched with intereat, aa a civil suit for
damages is likely to follow.

charged with battering hia wife, plead
not guilty, and his trialwas eet for today
at 1:30 p.m.

A warrant waa issued for Wm. Weaton
charged bim with disturbing the peace
in the neighborhood of the Toroni block,
by offensive conduct and lighting with
his wife on June 11.

Another complaint was sworn to by
Henry Reich charging Henry Jeneer
and Jake Heine with disturbing hiß
peace.

Justice Austin yesterday continued
the caee of Frederick Pelisaon, charged
exhibiting a deadly weapon, until June
16, at 2 p.m.

The trial of Ellen E. Curick for dis-
turbing the peace waa continued to June
15, at 3 p.m.

John Welch, waa set for Wednesday,
June 14, at 9 a.m., for a bearing.

The examination of Geo. Carpenter
for robbery waa eet for today at 10 a.m.
with bail fixed at $2000.

THB RAILROADS.
The Southern Paelße Takes In the Rapid

Transit.
Yesterday the Southern Pacific com-

pany assumed ownership of the San
Gabriel Rapid Transit Railway company
and commenced operating it between
thi > city and Monrovia.

Work on tbe extension of the line to
Riverelde, is stated some days ago in
the Herald, will be commenced in a
very short time.

THE WEARING OF BAILS. I
The St. Louis Globe-Democrat says:

The latest practice in the economy of
rolling stock on railways is to turn the
care at tbe end of each trip, whereby a
large percentage of wear aud tear ia
caved. Some years ago a portion of the
Wabaah railroad waa laid with old Eng-
lish iron rails and a small part with
steel rails from the Carnegie mills. It
became necessary after a time to remove
aome of the main line rails to another
part of tbe road, and it was observed
that after relaying them many gave out
immediately, while others manifested
no eigne of wear.

To determine the reaaon of thia appar-
ently nnaccountable condition an inves-
tigation waa ordered, which showed tbat
the road from which tbe rails had been
removed waa built in a northweet south-
east direction, and in relaying a large
number had been turned end for end.
Thoae that had not been co placed ex-
hibited no additional loes by attrition,
while the turned rails succumbed' in
from 30 to 90 days. The conclusion ar-
rived at was that the metal had become
polarized from long use when first laid,
and that the fiber was broken up by the
traffic in the opposite direction.

It waa further proved that eaet iron
wheels generally yielded twice the mile-
age when the cars were turned at each
end of the journey than when they were
run backward and forward without re-
versing. Notwithstanding the value of
this discovery, it waa not universally
utilized, and it is only recently tbat the
American railroads have begun to recog-
nize its importance.

BEN. WADE HAMPTON.

Gen. Wade Hampton, the federal in-
spector of Pacific railways, passed
through the city yesterday to Santa
Monica, having paeaed Sunday at Coro-
nado.

At the latter place he met Gen, EH
Mnrray, who campaigned againat him
during the late unpleasantneaa, and the
two had a pleasant reminiscent chat.
General Murray ie known to have been
the youngest general ever in the eervice
of the United Statea, and General
Hampton ia of the opinion that he waa
also the youngest man who ever com-
manded a cavalry regiment, he being
made a colonel in that branch of the
eervice at the age of 19 years.

RICHARDS' ASSAILANT.
Antonio Arsjatlar Held to Answer

Yesterday.
Yesterday afternoon Justice Austin's

court waa crowded with an audience
anxious to bear the evidence in the case
of The People vs. Antonio Arguilar,
charged with an assault to murder.

The prisoner being asked if he had
counsel, replied that Attorney Walter
Ferral had been secured to conduct hie
defense. Mr. Ferral announced that he
was ready to proceed, and at 2 o'clock
the examination of witnesses began. Dr.
Brown aaid he found Richarda Buffering
from four gunshot wounda, only one of
which he considered dangerous.

Sergeant Morton aaid he heard the
shots, went hurriedly to the place they
came from, and waa met by the defend-
ant who gave him hia pietol, and sur-
rendering himeelf aaid, "Idid the shoot-
ing. He tried to kill me." Made no
aearch of the wounded man, and did
not know whether he had a piatol art
the time of firing or when it ceaaed.
Did not know how the trouble began or
who commenced it.

J. W. Eagan said the ahots were fired
in rapid aucceaaion. He took charge of
Richarda when the firing stopped, bnt
made no aearch for any piatol. Rich-
arda might have had a pistol when the
tronble began, but witneas did not ace
any nor did he know who commenced
the fight.

Three other witnesses testified to the
same state of facts, and the prosecution
rested.

The witnessea were aharply cross-
examined by Lawyer Ferral, and when
the proaecution rested he informed the
court that he desired to introduce no
evidence for the defence, but would re-
serve it for the upper court.

Judge Auetice then held the prisoner
to answer, with bail fixed at $15,000.
Aguilar iB fortunate in having the aerv-
iceß of Attorney Ferral, who enjoy* the
reputation of being an experienced
criminal lawyer and a fine jury talker.
Thia willprove to be an interesting case
in the superior court.
