granite Kuttorifonr feet elde.tn aecoidarine with
the pimi' and profile on Hie ln tbe »mre of ths
city e&gli.errand specifications on die ln the
office of the oltj clerk of tne city of Los Anteics
for paving street], ssld speclfl'jatlont botng
numbered A.

2d. Tbita oemcnteu-b be constructed along
etch line of ihe roadway of raid Mam street
from the no'ith curb lint ol Ninth street to the
north line of thirty tev nth street, (excepting
along such portions o' the line of stld roadway
upon which a remeni or granite com has al-
rotdy been constructed and accepted,) in ac-
cordance with ape .ideations ln the office of the
city clerk of said eitv for conatiuctlng cement
curbs, said spscifloatlons being numbered
twelve.
