
ART SCHOOL COMMENCEMENT,
A Happy Event Pleasantly Cel-

ebrated Last Evening.

Excellent Progress Made During: tho
Year by Art Students.

The Bud or the School Tear?The Grad-
uates ? Addresses Made by the

Bxamlnlng Committee and
by Colonel Ayera.

A brilliant assemblage gathered last
evening in the chamber of commerce
building to attend the sixth commence-
ment of the Los Angeles School of Art
and Design. A large audience filled the
rooms of the institution, and by the ex-
pectancy upon their faceß showed the
deep interest they took both in art itself
and in the success of tbe many youthful
patrons of the goddess.

The occasion was an important one?

tbe moat important since the founding
d tbe institution, and reflects great

credit upon Mrs. Garden-McLeod for her
persistent endeavors to awaken an inter-
est in art throughout Southern Califor-
nia. Last night the school sent forth to
the world Hb first graduate, Miss Laura
M. King, and from the many certiticatea
of meritorious work which were won by
other students it would seem evident
that ere long many more diplomas will
follow this firet one.

The exercises opened by an address
from Dr. S. H. Weller, president of the
Occidental college, who occupied the
chair.

"1 want to extend my congratulations
both to the promoters and to the patrons
of thie institution on the return of
another anniversary. As Ilook overthe
audience 1 notice one thing, and that is
that with each succeeding year increased
interest is shown in the success and the
progress of art. I notice many new
faces here tonight, and I am confident
that next year there will be many more.

In our time we all seem to be in a
hurry and a great deal of surface work
is done, especially in this line.

Apupil will commence taking lessons
in painting, will go along for several
months, long enough to paint a picture,
in which he is helped continuously by
hia instructor, whjreally winds np by
doing three-quarters of the work. Then
the pupil has accomplished tbe great
purpose, he has painted a picture and
come out before the rest of us and poeas
as a full-fledged artist. lam glad that
this institution permits no work of such
a nature. It is placed on a substantial
basis. Every person must begin at the
simplest things, and his progress is es-
sentially from the gronud up. Each
step being perfected before another
is attempted. Two of the pupils of the
school Bent their work to the world's
fair. Itwon recognition, was accepted,
and today hange on exhibition in the
White City as an evidence of art work
in Southern California, These two pu
pils entered into competition with 11
others, all of whom were professional
artist.?, and tbey won. That itself alone
proves the progress and success with
which this institution is meeting.

Thie last year has been one of greater
interest and larger enthusiasm and goes
to show that the work going on is good
and deserves your patronage.

A piano solo, a fantasia, followed by
Mra. Bruce, which was admirably exe-
cuted.

Bey. J. C. Fletcher made a report on
the result of the examining committee,
which wae very favorable and showed
good work had been done during tbe
past year.

Mr. Harrison then magnificently sang
a baß6 solo, The Armory Song, from
X 'bin Hood. His accompaniment was
executed by Miss Grace Crawford in an
admirable manner.

Miss Graham delighted the audience
by the artistic way in which she sang
A Swiss Echo, and again on an encore
amused them by an admirable rendition
of 1 Don't Think So, Do You? Miss
Grace Crawford accompanied her charm-
ingly on the piano.

Dr. Altar, the other member of the
examining committee, then entered tbe
hall. He said: 1 made a thorough
examination of the pictures brought
before me. both regarding merit and
progress, but more especially in regard
to anatomy as applied to art, and I
confess I was surprised at the result.
Bones are a very dry subject, and
when it comes to a thorough acquaint-
ance with them and the putting them
in nn artistic way, it requires very close
attention to the minutia.

Dr. Weller then introduced Col. 3. J.
Ayers, Who spoke as follows: "Icannot
tell yon how much I have been gratified
to hear the encomiums which have been
panned on the school of Art and Design
of Los Angeles tonight.

"Iam greatly taken with the idea in-
troduced by Dr. Weller that it is work
from the ground up. The result will be
lasting and the accomplishment much
in tbe end. None who have passed the
middle age of life can fail to be struck
with the great advance the people of
our nation have made in art
alone. I can remember when in
architecture a building of tine
dijnenaione and of beautiful deeign
wae rare. At that time the humble
dwellings were little better than pack-
ing boxes. Now we find in them an
evider.ce of good tante and a rising ap-
preciation of art. So it is with interior
decorative art. My early days X passed
in tbis state. In those days littleoi art
was seen; every one was seeking to
make his pile and bad little time to de-
vote to art. Now go to any town, any
large city, and you are struck with the
architecture of the business houses and
the grounds and appearance of the resi-
dences. . It shows that a great taste for
art hae grown up. In every town is a
school of art, and among the young peo-
ple a creditable desire to give to the
world something which it willappreciate,
and admire.

But it ie not my purpose to deliver an
eeaay upoa art. In the time alloted one
can merely hastily glance at the rapid
advance this new country hae made in
esthetic culture. Whilst a generation
ago one conld count on hia fingera the
names of the persons who had distinc-
tion as painters, we are now confronted
with a long list of these who rank high
in their profession. But it is not in this
fact that we take the greatest
pride, it ia the fact tbat
we have a great host of artists
to bo than a galeeny of those that are.
In every city in the United States we
have training schools where young peo-
ple of taste, of refinement and feeling
are fitting themselves under the direc-
tion of able teachejs to become artists.
California is justly prond of the
fact that Alice Hideout, one of
her gifted children, baa been
selected to embellish the woman's
building at the world's Columbian expo-
sition with her beautiful conceptions.

She is one of the many whom the schools
of art and design of this etate will Bend
forth to achieve perhaps world-wide
fame in their chosen profeasion. There
may be and there doubtless are, more
than one student witbin the sound
of my voice who will in tbe
years to como attain merited celebrity
in the world of art. Thia room contains
works that give the higheet promiee of a
eucceeeful future to their antbore.

In the imitative arts fidelity to nature,
within certain limitations, ia indispens-
able to success. There must, however,
be a broadneaa in the execution which
enables the artist to give striking ex-
pression to characteristic linaraents in
the original. An exact likeness is not
necessarily a good picture. The mechan-
ical reproduction of that which ia before
ua is not high art An exact likeness
implies the bringing out with micro-
acopic eye of the hidden depths of a face;
or, as Macanley puts it, it ia tranalerring
to the canvas the pores of the skin, the
blood-veseele of the eye, and all the
other beautiee which Gulliver discov-
ered in the Brobdignagian maids of
honor. The effect of thia is not only un-
pleasant, but it is absolutely false, for it
brings out defects not apparent to the
eye in the original. He is the best
artist who catches the predominating
expression of the original, and by a
stroke of genius brinßß out character on
the canvas. That may be called a
speaking likeness.

Whilst the poet has a wider range of
action than the painter, who only
speaks through the eye, yet the true
artist will aleo be more or less pervaded
by tbe poetic temperament, and always
draw inspiration in bia happier moods
from thiß divine attribute. The poet's,
like the painter's, is an imitative art,
and ' his happiest compositions are
scenic. Shakespeare abounds in pic-
tures ac Boft and graphic as those of
Rafael or Teniers. So with all of the
best standard poets.

But I am trenching on my allotted
time and encroaching on your patience,
so 1 will proceed to diatribute the cer-
tideates.

A NOVEL SUIT.
G. L. WilsoD'a Peculiar Demand Against

A. Vitnglumo.

A novel damage suit is on trial in de-
partment four of the superior court be-
fore Judge Van Dyke and a jury.

Itwas brought by G. L. Wilson against
A. Vitaglino for $5000 on account of in-
juries to his person, for which he claims
Vitagliano ie responsible.

The plaintilT was sitting in a cart in
front of the National hotel, on North
Main street, when Vitagliano came
along driving an express wagon. He
shouted out to Wilson to move np, and
tbe latter said he could not.

Vitagliano then whipped up his horse
and said he would run over Wilson,
which he very nearly did. The wheels
came in collision, upsetting the cart nnd
throwing Wilson to the hard atone pave-
ment. Hia injuries were quite painful
and consisted of cuts and bruises, which
he claims have injured hia health mate-
rially. He also alleges that after Vita-
gliano had run into him he kept right
on, slapping the horse with the reins
and tbat his act waa malicions.

There were several eye witnesses to
the accident and they gave their testi-
mony during the afternoon, making out
a strong case in support of the theory of
the prosecution.

JUDGE BRUNSON RESIGNS.
the Santa Fe's Local Attorney Retires

from Office.
Judge Anson Brunson, who has ably

conducted tbe legal business of tbe Santa
Fe company in California for the past
six or seven years, will today turn over
the office to Mr. W. J. Hunsaker, bis
successor.

Judge Brunson resigned his position
over a year ago, bnt at the earnest so-
licitation of General Solicitor Feck of
the company has remained on service
since that time. He has had a wonder-
ful record, his efforts on behalf of his
company in the conrts being almost
always successful.

The judge will enjoy a well earned
rest until early in the winter, when be
willprobably resume his practice of the
law. His reputation is such that in his
capacity of attorney he can make more
money than any corporation can afford
to pay aB salary.

FOUND FOOD FOR FUN.

.TUDGB gttlTH CRITICIZES TBIDIS-
TRICT ATTORNEY'S LIV.

He Sets Aside an Information Against
ltd ward Fonda?But This Does

Not Turn the Young

Man Loose.

The trialof Edward Fonda, the young
man who succeeded in getting $100 from
W. E. Coonz a month ago Aby various
representations of his great expectations,
began yesterday afternoon in Judge
Smith's court. Itdid not last very long,
although a jury was empanelled before
Judge Smith pronounced a judgment
which left nothing for them to do.

The information was quite a long one
and set forth in detail the acts which
the district attorney alleged to be the
obtaining of tbe money in question by
lalae pretenses.

As soon as the jury was empanelled
Calvin Edgerton, couneel for the boyieh
defendant, moved to dismiee the inform-
ation on the ground that it did not etate
a public offense. He went on to argue
the technical difference between tbe
charge of obtaining money by false pre-
tenses and larceny, and contended that
the facts as Bet forth in the information
did not, if proved, constitute obtaining
money by false pretenses, and cited a
number of authorities.

Assistant District Attorney Dupuy re-
plied and took the opposite ground,
claiming that hie information was all
right.

Judge Smith very deliberately went
over the information, sentence by sen-
tence, waxing somewhat facetious over
tbe verbiage of; the document, and es-
pecially seemed to be very much amused
over the name of the complaining wit-
ness, saying that it was very doubtful
whether the information properly desig-
nated the Coon family, and he could not
tell how many "Coonz" were meant by
it. The court did not attempt to check
the ready laughter which followed hia
lapae from customary judicial gravity.

After pointing out what he considered
the defects in the material parte of the
information, he began to criticize Jndge
Dupuy'a grammar, which wae a little
more than the latter could stand.

In a somewhat canatic manner he sug-
gested to the court that the views of the
court upon the material point involved
was sufficient, and whether the gram-
mar was according to Hoyle or not
would make no difference.

The court seemed to fancy the task of
passing upon tbe grammatical delin-
quencies of the information, and dallied
with it for a few minutes longer, when
he laid it gently down upon the desk in
front of him, and, in a velvety voice,
granted the motion to set it aside, but
evened up matters by allowing tbe dis-
trict attorney five days in which to file
a new Information.

As young Fonda is held under two
otber informations, he was remanded to
the custody of the sheriff, and tbe jurors
walked out of the box.

In Judge Smith's court yesterday J.

O. Anderson was arraigned under an
information charging him with assault
with intent to commit robbery, and
June 15th was set as the time for him to
plead.

The suit of Willard H. Clark VS. Tbe
London and Lancashire Insurance com-
pany, and two suits by the same plain-
tiff against other insurance companies,
were on trial before Judge Shaw yester-
day, it being stipulated that one case
should decide all three. The suits are
to compel the payment of three insur-
ance policies of |1500 by the companies.
Tbey were written at Benson, Ariz.,
upon a building which burned down,
the companies refusing to pay.

Jose Calderon was committed to the
insane asylum at Agnews by Judge Mc-
Kinley, yesterday, after examination by
Doctors Choate and Kieruiff.

Frank Lindsay, a native of England,
was admitted to citizenship, yesterday,
by Judge McKinley.

A motion to dissolve tbe injunction in
tbe case of M. 8. Tyler vs. G. B. Simp-
eon, wae argued and submitted yester-
day in Judge McKinley'e.

His examination was held yesterday
before Jnstiee Austin, aud Carpenter
was held in bonds of $2000 to appear for
trial in the superior court.

HER FACE HER UNDOING.

PBKITT r.ITTI.K TINA BCEC LE IS
CUARUKD WITH FOIIGEBY.

ASlxteen-Year-Old Alhambra Girl Finds
the City Too Much for Her.

The Circumstances Ac
Stated by Her.

Pretty 16-yenr old Tina Beegle ia occu-
pying the top tank in the county jail,
where she will remain until the charge
of forgery against her is investigated.

As girls of 16 are not the ordinary oc-
cupants of a jail, a Herald reporter
visited Miss Beegle in her steel apart-
ment and obtained a statement from her
in regard to the charge against her.

Tina ia a distinctly pretty little blonde
with a shock of early golden hair and a
pretty pink and white complexion,
which tbe excitement of yesterday had
in no wise disturbed.

After a little hesitation, the girl told
the visitor her story.

She stated that her father owne a
ranch at Alhambra, where she lived till
last spring. She then came to Los An
gelee to take a position in the Natick
house. While in Los Angeles she
made the acquaintance of a Mrs. C. B.
Veae. One day Mrs. Vese, ehe saya,
took her down to Inglewond and intro-
duced her to a P. B. Moran, a section
boss. Mrs. Vess appeared to be on very
intimate terms with Moran, and asked
him for some money, which was
given to her. Moran then in-
vited Mrs. Vess and herself out
to supper at a French restaurant, after
which the party returned to Los An-
geles. Since then the girl states that
Moran hae been continually paying at-
tentions, but was never able, according
to Tinas's statement, to succeed in his
designs. He, however, persisted, and
told her that if ever she needed money
ehe could get it from him, and that if
ever ehe wanted to go to her home in
Alhambra she was to go to McFarland's
livery stable and hire a team, telling the
liveryman to charge it to hie (Moran'e)
account. He aleo eaid tbat he would
write a note to McFarland and give it to
her to take. This, however, he forgot
to do; and one day, wishing to drive to
Alhambra, the girl Bays she wrote a note
to McFarland and signed Moran 'a name
to it.

It is on this note that Moran hae
had the girl arrested on a charge of
forgery. The girl also told the reporter
thatae soon as she found out Mrs.Veae's
character she gave np her acquaintance.

A friend of the girl told the reporter
that she had always been well-behaved
up to the time of her arrival in Los An-
gelee.

The news of his daughter's seduction
haa seriously impaired her old father's
health, and on learning of her arrest for
forgery, he fell heipleßß in a paralytic
stroke, and is not expected to live 24
hours.
