SAN BERNARDINO.

A. New W»ter Bnpply Secured?local
Newa Notes.

Ban Bernardino, June 15.?The city
officials and citizens generally have been
very much concerned for the past two
weeks about the water supply of tbe
city. The water which is furnished by
nine artesian wells northeast of the city
limitsis no longer adequate to meet the
demands, and the serious problem of
securing a new source has stared the
people in the face.

The city trustees advertised for boring
additional wells. A number of bids
were received, but by this time the board
had become convinced tbat this plan
would not solve the water problem, and
were considering the matter when, on
last Tuesday morning, at tbeir regular
meeting, two propositions were submit-
ted to furnish the city with watrr?one
by pumping from tbe present wells of
William Hanson, and tbe other by the
use of Lytle creek water, frcm John L.
Campbell.

The two propositions were taken nn-
der advisement yesterday morning when
the board met, and they unanimously
voted to accept the proposition
of Judge Campbell, which was for a
lease for tbe period' of 20 years, com-
mencing July 1, 1893, of 100 inches of
Lytle creek water, perpetual flow, for a
rental of $3150 for the .first

| monthly. Tbe proposition also pro-
vides for tbe sale of" the 100 inches of
water to the city at any time the city
may choose on the following terms:
$525 per Inch if purchased before De-
cember 31, 1893; $555 per inch up to
June. 30, 1894 ; $575 per inch up to June
80, 1896; $6UO per inch ud to June 30,
1998. The proposition does not put tbe
city under any obligation to purchase
the water, bnt gives them the right to
do co at any time.

Yesterday afternoon the trustees
drove out to look over the ground and
see just what would bave to be done to
tarn this water into the reservoir. They
found that the ditch as it ia at present
would have to be strengthened in a few
places to carry the amount of water
leased, the 100 inches being equal to
about 1,296,000 gallons every 24 hours.
Thie work willonly take a short time
and ln three or four days the city will
be using this water. Of course, at pres-
ent the city will not require all the
water sold, but the balauce can be
easily leased for irrigating purposes, and
thus bring in some revenue. Tbe action
of the trustees will be approved by
nearly every taxpayer in tho city.

LETTER BAG.
Th« Bflrer Question.

Editors Herald: In yoar daily of
yesterday yon brought an excellent
editorial headed, A Hallway Magnates
Financial Opinions, showing, in yoar
exceptions taken on satd opinions, that
you are fully an fait in all the bearings
on the so-called complex silver question,
which today, if rightly considered, Is
undoubtedly the most momentous of
any and all pending unsolved problems
for the reason that from the manner of
its final solution depends the weiifare of
the whole civilized world, while, if it
sbonld be unfavorable, it will simply
mean the commercial bankrupty of over
three-fourths of the world's population,
i. c., all the so-called silver basia coun-
tries, using almost exclusively sliver
for all their transactions at home and
abroad.

The reason that they do not use gold
simply is, that there is not enough of it
to give the whole world its due share,
and what there is of it, is not enough to
supply the few gold basis countries, con-
sisting of the United States, England,
Germany, France and Austria.

The actual scramble for gold between
these few named countries most drastic-
ally proves up the fact oj-the utter in-
sufficiency of the existing stock of gold,
even for the business of these few na-
tions.

The silver question is not ao complex
after all. If presented in its true light,
its origin of speculative character and
the wonderful success obtained by those
creating the actual critical condition of
the world's money matters. There is a
key to solve some of tbe seemingly illeg-
ible hyroglyphics of the problem, from
which safe deductions can be made, and
the whole perplexing matter willappear
in altogether a different light, if causes
and their logical or necessary effects are
judged in their true bearings, from an
impartial and disinterested standpoint,
and having a medium knowledge of cos-
mopolitan relations and influences in
the whole great question.

The key is this: Daring the confed-
erate war, money circulated on an unpre-
cedented scale and large fortunes were
amassed in single bands; and after this
was over, and very shortly thereafter,
the Franco-German war came about,
with known political and financial re-
sults.

The same cause had the same effect in
Germany. Money was plenty; and, Im-
itating England, the single gold stand-
ard wae adopted, and the United States
followed that example soon after, so
tbat silver became a pariah amongst the
two money metals and began to be dis-
counted. As, on account of the super-
abundance of money in the three coun-
tries named, the rate of interest began
a decided downward tendency, the
money kings got to studying how that
unpleasant phenomena could be
stopped, and tbey found the true reme-
dy, as far as their interests were con-
cerned. Gold alone was declared wor-
thy of being handled by them; the only
ware they dealt in was to be made
scarce, for only In that way could they
drive advantageous bargains.

The British genius was of course lead-
ing in this move with an imperturbable
sang froid, and the American and Ger-
man cousins followed the profitable
opening with alacrity. The consequences
urn known, the depreciated silver (al-
though tbe circulating medium of three-
fourths of the world's population), finds
no grace in England?her plutocracy
having ten thousand millions of dollars
in foreign, mostly silver basis countries,
insists on her ponndof live flesh, in the
shape of dividends and interests, paya-
ble, in goUL W.bicJ}.,rfteang^an u|^dl^riaj
enormous extra drain on the money re-sources pi

vtheae already crippled coun-
tries, causing such a contraction of their
circulating medium that all values of
any and all property, real estate, etc.,
have fallen over one-half, but unsalable
at alm3at any price. Therefore the
direct effect ol the English gold policy
has been the impoverishment of all the
Bilver basis countries, reducing their
holdings and national capital to less
than half of its former value.

This is indeed a grand and glorious
achievement that not England, but her
omnipotent gold plutocracy has suc-
ceeded to attain. That this plutocracy
is omnipotent in the fullest sense of the
word is proven by the notorious fact thateven Mr. Gladstone, England's "grand
old man," is under their fascinating
bane, actively worshipping the golden
caif, for it is him who instructed the
English delegates to the Brussels con-
ference to obstruct any and all proposals
tending to change the actual monetary
statue?which tacts were held up and
proven in the faoe of the premier by the
courageous Mr. Goschen, ex-chancellor
of tbe English exchequer during a par-
liament debate on March Ist last, pub-
lished in lull by the London Standard.

During said memorable debate Eng-
land's smartest man showed his ntter
ignorance of the true relation between
gold and silver. Ho said that silver had
only lost three or four per cent when
Mr. Goßchen proved that it was 30 nnd
40 por cent, And to such hands Great
Britain has confided her destinies, and
notably the solution of the silver ques-
tion, more important to her than any
other country of the combined world,
for it can be foretold with mathematical
certainty, that if she persists in her
blind course; bankrupting the silver
basis countries, to which she mostly
oweß her wealth, opulence and indispat-
ed commercial supremacy, she willde-cree her own fate, which* is destruction
of the great britieh empire, it will mean
a national suicide,?something now un-
der the sun in spite of Ben AJciba. Is it
not msduesß in its highest potency if a
creditor willfully destroys the paying
capacities of his debtor, knowing full
well tbat the letter's insolvency will
cause hia own ruin ? Are not the Ar-
gentine and latterly Australian fore-
tastes, but on a very small scale, a good
lesson to make comparisons and figures
out what will happen If 600,000,000 or
700,000,000 of debtors will be forced to
repudiate?

A speedy and favorable solution of the
silver calamity created by the English
gold rine, is the only remedy to preven ;
a universal crash, which will Bet the
whole world back 100 years degrading
the promoter of it, England to a oeconi
or thiidrate power.

As there is not gold enough for the
whole world, the establishment of uni-
versal Bi-metalism is the only rations,
solution of the problem. ?

The Engineering and Mining Journal
of New York has published a most re-
markable plan to do that, without any
cost or sacrifice to any nation, the
adoption of which by the next interna-
tional monetary conference would avert
all disaster, securing renewed prosperity
and progress to the whole world.

Editous Hkiiald: We have concluded
the treaty with Russia. We have bound
ourselves to abide by the conditions oi

government would permit, and have ac-
cordingly concluded it.

I ask yon, aa men. born in a tree
country, surrounded by the auspices of
freedom, if yoar sentiments are voiced
in this treaty. Oh, men of America!
letting the distinction ofrace and habit*
alone, aa brother to brother, look
deep into yoar hearts, probe
conscience thoroughly and answer me
this. Are yon willing to stand passively
by and see fellow creatures returned by
the government of the United States te
the terrible Siberian hell. Mast we
lower ourselves to the frightful level of
brutality by assisting the Russian gov-
ernment in recapturing men who have
effected an almost impossible escape
from the horrors of a Russian orison?

We little know, surrounded by our
blessed freedom, of the sufferings of deli-
cate, high-bred women and men who
dared to raise tbeir voice against the ty-
rannical, unjust govsrnmant of their
native land. Even a word may cause
their imprisonment. Think of them
tolling throngh the snow on their way to
Siberia, weary, half fed, bound to-
gether like so many animals, shrink-
ing under the cruel lash of the
guard and feel your heart stir
with pity such as one might feel for a
lost soul. But the time will come when
Americans will see the folly of this
treaty, when, if there is a spark of man-
hood left in their breasts, they will bit-
terly repent their error. May the sighs
wafted to pitying heaven from the bleed-
ing, broken hearts of Russian convicts
they cause to be returned to Siberia for-
ever haunt them, causing their happiest
hours to be as gnll to them.

Better see the last drop of American
blood shed in the righteous cause of
freeing these miserable people than to
see America meekly abetting Rusßia in
this terrible work. M. W.

LOST OR MURDERED 1

Disappearance of Conrad Davli on tha
Deiert.

On being asked why he
had not searched for Davie, Baker said
he was out cf water. It is known that
there is water within a few miles of
where Davis is said to have been lost.
