Witnesses From Pasadena Testify
Abont Ying’s Movements.

He Seemed to Have a Mania for Washiug
His Hands—COonstable Tells How
He Spotted and Arrested
His Man,

The examination of Quon Toy Ying
for the murder of his mistress, Goat
Hue, was contined yesterday by Justice
Seaman, Up to the present the chain
of evidence against the defendant is of
the strongeat kind. 1n his statement
made ghortly after arrest, the Ohinese
stated that he went to Pasadena to see
his friend Buen Gee the day before the
murder, Suen Gee swore yesterday
that he first saw him the day of the
murder, when Constable Slater arrested
bhim. He did not see Quon Toy Ying
the day before, at all.

Several witnesses also testified to see-
ing the defendant on his way to Pasa-
dena early in the morning on which the
woman was killed.

A. J. Perry positively identified him
a8 a Chinese who washed his handsnear
Young’s saloon, on Macey street, about
pix o’clock.

W. H. Brown, & milkman, identified
the prisoner as the man whooffered him
money to drive him to Pasadena,

Mre. Brainerd, who lives on a ranch
between here and Pasadena, statéed that
the defendant came to her ranch on the
morning of the murder and asked her
for breakfast, which was supplied him,
He washed his hande several times, so
often in fact that the witness noticed it
as a peculiar circumstance. He offered
to stay there and work, but his offer
was refused. He then boaght an old
coat for $1.50 and left, He acted sus-
piciously all the time he was inside her
house, and was very anxious to keep the
door shut,

Suen Gee, the Chinese cook to whom
the defendant went, was put upon the
stand and said that he was a cook in the
Nevada restanrant in Pasadena. On the
day of the murder the defendant en-
tered his kitchen and eaid he had come
to pay a vieit. Witness] went outdoors
to buy some fruit and when he returned
he found that Quon Toy Ying had been
arrested and taken away. He did not
remember exactly how Quon Toy Ying
was dressed,

Constable Slater then gave an aceount
of the circumstances attending the de-
fendant’s drrest. He had been apprised
of the murder by a telephone messenger
from Sheriff Oline, and was on the look-
out for suspicious Chinese in Pasadens.

Early in the afternoon he saw a Chi-
neee wrapped up ina big brown coat act-
ing as though he wished to escape no-
tice, He followed the Chinese to the
Nevada restaurant and then rushed
away to get a description of the gup-

osed murderer, This was given him

y a Chinesa who knew Quon Toy Ying.
The constable went to the Nevada res-
taurant and found the alleged murderer
biding in his friend’s bed. He was
wearing a new American shoe, the fellow
to which lay on the floor beside the bed.
Beveral Chinese gave corroborativé tes-
timony and the examination wasg con-
tlnnod’ until thie morning.
