
JULIA SMITH'S DISAPPEARANCE.
No New Light Adduced as to

Her Whereabouts.

The Alhambra People Mentioned Tell
a Straightforward Story.

Nr. Wallace Drove the CJIrl to the Depot
at Her Own Kei| iicst and She Refused

to Tall Him Where She Waa Goin«.
Dr. Kellogg's Statement.

The story of William Gibson in regard
to the disappearance of his Btep-daugh-
ter, Julia Smith, from Alhambra, as ap-
peared etolusively in yesterday's llkk-
ai.ii, was so peculiar and suggestive io
some ot its features tbat a Herald re-
porter was detailed to investigate It and
to ascertain, if possible, tbe true State of
affairs. Itappears that she is a woman
of 30 years of age and may be supposed
old enough to look afler Herself. While
her atep'fAther and brother are much
exercised over her disappearance, there
does not appear so far to be any direct
evidence that anything out of tbe way
has happened. Aa will be noted below,
the Alhambra people mentioned in eon-
nectloned with the affair tell a straight-
forward story.

Mr. J. CJ. Wallace of Alhambra, in
whose home the girl has been employed
for a number of years was seen yester-
day at his home in Alhambra and wil-
lingly stated what he knew of tbe case
which was as follows;

"The girl, Julia Smith, who, by the
way, ia a woman over 30. haa been em-
ployed by me for nearly 15 years.

"We had always treated her mote ne
one of the family than as a servant.
About two months ago she had some
worda with one of my family over a triv-
ial matter and announced her intention
of leaving.

"Ithought ahe would get over It at
firat but was surprised to find that sho
really intended leaving.

"I drove her to tiie station on the
Terminal road myself and before going
aak«-d ifshe did not wish to change her
mind and go back to the house but she
said No. In response to a question as
to where blih intended to go she im-
pertinently replied that it was none of
my business. I left her then and havo
never seen or heard of her since."

"How about Gibnou and his son com
ing to see her?" aaked the reporter.

"Gibson did come to see her ona day
when Iwaß away and my wife told him
the facts of the case as I ha/c stated
them toyou. My wile said young Gib-
eon seemed much excited. It was the
first time the old man had been to see
her for years. Julia never had anytiiitlg
to do with him during the whole time
she lived with us, $Thßt ia all Iknow oi
the whole matter. I don't know whore
she ia; neither do any of my family."

DR. KKLLOOO'S STATEMENT.
Dr. T. U. Kellogg, In whose company

the woman waß last reported to have
been caen, and who Gibaon said had told
him he knew where she could be found,
was next eeeu. The doctor read the ar-
ticle and said he had neviT told Gibson
anything of the kind.

"Ihappened to be on the flame train,"
said the doctor, "on the morning the
girl left. Isat in the seat next to her
and said good morning. She told ma
ahe had left Wallace's and I expresssd
my surprise, as Iknew Bhe had been in
the family for a number of years.

"She asked me if there was any way
of gotting her trunk transferred from the
Alien atreet station as sho wanted to get
off there.

"1 told her I would see when we got
there. Idid so, but finding no express
wagon, helped her put the trunk on the
street car. That wae the last I saw ot
her ""Did she aay where Bhe was going?"

"No, except in a general way that ehe
wonld go to some friends in the city."

"Then you never told Gibson that, she
waa all right and that he would be able
to see her tn a few days or a month?"

"No, sir. Gibson came to see me
about her and I told him all Iknew,
which is just what I have told you.
That part of the article which states
that I said I knew where she is, is all
false."

GIBSON PERSISTENT.
Young Gibaon called at the Hebald

office last evening and reiterated his
statement of hie Bister's disappearance
aa published in yesterday's Herald.
He has, he said, conaulted with the
district attorney and police, and intende
to put the case in the bands of a law-
yer. He iB very determined to sift the
matter to the bottom.

An Old Spanish Saddle.

IDEAL NEWSPAPERS.
I THEY EXIST F0« ALLCLASSES OF SO-

CIETY AND NOT FOR ONE,

Wherein Ciial the Fa till or BZaaa Intelli-
gent CrrtieJtVfl al the Modern ft.

i per* nml Their Method* of Gathering. Mad
j Presenting the iN'evrs.

Tho Massachusetts fjocfety For the
Promotion of Good Clttcentblp has late-
lybeen addressed by tar-vi toIdistingfltsh-
ed gentlemen in a sciirsof loetnfc*npon
the subject of journalism, and the re-
sult should bo a clear understanding of
what is necessary to constitute the ideal
newspaper. l'nfortui..«ely, however,
these philosophers are at hopeless con-
traries. No two of them agreo upon
any I .?oe.tinl point. They have conflict-
ing VlfjWS tot only ns fo tho casual fea-
tares of tho case, but also fte to the
fundamental facta What one consid-
ers v drawback another declares to be
an n'U auinge. Thoir inothods of anal-
ysis end Judgment differaa widely ac if
they Were designed simply to bewilder
tho averago mind. They ore in harmony
only upon tho proposition that there is
/treat room for improvement in the daily
press.

Wium it comes to telling how the im-
provement should bo made, they have
their individual notions and aro unablo
to make tho satno recommendation la a
sin;:l<» respect. They would each have a
newspaper suited to his special prefer-
ences nnd prejudice! without regard to
the tastes and wants of tho rest of the
world. It does not Boom to oconr to
them rhnt journalism appeals to n inis-
ecllnhoous audience, and that it tnust
adopt Itself to tho demands of the many
Instead of the wishes of tho few. Of (twill
loso its occupation. They would have
it cater to a select constituency, forget-
ting that if it had to depend upon a.se-
lect constituency for support it Would
soon com to exist.

Itie true of most criticismof the news-
papers that it ifl thus narrow ami nn-
reasonahle. Any intelligent man can
easily map out n model journal from his
point of view, bnt his point of viow does
not. include tho wholefield. At thOniost
it only relates to tho opinions and tentl-
enciiw of ? claae, whereas a community
is composed of many classes, all having
different desifPS aad interests. Tho ed-
itor who knows his hnplnosn seeks to
please the majority and not tho minori-
ty. He knows that his paper must have
moro patrons than any one class can
furnish if it ia to thrive and kooppace
with the progress of tho oge.

Itis not to be supposed that he regards
his position ns that of a man with a
solemn mission for the dispensation of
wisdom and virtue, whoOror tho
pecuniary results moy be, He cannot
afford to take himself so seriously. His
functions, as ho understands thorn, aro
of a more practical nature, and experi-
ence teaches him that succoss lies in the
direction of recojmizing and gratifying
a variety of tastes.

In that way only can he secure the
nurntxTof readers necessary to pay tho
large and constantly increasing expense
of gathering the news from all parts of
tho globe nnd presenting all current in-
formation about thn affairs of mankind.
It is quite likely that ho often print*
matter of ft superficial and transient or-
der, but it has its valno to those who
want it, and that ie its justification so
long as reasonable discrimination ia used
in selecting and apportioning it. Those
who do Hot caro for it are at liberty to
skip it and read only what thoy like,
which may lie equally distasteful to
others.

There would ho a great deal less of this
talk about, tho ideal newspaper if the
critics would stop to think that we are
not yet living in an ideal world. The
press, lileo every other public institution,
is subject to existing conditions and in-
fluences nnd cannot dictate the terms of
its own service and prosperity. It has
come to its present state of usefulness
and importance through a process of
gradual evolution. Thero has boen a
systematic improvement in ita character
and its proceedings. It grows more cred-
itable p-very year as its opixirtunities ex-
tend and its popularity increases.

To say that it is not perfect is only to
cay that it shares the prevailing short-
comings of human nature nnd in gov-
erned by tho law of environment, ft be-
gan hy being a luxury, and it has be-
como a necessity. This could not have
happened if it had not vindicated its
right to such consideration. Things do
not become indispensable unless they
havo definite and practical value. It is
not possible to conceive how we could
get along without newspapers, They oc-
cupy a larger place in the system ofmod-
ern civilization than any other one agen-
cy of general convenience and advan-
tage.

The people appreciate them, notwith-
standing tho efforts ofcertain carpers to
disparage arid discredit them. It is not
true that t heir faults exceed their vir-
tues. They perform their appointed
work with diligence, discretion and a
duo sense of responsibility. The worst
that can bo said of them is that they are
not better than tho world in which they
uio published. But they aro unquestion-
ably twice as good as the world which
makes them what they are, and when it
reaches the ideal standard they willget
thero also.?St. Louis Globe-Democrat.
