The People Recover from Their
Finaneial Frenzy.

‘1he Surviving Banks All Right and
the Others Ready to Resume.

The ¥nst Los Angeles and Broadway
Banks to Open in & Day or Two
Notional Banks Awaltiog
the Examiner,

With the close of yesterday ended one
of the most remarkable momey panies
which has ever visited the United
States. Last Tuesday morning it came
as & flagh from a clear sky, and on that
day and Wednenday history was made
very rapidly in l.os Angeles. A large pro-
portion of the people eeemed to become
bereft of reason and only actuated by a
mad desire to recover all the money they
had on depoeit, One baok after another
was compelled to cloge its doors, and
gtill the run went on. The people
gpemed endowed with the purpose of
breaking every bank in town. The run
@b the Los Angeles National was excep-
tionally severe, but the courageous way
jm which it was met, and the invitation
to come on and draw out, eventually had
ite effact. Depositors began to see that
they wera acting in & senseless way,
and as they obtained control of their
judgment a feeling of sevurity, inter-
spersed with shame. took possession of
them and they gradually cessed their
demanda.

By 1 o’elock yenterday the business at
the different banks wase of the usual
nature, the scare was over, and quiet-
ness once more reigned in the stroate of
the city.

THE LOS ANGELES NATIONAL,

At 10 o'clock yesterday the heavy
doors of the Los Angeles Nationalswung
open as they have done during previous
vearg, the clerks were at their diflferent
places, and there was no evidence in the
interior at least that for two days before
pearly hall a million dollars had been
paid out and that a string of anxions,
half-frightened depositors were atill in-
tent on getting more, :

Major Bonebrake appeared in the
doorway and with a confident smile on
bie face said that the Los Angeles bank
was etill on top and intended to stay
there. Its closing days would only be
Sundays aud holidays, The mseekers
after coin then entered the bank and re-
oeived their money under the same rules
that were adopted yesterday. There
were others who entered the bank all
through the morning, but their business
wae done at a different window and its
objeet was depositing, not withdrawing.
The string of people *‘on the run’’ began
goon to lessen in numbers and by one
o’clock the run was over, having been

luckily and irresiatably fought down
gy the able management of Major Bone-
brake. Many were the warm pressuares
of the hand and congratulations which
he received, and the number of his
friends in this city has been increased
fourfold.

The Major said, yesterday: ‘‘We are
ptill here, you see, and we intend to re-
main here, We have received large
amounts of coin from the north, and
$35,000 came recently which we will not
need, On Wedneeday, notwithstanding

FARMERS AND MERCHANTS.

At the Farmers and Merchants bank
yesterday afternoon I. W, Idellman
laughed at the rather atartling rumor
which was sprung sbout his going back
to San Fraacisco the night bofore and
taking & Jarge quantity of his coin back
with him, in consequence of a run on
his Nevads bank.

“You see I’m atill here,” said he,
“It is eurprising now these rumors
start, but as you can see for yourself,
I’'m here. There will be no riuns on any
bank in San }'rancisco, that I know of,
which they are mot prepared to meet.
Neither will thei'e be any more in this
city ; the excitement is over, the craze
is gone and now the people are
gathering themseives together and
endeavoring to realize just what their
maddened rush i going to produce,

“Matters here wi 1 go along amoothly,
I think. Of course the harm already
done will have to be overcome, but if
the people will have patience with the
banks and thus enable them to get on
their feet and open u b, everything will
goon be working along epaoothly in its
ucnustomed manner,

“'his bank opened at 9 o’clock this
morning and remained open until nearly

., m.

[‘)‘Yes, we have had a run today, bat it
waeg & run in a different. direction from
those which have ocemired in the past
two days.

‘It wae a rnn of depositers, We re-
ccived over $150,000 in depoerits, Many
vew accounts were opened, and we had
no withdrawals of accounts. Probably
wo paid out between $5000 and $10,000,
but there were no accounts closed
through amounts drawn out. I am eat-
igfied that the trouble is over, and that
a feeling of security and trust in the
banke again prevails in the city.

“Today we received from Ban Fran-
cisco an equal amount of gold coin to
that shipped ue yerterday, and we can
meet any demand. Wae have also been
taking care of all the country banks who
are our regular correspondents, and we
won’t let any of them go down. Of
oourse we take sufficiant security for the
help given.

‘““Yon can state, although there have
been reports to the contrary, that there
is not the remotest chance of any finan-
cial tronble for months in San Fran-
circo, All the banke are carrying large
amounts of ¢oin and are prepsred for
any emergency. I don’t mean to say
that there is not a weak bank in Ban
Francisco, but J do say that if such a
one has the proper security, the associ-
ated banks will come to ite aid and help
it through any troubles it might expe-
rience.

“Portland and the cities of the sound,
Tacoma and Beattle, are as thoroughly
prepared as the S8an Francisco banks for
an emergency and they long ago pro-
tected themselves, the firat drain on the
San Francisco reserve coin came from
them, Aa far as matters in Los Angeles
are concerned, I consider that they are
now entirely settled down and the wild
craze of the past two days is over for
good,”’

BROADWAY,

President @illelen, of the Broadway
bank, stated that a majority of the de-
positors had agreed to accept a certifi-
onte for 90 daye for their deposits with-
out interest. We have had very sub-
stantial assistance offered us, and
although I would not like to state defi~
nitely that we will open on Monday, I
feel confident that we shall do so early
next week, We can very easily pay $3

the immense amount of money with-
drawn from us, our deposits gxceeded it
by over $1000, and today they are away
nhead, Wea have paid cut gyer £400,000
in wiﬁfd the strain op all of us has
been fedrfnl, I wounld mot want to un-
dergo it again,’”’ Aud the major gaye a
pigh of relief as he glanced toward the
paying teller’'s window, where a single
man was just then standing.

He also stated that he owned $100,000
stock in the State Loan and Trust com-
pany, and would have pledged that for
funds to support the £o| Angeles Na-
tional if it had becoine neéceesary.

THE FIRST NATIONAL.

The state of atfairs at the First Na-
tional bank were much the same as
yesterday. Large amounts of coin were
received during the day and the clerks
were busily engaged getting matters in
shape for the national bank examiner,
who has been ordered here by the comp-
troller of currency at Washington, and
whose arrival is momentarily expected,

“‘Several plans,” eaid Mr. Elliott,
““have been considered by the directors
and friends of the bank to put iton its
feet, but no one oan be definitely de-
cided npon until after the examiner’s
inspection and report. Beveral citizens
who are not even customers of the bank
have offered to arrange a guarantee
fund, by which all liabilities to depos-
itors will be covered. While many of
the depositors have expressed a willing-
ness to subscribe an increase to the cap-
ital stock of the bank and raise it to
$1,000,000, besides which several of our
largest depoeitors are willing to put
their money in the bank when it again
opens. I think one of these plans may
be adopted, and that the bank will be
open for business within a very short
time,

“The examiner was here only two
months ago and he knows the condition
of the bank at that time. I do not
think it will take him long to make his
examination this time,”’

A statement meade by President Klli-
ott shows that the bank has nearly
$600,000 assets over liabilities,

THE CITY BANK,

Nothing new whatever is reported in
matters concerning the Qity bank, The
receiver, Mr. Otto Brodtbeck, said yes-
terday that he was still hard at work on
the list and could make no report what-
ever, The report will probably be
ready within a foew days, and the depos-
itors will receive dollar for dollar of their
money.

BANK OF AMERICA,

The Bank of America received $100,-
000 in coin yesterday and there is more
on the road. It is in prime condition to
meet all demands, and its patrons real-
ize this fact, and their confidence is
shown by the few demands upon it dur-
ing the excitement of the past fow days.

The money it received from the north
was not needed and was at the close of
busineas still intact in the sacks.

HAN DigGo, June 22,—~There wasanoth-

| merce’s doors this morning, but at 10
o’clock, instead of opening, a notice was

| hung out saying that after paying out
$50,000 cash yeaterday to eatisfy depos-
itors, expected assistance could not
j be had, and that money on the way was

not available today ; therefore the bank
was forced to temporarily snspend, The
assety exceed the liabilities by $50,000,
exclusive of real estate, and the officers
of the hank give ont that the assets are
ample to gecure all depogitors.

The Bank of Commerce directors re-
assembled after noon to consider the sit-
vation and at 3 o’clock decided nupon a
proposition which will be submitted to
the depoeitors. Depositors aggregatin
over $50,000 in the bank were consul
a8 to the proposition which received
their bearty endorsement. The di-
rectors propose to reopen and pay 10 per
cent of all deposits demanded on re-
sumption, 10 per cent in 30 days; 10 per
cent in 60 daye; 20 per cent in 90 days;
25 per cent in 120, and the remaining 25
per cent in 150 days.

Wasminaron, June 22 —Comptroller
Tckles has appointed Frederick N, Pau-
ley temporary na‘ional bank examiner
and placed him in charge of the Firat
National bank and the Csnsolidated
National bank of 8an Diego, Cal,, which
closed down yesterday.

A SBAN FRANCISOO SUSPENSION.

The Pacific Bank Temporarily Closes
Its Doors,

8AN FraNcisco, June 22.—At a meet-
ing of the board of directors of the
Pacific bapk tonight it wae decided not
to open the doors tomorrow. The direct
cause of the suspension is a notice from
the clearing house association that the
bank’s peper would not hereafter be ac-
cepted, It had been known for some
time that the bank was laboring under
financial difficulties, and the announce-
ment of the action of the board does not
create great surprise,

The Pacific bank was organized in
1863 by R. H. MeDonald, and its pregent
manager is R. H. McDonald, jr. It has
a paid-up capital stock of $1,000,000, a
nominal reserve of about $700,000, and
deposita of about $1,500,000, according to
the recent official report of the state
bank examiners. Ites loans and dis-
counts are said to be about $2,600,000.

The failure seems to be altogether due
to the recent monetary troubles, and it
is expected that the depositors will loge
nothing. Manager McDonald says that
the bank will resnme business in a short
time, and that the suepension is re-
gorted to that the bank may realize from
ite assetes and protect itself from a sud-
den run by depositors,

It may be that the closing of the
doors of the Pacific bank will result in
the suspeneion of the People’s Home
Bavings bank, a collateral inatitution
under practically the same management.
It has n guaranteed capital stock of
$1,000,000, of whieh one-third is paid nup
in e¢ash, According to a recent state-
ment of the bank, it has over 10,000 de-
fonitou and total deposits of $1,700,000,

te assets conmist of real estate, county
and school district bonde, etc. The de-
positora probably will be paid in full,

There seems to be no reason to appre-
hend that the suspension of these insti-
tutions will precipitate a run on other
banke. The leading institutions are
well fortified and prepared to meet any
ordinary emergency.

R. H. McDonald, ‘jr tonight eaid he
expected a run would be made tomorow
on the People’s Home Bavings bank, in
consequence of the closing of the Pacific
bank, But the bank officialsa would
take advantage of the law which allows
savings banks to defer payment 10, 30
and 60 days. The institution is perfect-
ly solvent, he said, and in this manner
hopes to tide over the present emer-

gency.

REAMS HELD FOR EXTRADITION,

The Preacher Who Seduced the
Deacon’s Daughter.

Luey Rucker Proved to Be Less
Than Sixteen Years Old.

Hence the Charges of Abduction and
Orimipal Assaulc Wil Hold
Agninst the Author of
Her Ruin,

Vicronia, B. Q,, June 22,—The extra-
dition proceedings in the case of Rev,
Rev. A. P. Roams, pastor of the Meth-
odist Epiecopal church SBouthat Merced,
Cal., who ran away from that place sev-
eral weeks ago with Lucy Rucker, a
daughter of one of the deacons of the
chureh, closed today aud the court
ordered that Reams be committed for
extradition, He will have 15 days in
which he can commence habeas eorpus
proceedings and at the end of that time
he will be handed over to the United
Btates authorities.

The father of the girl testified that
she was under 16 years of age, having
been born in September, 1877. The
girl corrchorated this statement and ex-
rlninod her former declarations by say-
nr Reams had induced her to make &
false statement in regard to her age.

As poon as the extradition proccedinge
were concluded today, Progecuting Coun-
sel Creese filed a charge of criminal
assault againet Reams., Upon this
charge the prisoner is undefended by
counsel,

The father of the girl swore that on
February 20th, last, Reams invited Lucy
to the parsonage in Merced to read some
manuseript which was to be pnblished
in the Epworth league periodical.
Rucker took his daughter to the
parsonage in & buggy, left her there
and brought her home again at 5 o’clock
the same afternoon. Lucy appeared to
be greatly depressed that night and
afterwards she became ill. She was put
to bed and remained there a week. A
phyeician treated her for nervousness,
Reamea called at the Rucker house that
night and appeared anxious about her
condition. He afterwards eent her oranges
and candy, Lucy’s statement is that
Reams told her subsequently that they
were both disgraced and could not re-
main in Merced.

It ia said that the girl is in a delicate
condition. She seems to be very bitter
against Reams,
