Tljc Graduates Deliver Their Ad-
dresses and Receive Their Diplomas.

The Proceeding* nt th* Chapel ?Dean
Mali hews' Addreas?Conferring of

tho Faculty.

The graduation exercises of the Benior
clans of the University of Sonthern
California took place in the college
chapel at University Place, yeslerday
xnornlM.

The rostrum of the chapel was filled
with semi-tropic bloom. The back-
ground was of evergreen draped in a
graceful manner. The figures " '93,"
indicative of tbe graduating class occu-

pied a prominent position in tho midst
of thi? decorations.

Th« <\u25a0 zeroises began with mitiic by tho
oruht-rtrt, while tho following took soatr
on the platform : The faculty, the hoard
of directors and the senior class.

Dr. Williams, pastor ol Univer-
sity M. E. chnrch, offered prayer, aft*>r
which the orchestra played another
selection.

GttADl'ATKt' addresses.
r i' salutatory was given by Charlr.9

II Vinaor. His sithject was a review
of lh -lifeof the groat Italian reformer,
Girolamo Savonarola, lie received his
education in a monastery, and when he
entered the clerical liie he whs amazed
it the corruption of the church in that
day. He boldly preached the true doc-
trhie, denouncing the actions of his own
church officers. He took his principles
from the Bible, t-'avonarola raised a
storm which nearly overthrew the popish
power; bnt he claimed bis mission to be
divine, and the pope represented brib-
ery, he said. The state qnieted him,
arrested him and hong him, burning his
body in 1408. He was a fit forerunner
of the great reformation, whiuh shook
Europe.

F. N. Lapham spoke on The Sover-
eignty o( Pdblic opinion. At the foun-
dation of our government Vhe leaders
like Washington and Jefferson recogniz-
ed that the good sense of the people
would preserve the nation and as a re-
solttl.e onion ol the colonies resulted,
for when the people demand a thing
their power is well-nigh omnipotent.
The people demanded tho abolition of
slavery and so it was done. Today ev-
erything is settled at the bar of public
opinion, by the aid of the newspapers,
and by th» people public errors are cor-
rected. Tbe people are being educated
on tho temperance question and it will
yet be answered right. Public opinion
dissolves monopolies, eettlee ail issue/.
Wa may not be presidents and senators
bat we must all take tbe responsibility
of Bitting in the court of pnblic opinion
?nd settling the issues o! the day.

Inspiriting strains of music were then
rendered by tbe orchestra.

Mies Ellen Emery treated on "Greek
Womanhood " The influence of tbe
woman of ancient Greece was great, and
she was looked upon as a beautiful in-
strument of the fates. The two great
poems, of tho Greek language were
founded on the affection for woman.
Her position was simple and Bhe was a
power in aiding her brother. Sappho
was the poetess of Greece, almost equal
with Homer. She was called the tenth
muse. The woman of that period was
in ttaje midst of increasing culiure. She
too lei into her character some of this
intellectuality and such names as Helen,
Penelope, and Antigone, with her deci-
sion of character grace the pages of the
history of Greece. With a little im-
provement on this Greek womanhood
made potisible to us by later history, thia
womanhood would be a model one for
tho present day.

R. T. Hall talked on the ' Power of
Imagination." Thought in itself is the
grandest occupation of man, but when
accentuated by feeling, it is grander
etil). Imagination ia the instrument
which breaks the shell of fact and gives
freedom to the mind. It supplies tho
mining links of the facts which we do
not know. It is imagination which
brings man into the presence of the
Creator. It is being realized more and
more that tbe imagination is the win-
dow of the soul which opens upon the
divine things.

After more more music, Self Expres-

sion, an oration by Miss Minerva Cook,
was given. Hew much of our real selves
can we express? Tbe greatest and most
sublime conceptions are in the mind
alone, and cannot be transferred to can-
vass or marble, but they remain after
marble has crumbled to dust.

Kliner E. Hall, tbe valedictorian, de-
livered an oration on the Responsibility
of Citizenship. The question today is
not, are the people capable to govern
themselves, but, will they realize their
responsibility of it. The evils of this
free government are taken as a matter
of fact, and the great people do not try
to remedy them, either because of in-
difference or because they think it can't
be helped. Tbe ringleaders take advan-
tage of thia apathy, and it is well known
that "tho ring" controls politics. The
upright citizen wishes to keep out of tbe
"filthy tiool" of politics, never thinking
that the responsibility rests upon him,
to cleanse this pool. Unless the people
appreciate their responsibility and act,
this nation wili be brought to ruin. He
bid tbe faculty, students and friends a
last good-bye.

Something lively in the line of mnsic
Was given by tbe orchestra.

Klgar Reed, '00, then delivered the
master's oration. University Kxton-

sion was bis subject. It is not in oppo-
sition to universities, but extends
higher education to thoao who cannot
attend the uiVtveiditiea.

Its advantages aro (l) exetnsion of
culture, (2) bensd's to untvorsity pro-
fessors, (3), an I graduates. When
this new scheme of education is adopted
then will our universities be benefitted
and send their beneficent streams to all
parts of our land.

Dean Mitthewa then made the follow-
ing address:

in that city sitting yonder at the
head of that great system of inland
seas, toward which the eyes and feet of
all natioiiß are just now turned, there is
a tall, slender shaft towering fur above
tbe surrounding buildings, known as
tha shot tower.

Well, by a simple law of
physics, the perfect globules loap over
nil tbe obstructions and escape the pit-
falls and pass on to the receptacle for
the perfect at the end of the race. The
imperfect lag behind and finally drop
through into other receptacles to be re-
melted for another trial.

A divorce suit, an unprepared break-
fast and a mother-in-law with her eye
perpetually glued to the keyhole, are the
excuses Mr. Tony Bogalsky, the livery
stable proprietor of Broadway, gives for
bis matrimonial troubles.

Seaman yesterday in answer to a com-
plaint sworn to by Belle Bogalsky, hia
wife, who alleges that on the nth day
of June her husband seized her by the
throat and choked her.

SO NEAR AND YET SO FAR.
A Garrison Finish That Came

Near Winning;.

The inyels Commence to Work in
the Last Inning,

Hut Then It I» Too l.nte ? A Phenom ln
the Box for thr, i.OB Angeles

Team?fie Makes a Good
Showing.

Although it took but eight and one-
half innings to decide yesterday's game
of baseball at Athletic park, tbe game
was not over until the fifty-first man
had been put out. It was not over then
according to tbe opinion of a great many,
bnt iv that case it never will be fin-
ished?but of all that more willbe eaid
later.

There were prominent features to the
game before it opened. A great deal of
curiosity existed as to who would do th9
responsible work for the local team.
Nicol's withdrawal had been announced,
but even a search warrant conld not lo-
cate his successor. The Herald came
nearer iho truth than anyone else, and
bit tbe nail on the head. Mr. Ksmeres,
a phenom fiom San Diego, occupied the
delivery end of the battery for the
Angels, and he did his work
very well indeed, considering it
was his first game of professional base-
ball. He has a choice assortment of
drops and curves, and when be gains
enough confidence to use tbe speed with
which he is credited he will be a first-
clssb twirler. In yesterday's game he
wae hit pretty hard in the tirst and
fourth innings, but aside from tbat he
pitched a magnificentgaine. Ordinarily
the game would have been won on his
work alone.

Of course the boy wan more or Ibbs
nervous at first, and in tbe commence-
ment of the game the San f .ancieco's
made a couple of runs, Sharp started
offwith a base bit. Reuben forced him
at second and there should have been a
double play, but Kid Hulen was in a lit-
tle bit of a trance, and the opportunity
was lost. Carroll was hit by a pitched
ball. Work's single allowed Levy to
rcore. Large Carroll did tbe same when
Ebright singled.

In tbe fourth inninng the Nephews
collected half a dozen tallies. Power
was givon his base and Spies followed
with a hit. Magnire's base on balls
filled the sacks, and then Balz hit a nice
little double. Sharp followed with a
single that McCauley blocked but could
not handle for a put-out. Reuben flew
out to Lytle, and Balsz stole home on
the throw-in. Larje Carroll also hit
the ball for threo baseH, scoring later on
Work's fly-out to Lytle. Tbe inning
was ended by the Los Angeles right
fielder's third consecutive put out.

Tbe Angels didn't tally until the fifth
inning. Lohman had forced Lytle at
second, and on a poor attempt at a
double play had taken that bag. Hughes
followed him with a clean single, and
Lohman beat out the throw to the
plate.

Hulen started the eighth with a hit,
went to second to make rooir for Mc-
Cauley's promenade, and stole the plato
on Glenalvin'? out to Levy.

P.ot the fun began in the first and only
half of the ninth inning. Rube muffed
lytle's fly and Lohman hit for two
bsses. Hughe'- drove in ittallywith hia
single to right, field. Balsz tried to catch
Hughes napping, with the result that
Puente Pete touched the rnbber. Sharp
muffed Rasty's elm bounder, and there
were two men on bases. Huhlen beat
out one to first and so did Hutchinson.
Glenalvin forced the latter out, and
Hulen's run home. McCauley wastben
at third, with Lytle at bat. Glen started
to steal second, with intention ofallow-
ing McCauley to score on the play. The
result was that,Glen was put out before
McCauley reached the plate?and the
game was finished.

The final play was peculiar, and dis-
tinctly unique. The umpire called
Glenalvin out for running out of line.
The ball was supposed to be in the
bands of Power, who was tagging tbe
Los Angeles captain. After the runner
had been declared out the ball was dis-
covered < n the ground. Nine-tenths of
the spectators thought Mr. McDonald
erred in calling the runner out, on the
supposition that Power had dropped the
ball before Glenalvin dodged the base
line. The umpire claims, however, that
Power dropped the ball after he had
declared tiie rnnner nut, and that for
this reason the ball dropping from the
fielder's hand cuts no figure.
