| THEIR HEADS CUT OFF.

RURAL DEPUTY MHERIFFS PUY IN
THE TURKEN,

Declisive Action Taken Yesterday by the
Bupervisora as Regards the Sheor-
1’8 Office~The Widening of
FPasadena Avoenne.

The board of supervisors yesterday
toox action upon the opinion filed some
weeks ago by District Attorney Dillon,
relative to the force of deputies em-
ployed by Shkeriff John C. Cline,

In addition to the fores of regular
deputies in the sheriff’s office upon sala-
ries, it has been the custom in that
office to appoint deputies in the towns
| throughout the connty, Thege have not
been paid salaries, but their demands
for eervices performed have been al-
lowed by the superwisors,

Sheriff Cline has had a list of'3F of
| theee deputies, and it ia claimed that by
| this system the connty saves monsay,
papers which have to be served being
#ent to these outside depnties, who pay
in the faes collected and are in turn
paid by the supervisors,

The district attorney has investigated
this syetem and hia opinion pubmitted
to the board was a flat-footed statement

| that the law prohibited such a method

of procedure; that the sheriff had a
right to employ all the outside deputies

| he wanted, but must pay for their ser-

vicer ont of the allowance made to him
by law.

The supervisors yesterday passed a
resolution which revolutionizes the
precent ayatem by cutting off the omut-
gide deputies, and herealter the sheriff
will be obliged to rerve all procesges and
papers with the force of regular depntiea
in hia office or pay for the extra men
himself, ;

The resolution, which was offéred by
Supervisor Hay, and _was unanimously
adopted, was as follows :

Regolved, That the order heratofore
made on the 2nd day of April 1892, and
recorded in minute book 13 at page 308,
sllowing the gheriff of the connty twenty-
gix additional deputies, and providing
for compensation for their gervices ren-
dered ne such deputies, be and the game
is heroby vacated and rescinded.

Chairman Cook of the hoard, when
asked to explain the effect of the action
taken said that he believed it would re-
sult in a largely increased expense to
the county over the present eystem.
The board, howsyer, had been informed
that according to the law they could not
do otherwise. In the future all papers
would have to be taken from the sherifi’s
office by his reguiar deputies, and the
expenditures for mileage and expenses
incident to the service of papers would
be much larger than at present, when
they were gent by mail to the outaide
deputien, and the eervice performed at
a trifling coet,

He could not say definitely as to the
custom in other counties, but thought
there were no other counties in the atate
where there were not oufside deputies.
Mr, Cook did notgeem to be pleased
with the action teken, althengh he eaid
the law was very clear and the board
was obliged to do as it did. This cute
off deputies at nearly every smaall town
in the county.

Upon motion of Supervisor Hanley,
dnly seconded and errried, the following
was declared adopted:

Whereas, The rapid eettlement of
Pasadena avenne, between the city
limits of Lna Aungelea city and tha city
limita of South Pasadena, and the great-
ly increased travel and traffic thereon,
with the propoged granting of a fran-
chise thereon foe an elagtric streat rail-
way thereon, requires the width of said
ntreet to at least 70 feef of the full width
of said street, where less than 70 feet
in width, for road purposee, and all per-
sone are hereby prohibited irom plant-
ing trees within the above named limita
of enid road, and it ia further ordered
that this board cause notice to be eorved
on all property owners on said road of
this order, and that all persons having
trees now planted ywithin the limits of
eaid road, as above, be notified to re-
move the epame, by digging the same
out, eo that the street ean be graded the
full width.

THE HALCYON WAR,

The Trial of Thomas I"eterson Yeater-
day for Asasanlt,

The trial of Thomas Peterson, the
sailor accused of assanlt with a deadly
weapon upon Capt. Pater Rice, of the
schooner Haleyon, on fhe night of May
5th, was resumed festerday morning in
Judge Smith’s d epartment of the supe-
rior court, and was concluded at the
time of adjournment, with the excep-
tion of two concluding arguments,

The defense occupied the greater part
of the afterncon and consisted pringi-
pally of & long examination of the de-
fel?t;i_ant, who attempted to prove an
alibi.

He denied that he accompanied the
gang of men who went from San Pedro
the nignt of the attack on the Halcyon,
or that he participated in the attack in
any way.

He claimed that he was in San Padro
the day before the affair, and that he
drank considerably., {le was ount of
work and about 11 o’clock that night
atarted to Redondo on foot to geek work,
He bought a half pint of whisky before
starting and made three drinka of it
along the 17 miles to Redondo, which
he reached at 6:30 o’clock the morning
after the affray. He said he asked two
or three people for work, and between 8
and 9 o’glock went out on the wharf.

He knew a8 man named Charieas Wald-
ron, & sailor on the Halecyonand jumpséd
aboard the shooner. Ile went down in
the hole and asked a man named Pete,
for Waldron, whom he could not find.
He was there about hali an bour watch-
ing the men work, and then went
ashore on a eling load of lumber. Ho
walked np to 2 saloon and was arrested
by Constable Foyer. Hs testified that
he did not know for what Ls was ar-
rested.

The defendant’s story was elicited

from him by many quections, hut he
seemed to be straightforward in his
statement, althongh some of the epecta-
tors appeared to think he was drawing
the long bow in an artistic manner by
their incredulous emiles,
The foct was made very clear on cross-
examination that the detendant, accord-
ing to his asory, walked all night,'had
no eleep when he reached Redondo,
drank some, had §3 in his pocket and
was looking for work during the mora-
ing on an empty stomach,
