Judge 8haw Gives an Opinion on a
Demurrer Yesterday.

In Oonsequence of the Wrong Man Beling
on the Deed a Monkey and
a Parrot Time Re-
sulted.

In the case of William G. Bradshaw
va, William Pridham Judge Shaw yes-
terday filed an opinion overruling the
demurrer to the amended complaint,

Thia was the case where two men
nimed Robert Stewart, one white and
the other colored, became very much
mixed as to identity, owing to certain
real estate transactions., By mistake
the wrong Bob Btewart wae included in
8 deed, and aifterwards the property
changed hands several times, so that
the plaintif and defendant and the
varions parties interested have had a
monkey and 'a parrot time to get things
atraightenad out,

In overruling the demnrrer to the
original complaint, some days ago, the
court decided that the facts set forth
were snflicient to make a ¢ase of a mu-
tual mistake of fact.

Upon this demurrer to the amended
complaint the defendant insieta with
greater emphasis upon the proposition
that where land is conveyed without
covenants of title, and the title fails, or
it tarne out by reason of some fact as to
which both parties were mistaken that
the vendor had no title, the vendee can-
not, in the abgence of fraud on the part
of the vendor, recover the price paid,
that the mistake alone is not sufficient
as a ground for such recovery.

The court says that the complaint was
evidently intended as a bill in equity to
declare and enforee & trust.

The defendant in the cese gained $100
from the plaintiff by reason of the
mutual mistake of both parties in re-
gard to the identity of the person who
conveyed the lot in question to Grady,
under whowm the defendant derived title.
He was not the real owner, but another
person with the same name, The deed
was in effect a torgery, It was true, the
court saye, that the parties did not have
a congcious belief that he was the real
owner, for it did not appear that the
thought of him was at the time present
in their minds.

But they were both unconsciously
ignorant of the fact that Stewart was not
tho real owner, and of the fact that the
deed under which the defendant ap-
peared to bold the title was a forgery,
and this, as the court steted in a former
opinion in the case, was a mistake ex-
actly a8 material ae if they had disenseed
the gquestion and both expreesly stated
that they believed he was the real
owner,

If the plaintiff had received anything
under the contract iv would of course be
neceseary for him to return it, or offer to
return it, as a condition to maintaining
the action. But he received nothing.
1f poesession had been delivered he
would have to surrenderit to his vendor,
unless he had been evicted by the para-
mount owner, But he did not receive
the possession. ‘The possession has all
the t,im(:,rua(ed in the tx"exs:l owhnor. and
before the action was begun the owner
ocaltpancy of the lot. Where noth(inu %
reseived, or where the thing received
has no value, the court holds it is not
necessary to return it, The demurrer to
the amended complaint is ordered over-
ruled.
