Officer Dugan Arrested a Man
Charged With the Crime.

The Girl Does Not, However, Abso-
lutely Identify Him.

H.J, Farbar the Man Undor Arrest—One
of the Most Atrocious Assanlts Ever
Commirted—The Account of the
Frightfal Orime.

Late on Satnrday night Police Officer
| S. Dugan arrested H. J. Farbar, the
{ man who, it is alleged, criminally as-
sanlted Miss Georgie Cammings on the
night of the 20th of December last,

At the time of the ontrage Farbar
worked on the Mortman ranch, which is
situated near the locality in whieh the
crime was perpetrated. Directly afier
the outrage Farbar disappeared, and
although , circulars describing his ap-
peerance were sent out broadcast, he
was never loeated until arrested night
before last, When searched at the sta-
tion on Baturday night, pavera and let-
ters were found upon him which proved
conclusively that the Farbar of Mort-
man’s ranch and the prisoner were the
game men,

An officer was eent to Miss Cum-
mings’ regidence, and the young woman
was requested to visit the police station
for the purpose of identifying the pris-
oner.

About 7 o’clock in the evening Misa
Caommings arrived at the city jail and
wagshown into the ehief’s private office.

An officer then went back into the
jail and conducted Farbar into the
presence of his victim,

Although naturslly much agitated the
young woman gezad steadfastly for a
few moments on the features of the
man before her, and after the prisoner
had been returned to his celi, stated to
Chief Glags that he was the man who
assaulted her. Recognizing, however,|
the gravity of the ocecasion, Miss Cum-
mings refused to absolutely swear to
his identity ursil she could ses the
accused with & hat on similar to the one
worn by him at the time of his crime.
This will be provided today.

Miss Commings rtated that she recog-
nized in Farbar’s eyea the same fixed
stare that she noticed in the eves of the
fiand who assauited her last December.
There were other peculiarities, besides,
which sghe declares are those of the
ravigher,

Farbar has algo been identified by the
police as a state’s prison criminal ffom
the Oregon penitentiary, When ar-
rested the man was negotiating for the
purchase of bicycle which he probably
intended to steal. Officer Dugan, who
made the arrest, is deserving of great
credit, and was personally complimented
by the chief.

The follewing account of the crime
was taken from the Heraip of that
date:

Miss Georgie Commings, aged about
19 years, who lives near the PBaptist
college in the western suburbs of the
city, was brataliy outraged on Thuraday
evening about 6 o’clock in the vicinity
of Temple street end Union avenue,
She vigited a grocery store on the corner

to run machinery and for any other
needed J’urpoeon. The ore bodies are
reported inexhaustible, and the lowest
average assay yet taken is about $40 per
ton. ;

A MORPHINE FIEND.

Oscar Burke Nearly Died from an Over-
dose.

Oscar Barke, a young man, was
brought to the city jail early Sunday
morning, suffering from the effects of an
overdose of morphine.

The man for a long time laid in a crit-
ical condition, but eventunally revived
under Police Surgeon Bryani’s treat-
ment. He was one of the worst cases
ever seen in the jail; his arms were cov-
erod with the marks of the deadly hypo-
dermie syringe to such an extent that
the doctor could with difficulty find an
uninjured spot in which to insert the
point of his eyringe in which to admin-
ister an antidote.

Owing to the number of deaths which
have resulted of late in San Francisco
from the use of the drug, stringent laws
have been made in that city in regard
to the sale of morphine, cocoine, ete.
The practice prevails to such an extent
in Los Angeles that it is time the exam-
ple of San Francisco was followed.
Hardly a night passes without one or
more of the ‘‘fiends’’ being brought to
the central station under the influence
of the bealth-destroying drug. A short
time ago a boy of 17 was arrested, who
was found with an older companion in
an empty shed in Chinatdwn; the pair
were engaged in injecting morphine into
their arms, and the habit was so strong
that on the way to the jail they both
begeed piteously to be allowed to
‘‘take a shot’’ before being locked up.

The younger man was sentenced to
125 days in the ¢ity jail and in a ehort
time had lost his haggard appearance
and regained a healthy ecolor, but he
gomehow found the opportunity to gain
posseseion of morphine and a syringe
and was caught at his old habit ; as soon
88 he i3 released he will probably revert
again to the deadly practice, only to
eithar die in a hoapital or end his exist-
ence by suicide, as did a like eufferer on
Saturday last. The boy declared whils
on trial in the justice’s court that
be could buy morphine or
rocaine in any quantity in any drug
store in town, and judging from the
number of **friends’ who nightly appear
at the city jail he spoke the truth. I
nine cases ont of fan prisoners, when
searched at the jail, are foand to have
in their possession & complete hypoder-
mic outfit,

At the least something ought to be
done to restrict the sale of such poizons
to comparative children.
