Froncli Imitation Pearls.
The best grade of French imitation

pearls cannot be distinguished from real
ones, even by the most expert jewelers,
nnless the string is handled, when the
difference iv weight becomes apparent,
tho real pearl being heavier than an imi-
tation one.

An American lady who herself owned
valuable jewels onco told me that she
and her husband were shown on one oc-
casion by her Parisian jeweler a cluster
of strings of pearls, half of which were
real and the other half imitation, and
they were requested to point out the
real ones. They both inspected the
pearls long and with tho most minute
care, and finally indicated their choice.

string of genuine ones, but the lady,
though she continually wore and had
had in her possession for years a mag-
nificent necklace of real pearls, forfeited
her claim for discrimination by picking
out ono of the imitation ones.

The very finest of the French imita-
tion pearls are expensive, costing from
$10 to £10 a string. Oddlj* enough, tlie
longer they are kept the better they be-
come, as the passage of years lends a
yellow tingo to tho wax, which causes
the pearls to look at once moro lustrous

Iand moro real. The pearls prepared for
embroideries, dress trimmings, etc., are
merely small beads filled with wax and
lack the careful shaping, as well as the
inner coating of fish scale liquid that
make tho pearls manufactured for neck-
laces and earrings so perfectly deceptive.

The stools or chairs seen on Greek

vases are in great variety, and as regards
time "cover a period of many hundred
years. On some of tueni are figures seat-
ed on blocks of stone or wood, but the
general form is that of stools with or
without the feet of animals, sometimes
having arms, but rarely backs. Some-
times personages are Been on vases or on
statuettes seated on chairs, with backs
of moderate elevation, curved in the
form of tho ruff worn by women in the
timo of Queen Elizabeth, which were
probably considered thrones. A form
of chair in common use among the Ro-
mans was that with curved arms, fa-
miliar to all those who have seen upon
the stage the Roman plays of Shake-
speare.

Chairs or stools of other forma were
also in use among the Romans, made
often within a certain degTee of art and
elegance and of costly materials. Sitting
at table the posture now considered the
most elegant and the most cleanly was
not practiced by them, the reclining at-
titude corresponding more nearly with
their ideas of easo and luxury.?San
Francisco Chronicle.
