Petroleum For Diphtheria.
In tho villsgo of Nenvillc-Chamn-d'Oi-

sel, about nino miles from Rouen, a ma-
lignant type of diphtheria broke out laat
year. The country- doctor, M. Frederic
Flahaut, treated tho cases in the usual
way, bnt the deaths were numerous.
Remembering, as he says, that tho Eng-
lish use petroleum as an antispasmodic
and an antiseptic, he determined to try
it as an experiment. His first trial was
in the case of a littlo girl 7 years old.
Ho had already given her up nnd pro-
posed to tho parents to make the experi-
ment, which consisted in swabbing tho
throat with common petroleum. He had
littlo hops of tho success of his new
method, bnt to his astonishment lie no-
ticed an improvement after tho very first
application. Ho continued the treat-
ment, and tho child recovered. Then he
tried it successfully with hie other pa-
tients.

This year he had 40 cases of diphtheria
to treat, and ho was successful in every
one. In order to be perfectly sure that
tho cases in question wero genuine ones
of malignant diphtheria he had the ex-
pectorated matter submitted to the anal-
ysis of Professor Frnncoi3 Hno of the
Rouen College of Medicine, and the pro-
fessor reported that ho had clenrly dis-
covered tho presence in it of numerous
bucilli of diphtheria. Moreover, his di-
agnosis was confirmed by Drs. Deoliaycs.
Lerefait and Ballsy of Rouen, tho last
named being tho physician in chief of
the hospital ofthat city.

Tho treatment presents littledifficulty
or danger. Tho swabbing is done every
hour or every two hours, according to
tho thickness of lho membranes, which
become, aa it were, diluted undar tho ac-
tion of the petroleum. The brush, after
being dipped in the petroleum, should
be shaken to prevent any drops falling
into the respiratory channels. Tho pa-
tients experience relief from the very
first application. Tho disagreeable teste
of tho petroleum remains for n few mo-
ments only.?NonnAodio Medicals.

Froir, Bcggcry to Wealth.

Eat Bananas and Turn Brnncttc.
Those who eat heartily ofbananas may

run some risk of becoming tawny or
copper colored. This may be inferred
possibly from the peculiarities of plum-
age in the tnracos of Africa. As long
as the weather is dry these birds arc gay,
tlie primary and secondary feathers be-
ing gorgeously crimson, but when rain
comes the color is washed out, and the
birds seem tobe humiliated and ashamed
at the transformation. But the color
returns in dry weather. The cause of
the coloration ha* been traced to copper
in a very pure state. A single feather
burned gives tho characteristic indica-
tion. The source of the turacin has now
been traced to bananas, on which the
tnracos feed chiefly. All the aborigines
who make bananas a diet are very deep-
ly tinted, but the color is sooty rather
than red. The North American Indian
cannot owe his coppery hue to bananas.
He has only known of this frnit on reser-
vations and chiefly by the peelings.?

Making Marble Out ofChalk.
In nature marble is mado out ofchalk

by water, which percolates through the
chalky deposits, dissolves the chalk par-
ticleby particle and crystallizes it,moun-
tain pressure solidifying it. Ithas been
found that similar results may be ac-
complished by chemical means. First,
slices of chalk are dipped in a color
bath, staining them with tints that will
imitate any kind of marble known. For
this purpose the same mineral stains are
used as are employed in nature. For
examplo, to produce counterfeit "verde
antique" oxido of copper ia utilized. In
liko manner green, pink, black and other
colorings are obtained. Next, the chalk
slices go into another bath, by which
they are hardened nnd crystallized, com-
ing out to all intents and purposes real
marble.?London Science Siftings.
