We guarantee all pavements laid by us for
fiveyears. and cannot afford to have our name
connected with the layingof pavements which
we do not believe to be good, even though there
is no guarantee required. We would be pleased
to b*d if tho specifications can be so changed
as to admit ofstandard asphalts.

Three weeks ago he a«ked
for a few days' vacation, and since tbat time
has been stopping with Mr. 1. L. Forsyth at Or-
ange.

About six montha ago Mr. Faulkner'B wife
waa burned to death by the explosion of a gas-
oline stove, and ln her dying hours It Is said
that ahe gave the two little children into the
keeping of Mrs. Wright of this city, requesting
that she look after them, and there are those
here who say that the unfortunate lady desired
her husband to marry Mrs. Wright.

Last week, ln the l.os Angeles court, Mrs.
Wright secured a divorce from her husband,
aud many believed that she would soon wed
Mr. Faulkner. But ln lhis they were mistaken,
for the lady left for the east laat Tuesday, tak-
ingthe chtldren with her.

Mr.Faulkner was a man 88 years of age, and
had been ln poor health lor some time. This
morning while eating breakfast he said, "Iam
going out: 1 do not feel well," and immediately
went to the rear of the house. When he was
found he was lyingin a stall ln an old barn in
the back of Mr. Forsyth's lot, and beside htm
was a airyohnlne bottle which was half emp-
tied. Death came quickly, although irom the
loose of the ground in the atall the unfortunate
man muat have atruggled ln hia laat momenta.
