An Immense Crowd Witnesses
the Exercises.

_Fans, Flowers and Muslin Dresses

Conspicuouns.

Excellent Addresses by Bright Young
Women and Youths — Delightfal
Music—Able Address by Su-
perintendent Anderson.

Fang, flowers and muslin dreszes were
conepicious objects at the graduating
exercises,of the normal school, held yes-
terday afternoon at the Grand opera
house,

The muslin frocks were in the place
of honor, on the stage, the flowers were
at the feet of the wearers, and the fans
were everywuere, for the theater was
packed from floor to esiling, and it was.
hot, 8o hot that every available door
and window was flung wide open and
fans of every color and shape were in
conetant use all the afternoon,

The flowers were piled high in a be-
wildering mass of color in front of the

8o great was the crush that the late-
comers were obliged to be eatisfied with
nundlnf room in the aisles, and the
orowd increased so rapidly that at2
o’clock seata were at a premium and late
arrivais were unable to get ady nearer
than the doors.

Punctaally at 2 o’clock the curtain
rose on the 88 graduates, 79 of whom
wore the muslin garb of femininity.

The exercises were commenced by the
entire class singing Schumann’s chorus,
Gypsy Life, which was rendered in ex-
cellent style and duly appreciated.

Frank F. Bunker then rose from his
gent among the graduates amd gave an
oration, taking Organization, a Phage of
Modern Life, as his text.

“Among the many problems,” eaid
the speaker, ‘‘confronting the eocial
world, there i8 none more perplexing,
none more difficult of galution than that
of organization. :

“It has been said that the nineteenth
century is one of organization, and how
true it is. For in thig, the greateat of
.all centuries, there have been perfected
means of communication and transpor-
tation which have rendered organization
practicable.

““While these organizations differ

eatlv, embracing nearly every object
maginable, yet they ars fonnded upon
one and the game principle; namely,
greatest results are accomplished by a
combination of individusl efforts and
ent&pries. For this rea on, then il for
no other, it is evident that organiza-
tions are gsources of great >ower.”

The speaker then dilsted upon the
usces and abuses of different organiza-
tions.

In contrast to the great good done by
benevolent and agsociated charitable or-
ganizations, are the auarchistic socie-
ties and the great liquor leagues of the
United States. While the one is min-
ing at the very foundations of the gov-
ernment, the membars of the other are
preying, vampirle like, upon the homes
of our people,

*‘In conclusion,” remarked Mr. Bun-
ker, ‘‘the problem we have to grapple

. gvith now, ix how to control and govern

these organizations eo that their power
for good may be enlarged and cultivated
and their tendency to evil be reduced.”

Miss Myrtle Johnson’s essay on Pic-
tures of Memory, proved to be a delight-
ful poetic series of memory pictures,
memories which come to all of us at va-
rious times in our lives; pictures which,
a8 the speaker said, are good to linger
over in the darker hours of life, when
memories of home and happier days are
all that is lefr.

Migs Johnson’s essay was remarkable
for its originality and poetic expression,
and was much appreciated.

Variety wae then given to the pro-
ceedings by the rendering of Limothe’s
Breezs of the night, which was sung
with excellent effect by the male quar-
tette, composed of Messrs, Fraisher,
Tritt, Donnell and Sheldon,

After the last strainsof ths accom-
paniment died away, Miss Avtoine A,
Bechwannecke rose and recited an orig-

Why Great Men do Not Becoms Presi-

 dents was the text of Mr. F. R. Wat-

son’s oration, ‘‘Success is not always
the measure of greatness,” declared
Mr. Watson, ‘‘neither is defiat the
proof of incompetency or unfitress for
office. No batter illustration of this
last truth ean be found than in the fail-
uie of great men toattain the presidency
of the United States. Clay, Calhoun
and Websater were Americans in the
true sense. Possessed of splendid intel-
lectual abilities and imbued with un-
tiring energy, they found in puhlie life
a field of labor worthy of their afforte.
They were the leaders in shaping the
national government and in advancing
ite interests at home and abroad. Yet
notwithstanding all this they were not
elected to the presidency.’’

The speaker then gave the folliwing
reason for the failure of great men {o at-
tain the high offica:

*Firstly, newspaper criticiam issharp-
or in their case than in that of other in-
dividuals, Any mistake made by them
is magnified and harped upon, espedia!ly
by the papers of the oppoeite political
party. he longer they are befora the
public eye the more unjust becimes
this eriticiem. As public opinicn is
very much influenced by the press, this
continued censure cannot but prejudice
many minde against them,

E?Again eminent men have strong ciar-
acters and intense convictions, This
very intensity often renders them bifter
and defiant toward any opposers of taeir
cherished opinions, As a result they
make many personal enemies who will
do all in their power to defeat any at-
tempt on the part of the great man  to
attain the presidency. Clay and Cal-
houn, because of their conti~ued oppo-
sition, became political enenites; for
this reason, Calboun was influental in
thwarting Olay’s aspiration to the pres-
idency. Blaine made an enemy of
COonkling, and as a result "he twice ldet
the nomination and consequently the
presidency,” In pumming up, the
speaker declared that a man'y ver

L e srsatnen was itself a bar to the ' presi-

ency.
A pleasant interlude was then caused
"by the class singing Veazie's pretty
waltz, Fairyland.
Mies Edith A. Hitt followed with an

essay on Child Life in Dickensaland. In
tha conree of her essay Mise Hitt said:

““It is said of Dickens that he spent
days—ay, and nights—pacing the straets
of London in silent watch of life as he
found it there. His every page teems
with the rich resunltof this study. Every
character is & transcript from that life,
Normust we complain becanse his ecenes
are laid in humble pleces, his actors
drawn from the lower s.vata of rociety.
For Dickens to have pictu.ad the aris-
tocracy wou!d have been as false as for
IjI(awthorne to have written of buccaneer
ife.

Had Dickens sat at rich men’s tables,
and kept his silent vigil in palace halls;
counld he, think you, havegiven ue the de-
lightful neer-do-weel Micawber, wait-
ing for “something to turn up,” unctu-
Jous Peckaniff, rascality pereonitied, kind-
heartefi Pegrotty and willing Barkia,
poor Sidney Carton and too guscentible
Uncle Lilyvick, or the mirth-provoking
P;ck'wick club?

Miee Hitt then gave short criticisms
on the sympatheticchild creations of the
great master, Oliver Twist, Little Joe,
Arthur Clennon, and most beautiful
x:}n‘l] touching of all characters, Little
Nell.

Mies Hitt’s essey was perhaps the
most appreciated effort of the afternoon,

The concluding oration was entitled,
Recreation in Art, and was delivered by
Birney H. Donnell,

““The tide of utilitarianiem,” he said,
“‘which has been steadily rising for the
past two centuries seems now to be
bren_king in ite highest waves. Doubt-
lees it bringe us much gdod, but that it
aleo brings great evil is unquestionable.

“It ia utilitarianiem  which has
brought us polytechnic schools, normal
8choole, whatever in modern education
fif| us directly for bread-winning. It
t/ dches in every line of modern progress-
ive life that man shall live by the sweat
of his brow. Ro far it is most com-
mendable—nay, splendid, in that; but,
in common with other good things of
mundane management, it has its dark
side. Itisin the etudy of the toiler’s
text so uiterly oblivious of this com-
mand, equally emphatic: ‘Man shall
not live by bread alone.’ Every social
theory which values a man only in pro-
portion to his gold gathering ability, is
radically falge, and if widely followed
will inevitably lead to ruin.”

The speaker then discoursed on the
necessity of healthful recreations, such
as paintiog, music and the fine arts in
general,

“It would be well,”” he conciuded,
‘“for everyoneé to remember that he has
an untrained sounl as well ag an unfilled
purse, and in his gold getting voeation,
not to forget his soul refining vocation,
For there be isles where a little soul out-
weigheth all gold.”

At the conclusion of Mr. Connell’s
oration, J. W, Anderson, superintendent
of Jmhlic instruction, made a suiteble
addresa to the graduating class which
was followed by the presentation of di-
plomas to the following graduates:
