ESTATE OF N. R. VAIL.

AT 18 MADE THE OBJECT OF A BUIT
BY JAMES WEKIR.

A Judgment Obtained Against Mr. Vall
in New York, and Which Was
Compromised Brought
Up Agaln.

A case involving large interests and
interesting questions was on trial yester-
day before Judge Clark, there being quite
an array of legal talent on both sides,

The suit is one brought by James
Boyd Weir vs. Jamea Foord, as adminis-
trator of the estate of Nathan R. Vail,

In May, 1886, Mr. Weir obtained a
judgment in the superior court of this
county against Mr. Vail for $123,643.30.
It was based upon a previous judgment
obtained against Vail- for the same
amount in the supreme court of the city
of New York,

After the judgment was secured in Los
Angeles county it was in full force upon
August'9, 1886, when Mr, Vail repre-
sented to Mr. Weir that he had no means
or property with which to pay it. He
ssaid, however, that by means of his
relatives and friends he thought he
could raise $52,600, if Mr. Weir wonld
sccept that in full satisfaction of the
judgment. ‘

The latter accepted the proposition,
thq docuoments were drawn up, the
money was paid, and the judgment was
satisfled in full.

In March, 1888, Mr, Vail died, and |

when his adminietrator, Mr, Foord,
filed his invefitory: of  his eatate it dis-
closed property in this county ysued at

$71,433.68,

From investigations made by Mr.
Woeir, he alleges that''at' the' time the
agresment for compromise. was made
Mr. Vail had property not exempt from
j{:dgment to the amount of $125,000.

e claime that the representations made

by Mr. Vail were false, and asks that he |

be given judgment for the amount yet
due upon his judgment, $77,901,91.

The defendant claims that Mr. Vail
did not have any property at the time
the judgment was rendered; that the
suit in New York would have gone his
way on appeal, and that the claim is
barred by limitation,

The trial will last several days. Yes-
terday a son of Mr, Vail was on the
witness stand all the afternoon, and was
examined minutely as ‘to his father’s
