
A SACRIFICE.
Itlaonly a little story. Ipicked itup

upon the beach of Oahn, among the fish-
ing huts under Diamond Head in those
beautiful Sandwich Islands. I shall tell
the story imperfectly, knowing so little
aaJ do about the locality and the lan-
guage, but 1 nuked throe or four ques-
tions afterward as to the Hawaiian
words and phrases and what follows is,
la far aa 1 can remember, the manner in
which itwas related:

They are wonderful swimmers in the
Sandwich Islands, as in almost all those
Blaster* of the Pacific archipelagoes, and
It te a fine sight for such as love healthy
manhood to watch the amphibious peo-
ple play with the sea. It is as much
their home as tbe land. Fishing is gui to

as important to them as agriculture, and
they all know the ways and whereabouts
of the creatures of the deep und of tho
reef aa well aa of the birds of the grove
and mountain slope. With nets of tho
olona fiber and sweep ropes of ki leaves
they draw the countless variegated finny
tribes into the shallows of the lagoons
and out upon the sands and have a trick
?where it is permitted?of placing un-

der heavy stones beneath the water the
bruised roots ofa plant?auhuhu?which
intoxicates every fish coming within the
Influence of its juice.

Excellent boatmen, In spite of the
primitive character of tho native canoes,
they make ad venturous runs from island
to island and are especially skillful in
handling a little craft in the midst of
surf of great breaking billows. It is a

tight to ace a Hawaiian canoe coming
ashore with or without the ma?an out-
rigger of light wood which steadies tho
frail craft. The sea birds skimming over
tbe rollers do not seem more at home
in the middle of the hnge Pacific surf
than the brown skinned Kanakas pad-
dling to land from a fishing or sailing
excursion in the evening. They under-
stand the tricks and dangers of the coral
barrier which they must cross and take
the enormous wave which rolls over it
with shouts of excitement and delight.

If they are capsized, it is nothing to
them so long as no sharks are about.
They really make the whito and blue
breakers their playfellows in their pop-
ular sport ofhee nulu, or surf swimming,
where £ party of these laughing water
babies of all ages, naked except for a
wreath of Beaweed or a whisp of bark
cloth, will go down to the reefs edge at
\u25a0unset, carrying long light boards of
fcoawood, B feet long and 13 inches broad,
stained black and highly polished. Clasp-
ing these, they swim boldly out to sea-
ward, diving, plank and all, nnder each

incoming roller as they meet it, until
they have gone as far out as whore the
ocean feels the first of the coral bottom
and swells for ita outer line of long bil-
low.

Then, turning their faces shoreward,
they lie down flat upon the plank, bal-
ancing themselves upon it and holding
it with feet and hands straight along the
glassy back of the great roller, which
foams, curls, leapß and thunders under
them as they tear along tossed liko bub-
bles amid the milky spume and tho
whirling sea lace, until thoy come
drenched and shining to tho shore or
into the placid green water inside the
reef. The very babies learn to swim al-
most before they are able to toddle, and
aa for the grown boys and girls of the
Islands, and the men and women, the
waves are aa much their playground aa
the woods and meadows, aad there are
instances where Hawaiiana have been 30
hours in the sea after a capsize and have
yet come safely to Land.

But one mast be strong and well and
unencumbered for these long ewima, and
a sick man cannot sport with the ocean
in such a fearless way, which is why
Mino-Mlna lost her firstborn aud bought
with his littlelifeher husband's safety.
We passed ber walking witha string of
fish and a littlechild upon her arms un-
der the palm trees near Leahi, and my
friend?an old resident?gave her good-
day in the musical Hawaiian, calling
her by the name Ihave mentioned.

"What a pretty word that ia," Isaid,
"to call a woman by. What does it
mean?"

"Ohl" he answered, "that's not her
right name, but ono which the neighbors
have given her since a sad adventure
that she met with off Koko head, round
yonder. Mi-na-mi-na signifies 'regret
for the memory of anything,' 'sadness,'
'something precious that is gone,' 'sorry
to lose.' She is a good and brave girl,
and she haa got another baby now to
play with, but she can never forget tho
boy she was obliged to leave to tho
-sharks in the bad time."

Of course i asked him for the story,
and this is how he told it:

One day in the season of the change of
weather Mina-Mina, with her husband
and their littleboy ofabout a year old,
bad gone in a canoe over to Molokai to
fetch ironwood aud shells. The man was
weak and illwith fovor, though recov-

i ering, -but the wife, like most of these
Hawaiian women, could handle a pad-
dle with the best, and Manae, her young
partner, was quite strong enough to take
part in loading the craft and steering
her. So they were making the voyago
homeward under the littlesail of mat
Spread on tho bamboo mast, with the
?*d birdpainted upon it, and Mina-Mina
Was suckling her son forward, while her
husband directed the boat, and all had
gone safely up to about midway in the
broad channel.
i Perhaps he was singing her an ipo?a
Jove verse?for the people aro like birds
and are always chirruping, or she per-
haps was cooing a sleep song to her
small son in the dove's voice which the
Island mothers have. But all in a mo-
ment one of those circular gusts which
?weep tha sea at the change of weather
came upon them without warning out
at the clear sky overthe smooth sea. He
was languid and slow with his fever.
She was engaged with her child and had
no time to let the sail fallor tofling over-
board the heavy stuff in the bottom of
the canon.
I The gust.forced the gunwale of itun-
der, though they both leaned well to
windward, ana anuuug., .u.ju-.iii..

reached over and.cut the halliards wiu;

her knife ina moment the little craft
filled and sank.from under them, drawn
down by her load, leaving the three
floating on the agitated sea with only
One paddle, wbich Macao held. Mina-
Mina had swung her baby over her back,
and his littleround head, likea cocoanut,
Moped well fo?th from t>e water as his

mother struck out by the side of her hus-
band for the chore under Koko head.

Although this lay fully two leagues
away, there was nothing in the situation
greatly to disconcert a Hawaiian family.
Ifonly the young husband had been in
his proper strength, ho would hnvo shift-
ed tho baby to hia own shoulders, and
side by side, whilo tho sea grow quiot
again, thoy would have managed to make
their long swim to land if no shark in-
tercepted them. For any ono less famil-
iar with the open ocean than these is-
landers no doubt it would have been a
droadful plight. Even from a boat the
wide and naked face of tho sea appears
torrible in its spread and flatness. Tho
long, huge, ponderous swell of it. which

' you did not notice from the deck of the
! ship or steamer, gives a new and awful
| impreßaion of ita elemental weight and

bulk.
Even In the quietest weather there is

a throb of solid motion in tho shining
surface which drops a small bout into
vast, shallow valloya and again lifts it
upon tho breaHt of gradual br.t far-
reaching slopes, and tho very p nee of
the sleeping element becomes dreadful.
But when a swimmer bents the suit sea
far from land or help, his chin upon its
ahining top, hia eyes just level with the
long glitter of tho surface, tho \ . i noss
and bareness and deudliness of it bt COOM
to allbut the hardiest absolutely terri-
ble.

Thore is no man who, swimming In the
ocean, has not experienced even when ho
had safety close at hand that irresistible
horror at the littleness of hia powers and
at the largeness of tho chillydeath lap-
ping and washing all around him, before
and behind, and right and left, as far
away on every quarter as to where th*e
sky cornea down to the sea. And it is
worse when he thinks of the deep abyss
of liquid beneath his feeble feet?al-
though, for the matter of that, seven feet
of water will choke the life from a
wearied swimmer as woll as 4.000 fa-
thoms of the mid-Paciflc.

Actual death by drowning is probably,
like moat other forma of dying, not at
all painful, but never doea death appear
more visible and dreadful than when
you look along the face of the sea, strug-
gling with its waters for every breath
that is drawn and every yard that is
won, while the dance of the brine wash-
es over the lips and nostrils and flings
ita bitter menace into tho blinded eyea.

Mina-Mina aoou found that her man
could not keep tho baby's head and his
own at tho same the water.
The little brown Imp waa nevertheless
laughing and crowing at the sparkling
wavea without any fear or trouble, and
when she drew him down beside her in
the sea and let him paddle for a cable's
length or bo tho tiny castaway swam like
a small fish, and all three were making
fair progress. In the moment of tho cap-
sizo they had fallen into tho sea of
course fully clothed, but both had since
loosened and cast asldo in the water
their garments of tapa for freer sv. im-
ming, Although Mina-Mina still retained
her waist band, in which she kept her
fishing knife.

The ocean was quieted down again
after tho sudden blast, and itv.m not
difficultto rest sometimes by floating,
the wifoholding up their small compan-
ion. Only this would not do forany long
timetogether, because a current was run-
ning before the light trade wind, and 1hey
might drift too far to roach the lr.nd at
last.

' Presently Mina-Mina'a bright eyes per-
ceive upon tho water to tho right on her
husband's aide a dark edge moving slow-
ly, like a blade of black seaweed tilted
up.

"Oh, Mokuhalii (great god of the fish),
help us now," aha cried. "He kokua,
help! Here is he mano, the shark!"

"Youramakua is the great fish. He
willnot hurt you, wife, but he willtake
me or the littleone."

Being of the fish god's lino, she was
taboo to sharks, atd they to her, and to
injure the butcher of the deep was for-
bidden to her, for there is plenty of
ancient belief still among them, in spite
of the missionaries. But now sho was
thinking only of her hnsband and her
baby, and superstition fled to the winds
for the dear sake of those she lovod. Of
all examples of similar religious courage
in Hawaiian women none is better
known than that of Fitplolani, the
daughter of the chief of Hilo, who broko
the spell of Pole, tho goddess o.f the
great volcano, eating the sacred I -Tries
of the dreaded goddess aud I! I 1 iag
stones into the seething, fiery cry r of
Manna Loa, thereby convor: tho
people from their ancient fear:. r J:;t
"that is another story." *

"Bent hard upon the water. 110 Luna!
Masterl Beat when he comes Bear and
keep him a littleoff. I willkill my au-
makual Otherwise willhe eat my pre-
cious son."

At any other moment these words
would have seemed too impious to hear
or pronounce. Now, however, the en-
feebled and weary husband could only
sign silent assent and put his elbow un-
der tho child's arm, while Mina-Mina
drew her knife from her belt and hold it
in her pearllike teoth, silently paddling
to meet the shark. There is a spot in
these murderous brutes well known to
the islanders where the stroke of a long
knife driven hard into the white bully
will find the swim bladder, and when
this is pricked the shark sinks or be-
comes disabled.

The cruel fish had seen or divined the
baby as a dainty prey, though ordinarily
this Hawaiian species is too well fed or
too particular to care much for brown
meat: As he came within twice his own
length of the father and child he turned
slowly over and slipped below the sur-
face, the pale colored underside gleam-
ing up through the green water, and
just when you could discern the horse-
shoe shaped mouth opening to show the
?harp notched jaws and red palate of
the man eater Mina-Mina's knife was
plunged with all the weight of her lifted
body into the shark's side, whereupon
the savage creature bounded half its
length into the air and then, with a furi-
ous thrashing of its tail, vanished into
the depths, leaving streaks of oily scar-
let blood upon the foam which its leap
had caused.

"Give me the child," she said, but be-
fore placing him on her back again?for
the baby had grown somewhat wearied
snd chilled?she rubbed her nose hard
against the littlenose after the fashion
of Hawaiian kissing, and "aloha mo, oh,
By darling," she cried, "Hiwa-hiwa,my
iweet little black pig! My lifeis noth-
ing to give for thee."

The land?which meant rest, which

meant safety, rescue, comfort, life?had
come nigher by this time, and there
would not be more than two miles to
traverse. Mina-Mina, with tho long
black hair knotted on her head stillfull
of Boakod hibiscus flowers, was swim-
ming bravely, keeping the boy's tiny
hands upon her shoulders, and tho sea
was still and tho current 6afely passod
w°h#Ti her ears missed tho rogiilar beat of
Manao's arms behind hor. She turned
her head over her shoulder and saw that
he was treading the water in tho manner
of a strong swimmer exhausted, his chin
thrown back, his mouth open.

"My king! ho alu moo," she cried,
"come on. Yet a little more, and we
shall touch tho coral ledges with our
toes."

"Olua!" heanswered, "goforward,you
two. 1 must die! Tho fever has taken
all the manhood from my muscles. Mai
huli oe. Do not turn round again. Good-
byt 1 must go down into the night of the
sea."

"No! father ofmy son, no," Mina-Mina
passionately exclaimed. "Tho land is
so closo I can soo tho doors of their huts.
The reef ia so near I can see the seaweed
waving on the outside shelves of tho
reef. Oh, a little farther, and we shall
all bo saved!"

Tho poor fellowstruck out courageous-
ly again, but aa sho watched?horsolf
gallantly breasting tho sea, which broke
gently on either side of her bosom as
from tho prow of some dark ship?sho
saw his hands fall down and the sea wa-
ter spill from tho top of a wavelet into
his month. Her Manao was spent. He
could never traverse by his own strength
the distance* still to bo dealt with. Theso
island women are placid and slow on
shore, but in moments of crisis quick to
act aa a eeabird ia to decide on ita courae
of flight.

"Fallon your back, friend! Fall, Maka-
maka!" she said. "Iwill give you some
rest," and thon she executed a wonder-
ful piece of water learning, fanning tho
sea beside him so that in each stroke her
returning arm gavo him a sufficient sup-
port, while she kept herself and the baby
stillsteadily moving in tho right direc-
tion. But sho was too much accus-
tomed to the water not to know that her
man was beyond hopo if ho should be
left to himself. Hastily her fond heart
made up its purpose. She could not keep
them both above the waves. The effort
sho was making must soon come to an
end. She must accordingly choose be-
tween the lifeof the father of her child
and tho lifeof tho son of hor husband.
A Hawaiian woman of her character
would never hesitate. Mina-Mina did
not hesitate.

"Swim now by yourself for a little,
Manael" sho moaned, with water in her
black eyes which was not from the sea.
"Ican help one of tho two to land, but
I cannot help both. My son?Kahaba!
Thou must die for him that gave thee
beginning."

"Ah, wife! wife! no!" cries the Ha-
waiian, striking out anew. "Lot no
kama live?let him come to bo a man
und keep you when you aro old. I must
go. Itis Iwilldie. Icannot swim one
canoe's length farther."

At this moment tho baby, from its
moth.er's back, chuckled out, from fun
or habit, the word of tho littleSandwich
Inland children when they go to their
mats for sleep at night.

"Listen," said Mina-Mina, "ho knows
Itis allright. Ho says farewell to you.
Oh, my inanu, my bird, you will take so
long to drown; yon are so hearty. You
will struggle and cry for me and call
the sharks to you before you are dead.
And there ia no time left. Ooodby. Rub
my nose hard with your littlenoBO. Kuh
honigala aloha! Oh, my last sweet, lov-
ingl kiss to you! Goodby!"

With that she buried the knife blado
in her boy's heart and let him slide dead
into the sea. Two thin lines of blood
from his littlesinking body trailed back-
ward to tho spot where Manae was just
sinking, and a large blot of bright crim-
son darkened the green water where he
Bank. Tho father saw, comprehended,
but was too far spent to speak.

Almost gone herself with grief and
physical strain, sho drew his hands over
her shoulders, and setting her chin hard
for the shore flung out her strong, shape-
ly arms in splendid strokes, supporting
her hapless lord, and gradually nearcd
the coral reef. Where it opened into the
lagoon a couple of fishermen were draw-
ing their nets inside. They heard in the
evening stillness the beat of her hands,
Btarted up and saw Mina-Mina on the
point of giving up within a stone's throw
of the ledge, quite exhausted. The two
Bawaiians dashed into the sea and
dragged the pair safely to land, where
both lay for a time npeechless. When
they recovered power to speak and move,
the fishermen were astonished to sco the
husband kiss the wet feet of his wife and
say very softly, "For my lifeIam your
debtor and my sou's."

Afterward, when all understood well
what had happened in the water, they
called her Mina-Mina and praised Jjer
exceedingly, and she has?as you saw-
by this time another little baby boy.
But there is never out of her looka wist-
fulness, such as you may have noticed
In passing her, arJl she will go down of
evenings to the sea edge at Koko point
or Waikiki and say things to herself.
We think she perhaps says: "Darling he
hiwa-hiwa, oh, my littleblack pig that
[ had to cast away! Ifonly Icould have
died for thee!"'?Sir Edwin Arnold In
London Telegraph.
