Plenty of Methods Offered for Cele-
brating- the Occasion.

Out-of-Town riaces Will Have Their

Celebrations While This Evening

in This Olty a Novel Farado
Will Ue Given.

With a "htsa," "hah," "boom,"
"throck," the first rocket winged its
flight into tbe star-sprinkled skiea.
nhich hang over all Angelefios, just as
the clock changed this morning from
midnight to morn, at the corner of First

and Spring streets. This first harbinger
cf the natal day of our nation burst into
a myriad of stars and seemed to add
more beauty to the celestial hosts which
looked down upon its feeble yet ener-
getic attempt to carry out tbe motto,
"ad astra" ?to the stare ? which has
been and ever willbe the aim of the
American people.

Tlie boys
p.llexpect to turn out and the ranks will
naturally be more than usually full,
Vziforms have been cleaned, belts pipe-
clayed and arms polished thoroughly
for tbe last fortnight, so that when the
Seventh turns out tomorrow they will
present a spick and span appearance
end prove to the citizsna that although
angels themeelves, in case of actual en-
gagement they might be known by some
other name, not quite so euphonions.

Daring the greater part of the day
quiet will rest over the city. Don't mis-
understand. Quiet from any pablic
demonstration. Every one will natur-
ally celebrate according to his or her
rights. Some will quietly remain at
home and enjoy the sunshine and genial
climate, which is always ready to be ap-
preciated. Soma will dally with the
"ruby" and celebrate in that way, be-
lieving at last probably that they own
blocks of houses, acres of land, and can
turn the mnnlcipal government around
their fingers. One element in tho city
willnot be quiet, that is he small boy.
He willindulge in every whim and idea
with which he becomes inibaed. Many
will be the unfortunate canines who tv
day for the first time will be made ac-
quainted with the inaidous firecracker,
and also many a pedestrian may live to
me the day and heap anathemas on the
heads oi the rising generation. So tbe
day will go, bnt when the eventido ap-
proaches it will bring the great event.

There will take place the grand pro-
cession, which will not only celebrate
the anniversary of our independence,
but also the discovery oi this new
world.

THE HEADQUARTERS.
The Chamber of Commerce Considers

the situation.
The directors of the chamber of com-

merce and the board of trade held a
special joint meeting at the chamber of
commerce hall yesterday morning for
the purpose of taking action against the
removal of the army headquarters from
thia city.

11. Howell of the board of trade pre-
sided and Mr. C. T. Willard of the
chamber acted aa aecretary.

Mr. Howell stated tbe purpose of the
meeting but added that nothing could
bo done in that respect aa the removal
had already been ordered.

Senator White waa present and aaid:
"Idon't think itpossible to do anything.
It eeeuia that the war department has
for a long time contemplated this
change. The army people believe the
removal should be made, and tbe tele-
gram announces that the change has al-
ready been accomplished. They are try-
ing to locate headquarters aa centrally
on possible, and Idon't believe we can
effect anything by taking action."

A general discussion then ensued
during which one gentleman estimated
the disbursmenta in this city for army
supplies at $1,500,000.

It was finally deoided that the presi-
dents of each organization prepare and
rend letters to the secretary of war re-
questing that a distributing agency for
this part of California and adjacent por-
tions of Arizona be retained in Los
Augeles.
