It ia to tbe
intereat of the entire community and to
any one individual alone tbat this fruit
be taken care of, and for that reaaon ail
encouragement possible should be given
the board in ita work.

The Train Waa rail to OTerHowlaK?An
Aooldeat to F. W. James.

Santa Monica, July 4.?Oh, my! how
they did come down, every train divided
into three and four eectiona with 10,12
and 14 cars, loaded aa they never were
before. People in tbe cara, on top the
cara and hanging on the oara.

At 11 o'clock the awarm at the res-
taurants began, and auch a siege aa it
waa, people blocking np the paeaage-
way waiting for their turn next, and it
being impossible to get a seat until
after 2.

The crowd being far larger than ever
before, a very conservative estimate
placing the crowd at 16,000, some claim-
ing it reached 25,000. Santa Monica iB
uaed to having large crowds but never
in her history auch a one as tbat of yea-
terday.

The decorations all over town were up
to high water mark, thoae at W. 8.
Vauter'a and Thomas Thomson's resi-
dences, and Meaare. Folsom'a and New-
by'a places of business deserving special
mention.

The day'a aport began at midnight
and waa at a fever heat at 9:30 in tbe
morning, when a large crowd gathered
at the corner of Third atreet and Utah
avenue to see the finish of the bicycle
road race, and cheering, firing bombs,
crackera and hats at each other when
the winner croaaed the line, exclaiming,
"Hurrah for Riverside!" From then on
they scattered everywhere, from the
mammoth wharf to the Cryatal plunge,
a distance of three miles, the beach for
the entire distance being black with
merrymakers and the aurf alive with
bathers. It waa an amuaing eight to ace
the attendanta at tbe varioua bathing
establishments try to keep up with tbe
rush, it being a particularly hard one at
the North Beach bath houae, where the
run waa of a dual character, the patrona
clammering for both hot ocean water
batba and suits for the aurf.

country. Import duty 40 per cent on
canned; 25 per cent on dried mush-
rooms. Pricea (retail), 50 centa per
pound, canned; $1.25 dried. Profits are
very large and a party going into it will
make big money. Ooat of plant to grow
and can or dry 20 tona per annum ie
about $8000. Trial can be made for
