Thackeray once said that it was better
for a boy to have the middle place in the
form and a good thrashing now and then
than to be the cock of the school. His
idea was that conceit ought to be knocked
out of boys. But bratality is not good
training. It hardens the heart and par-
alyzes sensibility.—Youth's Companion.

The Lick Telescope Outdone.

In the shop of Alvan Clark & Sons,
Cambridgeport, Mass., are now in pro-
cess of construetipn two huge telescopic
instraments which are soon destined to
nrove of universal interest. These ma-
chines are the enormous 40-inch lens
telescope, which is almost completed, for
the Kenwood observatory of the Uni-
versity of Chicago, and the Bruce photo-
graphic telescope, which is being made
for the astronomical observatory of Har-
vard college.

The lenses for the Chicago telescope

| are four inches larger than the lenses in

the telescope at the Lick observatory
and are 40 inches in diameter. The
Clarks' contract for the two lenses ex-
pires in just about a year, but they con-
gider that the work is coming on ex-
tremely well, In fact, the crown glass
is all ground down, wrapped up in flan-
nel and put in a big square box ready
for the final polishing, while the flint
glass still requires considerable manipu-
lation.

The other telescope is the outcome of a
gift of $50,000 which Miss C. W. Bruce
of New York made to the astronomical
observatory at Harverd college for the
construction of a photographic telescope
haviug an objective of about 24 inches
aperture, with a focal length of 11 feet.
The instrument differs from other large
telescopes in the comstruction of its ob-
ject glass, which is a compound lens of
the form known to photographers asa
poriruii lens.—Jewelers’ Weekly.,

THE GOLDEN BEAN.

Not long ago it happened that I had
two hours to wait for a train at Casa
Grande station on the Southern Pacifio
railway. Stepping into a saloon near
the track, I got into conversation with a
shaggy looking native, who proved to be
an old prospector somewhat the worse
for wear. As he seemead communicative,
and I was willing to listen toa yarn or
two to kill time, I had the barkeeper
place a black bottle and the requisite
glasses on a card table near tho stove,
and with my new acquaintance a8 a vis-
a-vis I listened to the following tals,
which I have endeavored to write down
as nearly in his own language as possi-
ble, merely omitting the numerous epi-
grams with which he interrupted his
course: A ?

“It was last fall that me and Bill
Stump got acquainted up at Prescott.
We'd both of us just quit work at the
mines and had pretty near $100 apiece.
We fooled around the saloons most of the
evenin, takin a drink now and then and
buckin a little at the faro game, and
finally we made it upito be pards on a
prospectin trip to find some new diggin's,
Next day we bought four burros, two to
ride and two to pack, loaded up with
grub an things, and lit out.

When we find
that bean patch, we'll find good pay dirt,
sure, '‘cos where nuggets like this are
lyin round loose there’s bound to be good
diggin’s.’

“Well, we was a good deal excited
over i and lay awake most of the night
talkin it over an makin plans, Next
mornin we was packed up and started
back for Prescott by daylight. Bill said
we must not use them beans, but keep
the sack just as it was so’s the party
that sold it would know it again. So
we sewed it up and took note of a queetr
mark on one side ofit. It was a cross
inside of a circle as big as my hand.
We thought that would help us find the
fellar that sacked the beans, and sure
enough it did.

In V good
spirits we started out on the long, nely
trip through the black pine forests of the
Mogollon mountaivs. The mext néight
we camped just under the ‘rimrock,’ and
a mountain liou got away with our bem
burro, The poor donkey was hoblrded
and couldn't fight or protect himselt, snd
we never  kpew it till next morning,
when we found his body abous half satep,
np 200 yards from thecampfire. THis left
us with ouly one saddle animal, and from
{hat on we took turnsriding. It wasan
awful tiresome road through those miles
of timber, but we kept a-goin every day
and only camped at night, Turkey was
as thick as chickens in a barnyard, and

now and then we jumped o bear, Deor

hunt. Wo had only ono idee, and that
was to catch up with that freighter if
wo had te fullow him to Texas.

“A weelt later, nesr the head of Black
piver, we was jumped by Apaches and
loet snotber burre. How waait? Well,
it was 1fko this: The sun wsa about two
hours high when the trall wemt down
into adeep, sandy canyon winding around
between big how!ders of white granite
that had rolied off she cliffsaabove. Some
of 'em was more'n 18 feet high, I was
afoot; Bill rode just ahead of me, and the
two pack burros wux peggin along in
single flle phead of him. The canyon wid-
sned out by degrees into a broad, sandy
wash, with nite trees and brush on
the east side, while the trail hugged the
west sidle close to the big bowlders. All
at once--spat! spat! spat! come three
bullets, tlattenin themselves om the
bowlders close to us. The three shots
were fired at us from scross the canyon,
and we could see the smcke ourlin up
from a big bunch of brush over there.
As I jumped forward to beip Bill drive
the donkeys under cover behind the
rocks another volley oame, ard this time
the saddle burro fell dead, Before they
could fire again Bill had pioked himself
up, and we had our two peck animals
safe behind the rocks.

‘“We found peep holes where we could
look between the bowlders and get a good
view across the canyon without being
seen.

She up and told
me next mormin, and, stranger, you'll
agree that me and Bill was two of the
anluckiest cusses livin, That very sack
of beans we had been packin over
Arizona had nearly $5,000 worth of gold
in it in dust and nuggets!
