RECKLESSNESS OF ASSERTION.

Comptroller df Currency Eckelé made
a epeech two nights since, at a banquet
got up by New York financiers, in which
he took the position that this was not
a time of panic but of slow liguidation.
He said there had been a good deal of
bad banking done in the enuntry, and
the time of reckoning had come when
the law of retribution for speeculating
upon fdlse premises would force the in-
stitntions that had dome business reck-
jessly to got to the' wall, The sound
banks would stand, the unsound, ones
would go iato liquidation.

The comptroller undoubtedly was
right 8o far; but when he gaid disaster
had fallen upon the speculative institu-
tions and boom cities of the far western

category, he said what is not true. There
has been no speculation or expansion in
this state for eix years, and when spéc-
ulation was rife the banks were so con-
gervative as to come out of the whirl
without a single failure. Since that
time the gtate has been legit-
imately prosperous. Her productions
have increased enormously, and bus-
iness enterprises, based upon sound
principles, have greatly multiplied.
The population of the state hae in-
creased one-third in the meantime, aud
hundreds of equare miles of rich landas
have been brought under productive
subjugation.

Indeed, if we compare the California
of today with the Qalifornia of a decade
ago, we shall find that she has in that
time made the most rapid strides to-
wards a substantial and permanent pros-
perity of any state in the union. The
majority of the towns, especially in
Southern California, that were then con-
gidered boom towne, are now flourishing
centers of a thriving agricultural popu-
lation. The supplies we then received
largely from the east are now produced
from our own soil. Our best products,
which then had a precarions market in
San Francisco, now go to all the eastern
markete. Where one hundred carloads
of fruit were sent east ten years ago, we
now send thousands, The hamlets of
that time are now flourishing cities.
Railroads have opened to settlement
immense stretches of territory that were
then devoted to sheep and cattle graz-
ing, Los Angeles has developed from a
village of ten thousand inhabitants into
a flourishing city of between 70,000 and
80,000, with blocks and blocks of eostly
modern business buildings and miles
and miles of the best pavad streets in
the Union.

If Comptroller Eckelg inclunded Cali-
fornia in the list of states that have
helped to bring financial panic upon
the country, he spoke without the war-
rant of trunth and with the glibness that
usually attends upon ignorance of the
facte,

California is now the hope and salva-
tion of the stagnant states of the east.
She saved them once from decline and
dead rot by pouring over $3,000,000,000
gold into their laps; she will save them
again by opening to their suffering
people a refuge from pinch, poverty and
paralysis in a country which has no equal
on God’s footatool for illimitable posai-
bilities of wealth and matchleas salu-
brity of climate.

DIG OUT OUR GOLD.

It is scarcely worth while to be aiming
to play the lector all the time, and in re-
ferring to the mabpy controversies that
are rampant in the copntry we do not
careto be alwaysargumentative. What’a
the use? The issue will be determined
long before a procesa of education conld
be carried to anyetage which could have
gny eflfect on a congress which is to as-
semble on the 7th proximo.

There are some light and glancing
features of the controversy that are wor-
thy of attention. The other day we re-
ceived the copy of a work from a Mr.
Cowperthwait headed, *‘Gold, Silver and
Finance.” This gentleman treats the
whole matter on the ex cathedra bagis,
Whatsoever a certain number of capi-
talists may declare to be right ia held by
this pundit to be the law infallible.
This interesting philosopher would even
call their arbitrary proceedings the ma-
terialization of the law of eupply and
demand. No each idea a3 that it is pos-
pible to create a corner in any commod-
ity, and thus to artificially enhance or
depress its value, has ever so much as
entered into Mr. Cowperthwait’s notion.
Te this trusting creature, the govern-
ment of the United States, with all its

immenee resources, i3 nothing compared
to a few pirates who emerge from their
dens on Wall street to scatter consterna- |
tion and ruin on every side. In his
work, so slavish is his devotion to the
mono-metallic monocrats, that he even
goes to the extent of denouncing as an
infamy the taking of silver from ths |
earth, where it does no harm, to placeit |
inthe vaults of the government at Wash-
ington, from which it issues either as
gilver coin or in the shape of coin
certificates, Here we have at last a
gratifying degree of frankness. Here ia
an individual besotted enough even to
desire to suspend silver mining altogeth-
er, and to avow his wieh that this su-
perb metal should be allowed to rest in
the bowels of the earth—working wide-
spread and monumental ruin over the
whole surface of the globe—in order that
a very limited portion of the human
race might swindle their debtorsa and
substitute for their original bonds one
calling for a doubled payment. Surely
here is besottedness for you!

Dropping silver for the present, Cali-
fornia and the whole Pacific coast ought
to seize upon theexcellent occasion that
is now open for booming the gold mines.
Phe last issue of our sprightly weekly
contemporary, the San Francisco Wasp,
had an excellent cartoon, in which a
typical miner waa tied to hischair in
front of his cabin with the implements
of his trade as a gold miner stretched
out before him, looking upon the moun-
taine, seamed with gold, which he is no
longer permitted to utilize by hydraulic
mining, Hydraulic mining is tied upin
this state by a system of red tape and

governmental and judicial interfarence

that has crashed the life out of it. Why
not tear away tifese cobwebs, and allow

our people to benefit by the tens of mil-

lions of dollars that could be yearly éx-'
tracted from the old hydraulie territory ?
If gold. be indeed such a vital necessity

to our people, why not aid its produc-

tion by every means in our power?

Away with all obstractions, and let com-

mon gense rale,

Coming down to our own section, and
waiving for the nonce the merits of the
silver question, it is high time that we
should stand heartily for the develop-
ment of the gold minea which exist so
abundantly within a very short radius
of Los Angeles. The Sierre Madre
range of moumtaina aboufds in gold
veing, many of them of great promise.
The ore of the old Winston vein exsaoctly
resembles that of the 1550-foot level of
the Consolidated Virginia-California
rhine. There is some difficulty in pros-
pecting on these mountains; but, put-
ting them to one side, there are a hun-
dred gold bearing measures in Southern
California that now admit of being
worked through greatly developed trans-
portation facilities. San Diego county,
in the Julian and Banner regions, is fuil
of gold bearing quartz, much of it of a
highly remunerative description. San
Bernardino county, from Lytle creek to
the Colorado river, has been ghown up
to be a highly valuable gold-producing
gection ever since the American occupa-
tion. Southwestern Nevada and Utah
are honeycombed with both gold and
gilver veins, and now is the time to
work them.

As for Southern California between
the Mojave desert and Bodie, there are
some of the finest gold veins on the
American continent in that expanse;
while, a8 we have pointed out, the
country aligning the line of the Nevada
Southern is likely to turn out one of the
most remarkahle producers of gold on
the continent. Thus, while the silver
wrangle is'going on, we ought to turn in
and bring out all the gold within reach,
certain that if the yellow metal should
go to a premium, we shall sell our pro-
duct of it for as high a price as any-
body.

Thus, out of the nettle danger, we
shall happily pluck the flower satety.

CHRIS EVAKS HOMEST BROTHER

at Pasadena.

His Religious Seruples Prevented
Him from Helping Chris.

His Assoclates Say that Ohris Tried to
Got Bis Assistance—His Oareer
in the Army at Pasadena.
A Stralght Man.

Many visitors to the Salvation Army
barracks of this city in the early part of
last spring will call to mind a medinm-
sized man of ordinary appearance, about
30 years of age, who took the tickets at
the door when the army thought best,
ap it often does, to declare a silver col-
lection the proper thing.

Few, if any, of the same visitors had
any knowledge of the fact that this Sal-
vatien Army door-keeper was a younger
brother of the notorious desperado and
outlaw Chris Evans, whose remarkable
career imconnection with John Sontag,
ha® been, perhaps, the subjeet of more
newspaper articles than any one person
of the Paeific coast.

This younger brother, Robert Evans,
has apparently been overlooked in the
many accounts which have appeared of
the Evans family, but, neverthelees. had
it not been for religious convictions
which many who stand in high places

ave fignred as a very important factor
in the life anhd death game which has so
recently terminated at Visalia.

Bob Evans is, in many respécts, & pe-
culiar, not to say a remsrkable, charac-
ter, and the history of his connection
with the FEvans and Sontag case
is not without much interest. He
has spenta large portion of his time
during the past two years in Southern
California and was in more or less eon-
stant communication with his brother
Chris in the north during the time that
he was so badly wanted by the officials,
He has lived in Los Angeles, San Diego
and Pasadena, and although he hasgone
by the name of Evane, but .few people
have known that he was a brother of
the outlaw.

At the time of the train robbery he
was in San Diego, and shortly after the

on the trail of Evans and Sontag, he
received a letter from his brother Chris
urging him to come north and help him
out of his trouble, promising that he
would disclose where the money taken
from the express company was hidden,
and agreeing to divide with him if he
would assist him (Evans) and Sontag to
escape. At the time of the receipt of
this letter Rob was in hard luek, being
broke, with nothipg to do, and the
temptation to lend & hand in the fight
was sftong, not only for the profit that
was promised, but from a natural desire
to aid his brother in the hour of: need;
bnt it was here that the distinct and
almost opposite  dispositions  of
the two brothers became apparent,
Rob, while strongly tempted to go to
the rescne, wae deterred, not by fear of
the officers of the law, but from religious
scruples, which forbade him lending
assistance to what he considered a law-
less and Godlesa piece of work.

At that tinre and ever eince he has
been a constant member of the Salva-
tion army, among whom he has the rep-
utation of an exceedingly honorabla,
straightforward and devout soldier.
While in Pasadena he made fow friends
outside of the army, seeming tg'. h‘ no-
toriety, and it was few of his fellok, Bol-
diers who even knew of this rélition to
the notoricus Chris. e

Had he consented to take up tHe canse
of his brother, unknown as he was' to the
officiale who were interested in‘the case
and assisted by the treasure secured
from Wells, Fargo & Co., the
story of Evans and Sontag' 'might
have been much different from what it
is, and these outlaws, one of whom has
gaone to his Iong account, and the other
of whom now lies in a dangereusly
wounded condition, might instead have
