The Credit of Several Big Corpora-
tions Attacked.

New Yorgk, July 20.—The nervous
feeling in Wall street, so noticeable to-
day, wae said to be due largely to the
uncertainty regarding the identity of
some corporation on bebalf of which an
application was made yesterday in the
United States circuit court for the ap-
pointment of a receiver without disclos-
ing the name of the applicant.

The
banks which recesived the applications
fowarded the necessary currency. Itis
probable that some banks in this city
will adopt some method this week to
avail themeelvea of their credit balances
in Philadelphia. They mayv charge a
commigsion of 1 per cent after today on
all Philadelphia checks received for col-
lection.

ering with the currency of India, by
causing the mints to be closed to the
coinage of the rupee:

“I do not think,’” says the writer,
“that those who are crying out for clos-
ing the mints, as a means of raising the
sterling value of the rupee, can properly
appreciate the universal discontent that
such a measure will arouse throughout
the length and breadth of India. .
There is gcarcely a family in India but
has some emall hoard of silver, in the
shape of ornaments, stowed away or
buried in the ground for safe keeping.
Among the many millions composing
the population of India there is scarcely
a soul who has ever heardof the depre-
ciation of the rupee, beyond the fact
that gold ornaments are dearer to buy
than they were formerly. As far as their
daily life is concerned they arein no way
worse off than before, and desire no
change in the carrency whatever, and
indeed have never even heard of any
gach being contemplated. Now, what
impression is such a measure aa closing
the mints likely to produce on euch a
community? At present every man
who possesses any silver can take to the
nearest bazar and exchange it for prac-
tically ita weightin rupees. He believes
that it is safer in his own hands than in
any bank in the land. By the decree of
the foreign government under which he
lives, suddenly and without due notice,
every native of India will be defrauded
of the difference between the present
value of his hoard and the appreciated
artificial valae of the scarcer rupee.
they have hitherto mever heard of the
depreciation of gilver. they will not long
be kept in ignorance. Distrust, anger
and resentment against the government
which has thus robbed them for its own
gelfish ends will fill every home in
India. The present difficulties of the
government are surely sufficient, with-
out raising such a storm of discontent,
It would be impossible to invent any
measure of taxation which would more
certainly alienate the good will of the
people.”’

What » porary Does Not Enow

Eprrors Heratp: The Timee refers
to the conversion of the Rev. Henry
Adams to the Roman church with the
following comment: ‘‘S8ince the intro-
duction of the high church section of
the Episcopal church of vestments,
candles, incense, acolytes, absolution
and man{ other such practices, it has
been getting to be more and more diffi-
cult for & non-expert to detect the out-
ward and vigible difference between gho
two denominations. It should be added
that there are a great many persons in
the Egim al chuch who strongly depre-
cate these ovations,”

Nothing but ignorance of the subject
in had could have dictated the above
K;“‘“& . Aside from the motive of

r. Adama in lnvln*l the Anglican
Communion, in which he was mainly
influenced by’ the growing rationalism
of the Protestantism within ita fold,
the Times’ reference to the ‘‘innova-
tions’” verges on the ridiculous. Of
course, the writer refera to the whole
Anglican Communion. The ‘‘Orna-
ments Rubri¢’”’- of the Church of Eng-
land expressly enjoins the use of these
‘‘ritual innovations,” such as vestments
and lights, so that not only is the priest
within his rights in using these accee-
soriea of divine worship, but he is
morally bound to do so. This Rubric
implicitly binds the clergy of the Amer-
ican church. Further, a person ac-

uainted with the subject would know
that “rituaalism’ is at present a fad
amonget almost all
the Episcopal chuarch, especially the
broad, but, divested of all dogmatic
teaching, it looses its dignity with ite
meaning. Thue we find rlghtly styled
innovations creeping in, such as female-
boy choirs, evening communion, etec,
Ritualism as such is rampant.

The long suffering high churchmen
are next acoused of using absolution
forsooth. Has the writer ever been in-
side an Episcopal church? Does he not
know that on all occasions of divine
worghip it must be used (provisions by
the last prayer book for its occasional
omission excepted)? - Has he ever read
the ordinal? The commission qtven to
each priest at his ordination ‘‘whose
ging ye remit, they are remitted ; whose
sins ye retain, they are retained,”
sounds strange to his ears.

““And many other such practicss.” It
certainly is to be ram that he does
not continne, We e much,

It is indeed true ‘“‘that there are a
great many persons in the Episcopal
church who strongly deprecate Cathalic
truth and ritual. These persone are
the lineal descendants of that party in
the Church of England bequeathed it by
the Puritans, who were well-known to
be inimical to the teachings of that
body. The great reformers of the Eng-
lish church would have utterly repudi-
ated the Continental Protestantiem ad-
vocated by the so-called Evangelical
party. There is aleo another and cer-
tainly growing factor of the Episcopal
church, the Broad Churchmen, who
offer us ““New Theology,’”’ a cult which
would shock conservative Unitarians,
These men of ecourse oppose dogmas,
both Catholic and Evsngelical, but are
in sympathy with any innovation when
ritual or dogmatic. It is without doubt
the growth of this liberalism which has
cast Mr, Adama adrift, but ,while we
may understand the influence brought
to bear upon him, we regret that he
lacked the courage and steadfast’ faith
to stand by his mother church in the
time of her need.

John Yates Proves a Poor Witness for
the Prosecution.

Edward Fonda was placed on -trial
yesterday in Judge Smith’s court upon
another of the informations charging
him with obtaining property and money
under false pretenses.

In this case
Fonda, or Arthur Chesterton, as he first
gave his name, obtained $90 from John
Yates, March 6th last. The informa-
tion charges that he obtained it by mak-
ing false representations to the com-
plaining witness; that be told him that
he had valuable jewelry in the handas of
W. E, Coons, when all he bad was a
box filled with soap and pebbles and
leaves,

Upon the trial Yates just about
knocked the bottom out of the prosecu-
tion by insisting that he loaned Fonda
the money more on the statements by
Coons that Fonda was all right than
the representations made by the defend-
ant.

The witness was questioned by the as-
sistant district attorney, the judge,
counsel for the defense and the jurors,
and the weakness of the prosecution
became more glaring.

When Mr. Yates went off the stand
the prosecution closed, and Mr. Calvin
Egerton, counsel for the defense, moved
that the court instruct the jury to ac-
quit the defendant on this information,

The jury was dismissed until this,
morning and the motion was argued.
The whole case now turns on whether
Mr. Yates depended more on Mr,
Coons for security for the money ad-
vanced than he did on the representa-
tions of Fonda,

The decission of Judge Smith was re-
served until this morning.

Fonda is now serving a six months’
sentence in the county jail upon a con-
viction of petit larceny, and there are
one or two moreinformations still hang-
ing over him.,

A Fatal Can of Naphtha,

Desperado Mariana German in
the County Jail.

Sheriff Holbrok’s Capture of & Man
Wanted at Hollister.

Arrested In Tucson for a Murder Com
mitted in Tres PFinos Fourteen
Yoars Ago—Bald to Be »
Very Bad Man.

One of the most desperate and cold-
blooded criminals ever confined within
the limite of the Los Angeles county
jail, arrived at that institution yester-
day afternoon under the care of Deputy
Sheriff E. E. Holbrook of Hollister,
who gives the following acconnt of the
case:

The prisoner’s name is Mariana Ger-
man, He is wanted for the murder of a
young man in Tres Pinos, fourteen

years ago.

The murder was a cold-blooded
butchery, and of the character which
characterized the lawless condition of
affaire in portions of California 15 and
20 years ago.

At the time the crime was committed
Tres Pinos was a mere collection of
shackse. The only important bnildinia
were two saloons, a bank, a livery stable
and a faro den. It was in this latter
place that the marder was committed.

Pedro Lopez, & young man, was in the
tent where the faro gamblers had estab-
lished their layout, and was watching
the game,

Mariana German, who bore the char-
acter of a desperate man, wae also in the
tent and wae one of the players. He
had been winning heavily and the gold
stood in- piles at his elbow. It is said
that for him, he was in a particularly
good humor.

German made a mistake in his play,
which, however, turned out fortunately
and he again drew down his winnings.

Lopez, the young spectator, made a
langhing remark at the gambler’s luck,
and the crowd joined in the general
laugh, ;

German looked round quickly and
asked Lopez to walt & minute. He then
rose and picking up his money thrust it
into his pocket. ]

Going up to the unsuspecting youth
he remarked that he never appreciated
bad jokes, and drawing a revolver shot
Lopez twice through the heart before
those around could realize what had
occurred. i

He then withdrew and went around
to the livery stable where he called for
his horse, telling the proprietor of the
stable that he had killed a man, at the
same time showing the empty shell in
his gxn.
*“Why did you kill him?” asked the
liveryman,

“Oh, just for fun,” replied the desper+
ado as he mounted his horge and rode off.

By this time the town had heard the
news and were hunting him with the
intention of lynching him when he was
caught., German gaw them coming and
putting his horse at full speed dashed
through the crowd, and leaning behind
his horses’ neck, fired at his pursuers.
He escaped without injury but severely
wounded two more men, one of whom
died from the effects of his injuries.

A reward of $500 was placed upon his
head, but uptil a fortnight ago he was
never heard of.

About that time a8 man who was in
the town at the time of the murder and
knew German-well, 8aw- the murderer
in Tucson, Axia. 1 Thesisheriff was in-
formed, and after-a struggle German was
arrested and’ identified by twoor three
witnesses. ed

He is known'/to have killed at least
three other men;and was in.astabbing
affray a short . time ago in Arizona, in
which one of his half-hrothers nearly
killed his opponent, 5

Sheriff Holbrook has kept his prisoner
heavily manacled during the journey,
and was nearly worn out on hie arrival
here yesterday. Several efforts have
been made during his journey here to
have the man released on habeas corpus
proceedings, but the sheriff evaded
them, and will leave for Hollister this
morning with his prisoner.

THE SARRANTE WILL.,

It Is te be Made the SBubject of a Con-
test.

A will contest was begun yesterday in
the superior court which ialikely to
lead to some sensational teatimony when
it reaches a hearing.

The preliminary papers were filed in
the ocounty clerk’s office yesterday on
behalf of Mrs. Guisseppa Sarrante, the
widow of Charles Sarrante, who died in
this city July 9th. :

A petition for the probate of the will
of the deceased has already been filed
by Leon Loeb and Fernend de Foresta,
whcl) are named as executora in the
will,

Mrs. Sarrante contests the probate of
the will under the petition of the execn-
tors, and makes some very serious
charges. f

The deceased was 69 years old at the
time of his death, and left real and per-
sonal property valued at $11,000.

Fernand de Foresta was formerly his
agent, and Mrs. Sarrante accuges bim of
the boldest kind of fraud in getting Mr,
Serrante to draw the will before, his
death,

She alleges that for gome time before
her husband’s death he was sick and
was not in coundition to execute a will.
Under these circumstances she claims
that Foresta deliberately set about pro-
curing the execution of a will in which
she should be left out of any share in
the estate.

She asserta that Foresta acquired ab-
solute control over the weak old man
and prevented her from seeing her hus-
band during his last illness. Sheclaims
that he procured Loeb to assiet him in
the conspiracy; that they were the wit-
neeses to the pignature of the will by
Mr. Sarrante. It was written in the
English language, and Loeb read it to
him in French. She allegea that it was
not legally executed, signed or wit-
nessed. and that the witnesses were
directly interested in its contents, being
named as executors,

She says that her husband at all
times before his death, until Foresta
acquired control of him, expreesed his
desire that his wife should have his

property. .

It is further alleged that Foresta on
July 3d bragged that he would not per-
mit Mr. Sarrante to leave hie property
to his wife, but wouid gee that it went
to relatives in France.

The only rolative of her husband
known by Mre. Sarrante is Amand Pey-
reguey, who lives in Longon, France.
Under all these circumstances Mrs. Sar-
rante petitions that the probate of the
will be denied, and that she be ap:

pwnted adminiziratrix of the estate,
