AU of the

tributaries to the Gila and Salt rivers

are running bank full. The grass is

coming on in great abundance and live

slock is doing well. Hundreds of thou-

sands of dollars have boen saved to

farmers and stockmen by the falling of
these timely rains.

been damaged slightly by two washouts
east ot Tucson.
