AMERICAN FIBERS.
Special Agent Dodge Make* an luter-

\u25a0 eating Repart.
Washington, July 23.?The report by

Special Agent Dodge on tbe leaf fibers
of the United States, just published,
details tbe results of tbe recent investi-
gations relating to Florida and other
fiber-producing agaves, bowstring; bemp,
pineapple fiber. New Zealand flax and
bear grass. Dodge sava tbe United
States annually imports $8,000,000 worth
of leaf fibers, a large proportion of which
should and could be grown in this coun-
try. The report concludes with chap-
ters on New Zealand flax and bear grass
fibers. Of tbe first named, which is
already growing in Oalifornia, the
United States recently exported 76,000
bales in a single year. Tbe latter spe-
cies covers large areas in the west and
sooth, and is suitable for the manufac-
ture of binding twine and cotton bag-
ging.

HUNS AND POLSS.
A Bloody Baee War Among Foreign

Laborers at Prleebnrg, Fa.
Bcanton, Pa., July 23.?At Priceburg

yerterday, a number of Huns and Poles
got drunk, after being paid, and a ser-
ious fight ensued. Four Hungarians
were arrested and locked up. Later in
the evening a large body of Hungarians
proceeded to the jail, overpowered the
keeper and liberated the prisoners. The
Poles took exception to this, and a ser-
ious race fight began which lasted three
hours, the officers being driven \pf[.
Over 30 men were injured, three fatally,
and some damage was done to property.
The sheriff went to the town with a
well-armed posse about midnight and
quelled tbe riot.

A STARTLING THEORY.

THE SINKING Or THB VICTORIA
DUE TO A CONSPIRACY.

Irish Revolutionists Claim the Honor of
Having Sent the British Battle

Ship to the Bottom of
the Sea.

New York, July 23.?A new and
Btartling theory is advanced as to the
cause of the sinking of the British bat-
tleship Victoria by the Csm-
perdown. Irish revolutionists claim
the sinking was the result, not
of accident, but a deep laid
plot, which has for its object the de-
struction, if possible, of the British
navy and the infliction ofdire injury on
England in every quarter of the globe,
A circular signed "The Executive," a
copy of which a morning paper suc-
ceeded in obtaining, and which
has been promulgated in Irisb
Nationalist circles, claims for tbe
revolutionists the honor of striking a
heavy blow to England. Referring to
Admiraf Tryon's maneuver, the circular,
which bears date July 10, says:

"AdmiralTryon is not guilty of the
loss of the Victoria. He is a victimof
the sins of his country. The maneu-
ver which he proposed the fleet
should perform would have been suc-
cessfully carried out had our brave
brothers in England's service not been
equal to the opportunity and given
themselves a willing sacrifice for the
cause of Ireland.

"We have sworn brothers now on al-
most every English warship. We have
them in English regiments, at home and
abroad, and wherever the English flag
| floats there aUo may our men be found.
'We are now in a position which
Iwe never before attained of striking
England in every corner of the globe.
Forward, brothers; tbe fight must go on
unceasingly; no opportunity must be
lost of striking England, nor must we
hesitate to use against her whatever
science and inventive genius may place
in our hands."
New Hampshire Trust Company Closed.

Manchester, N. H., July 23.?Late
Saturday evening Bank Commissioner
Lyford served papers closing the doors
of tbe New Hampshire Trust company
of this city, after a full consultation
witb tbe offioere of tbe institution, and
for the protection ot its depositors and
creditors. It is expected the suspen-
sion willbe only temporary. The bank
commissioner said tonight it is only a
precautionary measure to meet an
emergency like the present, where a
solvent institution ie unable to meet tbe
extraordinary calls for money. Tbe
paid-in capital of the concern is
$500,000.

OLD INSTRUMENTS.
A BROOKLYN DEALER WHO HAS AN

INTERESTING PAIR.

A I.«t« That Is One Hundred and Twelve
Tears Old?A Lyre That Haa Existed
Nearly as I.our?History of Various
String- Inatrumenta.

William V. Peszoni has on exhibition
Vi a window in Brooklyn a lute that is
112 years old. Itis eaid to be the only
one of its kind in existence. From a
printed strip of paper in the interior of
the instrument it is learned that it was
made by Renault & Chatelain ofBraque
street, Paris, in 1781.

The lute is as old as the hills. It is
mentioned several times in the Bible.
.Tubal, said by historians to have been
the firstmusician, was the inventor of
it, as he wr.s of the organ and all string
instruments. He flourished about 1,800
years before the deluge and was the first
to observe that strings of different sizes
or lengths when stretched produced va-
rious sounds.

In the earliest ages of Egypt instru-
ments having the same general form aa
the harp, lyre and guitar of modern times
were common, as the discoveries of trav-
elers in that country have proved. The
ancients had many other stringed instru-
ments, but these three classes were the
principal ones.

The lyre ia supposed tobe more ancient
than tho harp. Avery old painting at
Beui-Hassan in Egypt represents the ar-
rival ofsome foreigners in that country
supposed to be Joseph's brethren. One
of them holds a lyre having four strings.

The guitar is an improvement on the
lyre. Itis seldom found sculptured in
the monuments OS Gxoece and Rome,
as the people did not consider the in-
strument sufficiently dignified to so
symbolize it, which accounts for its not
appearing in tbe ruins of those proud
cities. Itwas, however, one of the most
ancient musical instruments of Egypt

Some historians are of the opinion that
Hermes, one of the Egyptian councilors,
invented the three stringed lyre. These
strings gave forth three sounds?gTave,
mean and acute ?representing respect-
ively -winter, spring and summer. The
Egyptians aad the Greeks, as is well
known, divided the year only into three
seasons.

The lute waa adopted by the Arabs
from Persia and reached the west about
the time of the crusaders. In the psalms
of David it is spoken of as the lnahha-
lath, and it is said to have been used by
the children of Israel in their rejoicings
after the overthrow of Pharaoh's host.
The modern Egyptian lute is a direct
descendant of the Arabia lute. It has
seven pairs of strings and is played by a
plectrum. When frets are employed,
they are disposed of according to the
Arabic scale of 17 intervals in the oc-
tave, consisting of 12 liromas?an in-
terval rather less than a semitone.
There are also five commas, which are
very small, but quite recognizable as
regards difference of pitch.

The large double necked lute has two
sets of tuning pegs, the lower set for the
finger board and the higher for the diapa-
son strings. This style lute was known
aa the theorbo. Its height varied from S
feet 6 inches to 5 feet. Very deep notes
were produced from it. Another lute

as the archlnte. Both have, however, long
since given away to the violoncello and
double bass. Handel wrote a part for a
theorbo in IT2O. After this date the lute
appears no more in orchestral scores. It
remained, however, iv private use until
the close of the century.

Venere of Padua, celebrated as a maker
of lutes, flourished in 1860. His instru-
ments wore highly ornamental and were
admired for their beauty, ivory, mother
of pearl and tortoise shell being used in
decorating them. The present direction
of musical taste and composition is ad-
verse to the cultivation of such tenderly
sensitive timber as' the lute possessed.
The instrument has now become an ob-
ject of research for collections and mu-
seums. It was a favorite instrument of
music in tha sixteenth and seventeenth
centuries, but declined in the eighteenth
century. The great J. 8. Bach wrote a

partita for it, which still remains in
manuscript. The latest engraved publi-
cation for the lute is 1760.

Mr. Pezzoni was placed in the posses-
sion of the lute a short time ago by
Signor Guiseppe Vitale, a prominent
Brooklyn musician, who obtained itat a
pawnbroker's sale. It is a very valuable
instrument, although it was sadly in
need ofrepair when itcame into Mr.Pez-
zoni's hands. He has been offered sums
for it varying from $8 to $200, but it is
not for sale.

The lute is a handsome one. The body
is pear shaped. It is beautifully inlaid
with ivory and pearl. The neck is 28

inches long. The fingerboard, containing
.7 frets, is 124 inches long, and the body,

with a three inch sound hole, is 15J
inches long. The base of the instrument
is 4£ inches deep, while at the neck it is
8 inches. Ifhas 18 strings, Bof which
are designed for the bass. The head, or
nut, is divided into two sections and con-
tains the pegs, or keys. One ef these
sections is 12 inches long and the other
1 j inches. The latter is used for the
open bass strings, which are above and
independent of the fingerboard. Four
of the middle strings are double and are
formed from very fine wire. The re-
maining strings are of silk wound with
copper wire.?New York World.

FEMALE, WOMAN, LADY.

The Distinction Between Several Words
nnd Bow They May Be Used.

An intereating discussion is going on in
the columns of some newspapers over
the use of the words "lady" and "wom-
an." There is no real difference as to
the occasions upon which each word is
to be used, bnt there is a frank acknowl-
edgment upon the part ofsome that they
do not use tho word "woman" where
their good sense tells them that they
should, for fear that it might give of-
fense to the person to whom it was di-
rected "as not sufficiently polite."

There are certainly no words so abused
as "woman," "lady" and "female."
Among certain people the use of the sec-
ond of these terms is like the wearing of
fine clothes or jewelry. Originally be-
longing to a snperior class they Insist on
appropriating it to themselves as proof
that they are the equals of any other so-
cial body. Now, while all that may be
true enough and while class distinctions
have no place in thie country this use of
the word has led to some strange and
amusing confusions. The humorist who
depicted the servant ns addressing her
mistress, "Mam, the laundry lady ie
n-wanting to speak to the woman of the
house," did not have to depend upon his
imagination for his facts.

As absurd things as that may be heard
In any one of the large dry goods stores
in town any day, and almost any news-
paper willyield a rich specimen or two.
Bishop Warren, referring to thie same
point, says that ho glanced at the wall
opposite him at the moment and saw a
diploma from the " Female acade-
my," and then turned to a bookcase and
read as the titleof one of tbe volumes
there, "Female Holiness." In the report
of a southern woman's Christian tem-
perance union convention appears the
fact that "Mrs. Blank was chairlady."

Now the proper word in all this is
"woman." That is always and ever
right. Than it there is no nobler or
stronger word in the English language.
"Man" is a general word as well as a
particular one, and as such includes both
sexes, so that the term "chairman" sig-
nifies no subservience of one sex to the
domination of the other. Ifcalled upon
to address a stranger, a woman, then the
proper word is "madam" and not "lady,
this way" and "lady, that way," as so
many ushers appear to think tobe the
only solution to the problem of address.

"Female" is never to be used aa a syno-
nym of "woman." Itis a term common
to one-half of the animal creation, and to
apply itto woman as the substantive of
designation is an insult. "Lady" is ap-
plicable to every well bred and educated
woman, but it is something that is re-
served rather for social usage and has
not the sturdy strength and nobility of
"woman." ?Boston Journal.
