Cases ou Trial Yesterday?Mew Suits
Filed.

A decree of divorce was granted yes-
terday by Judge MeKinley to Mrs. L. J.

O. Smith, upon the
ground of non-support.

The case of Hill ye. The Los Angeles
Consolidated Electric Railway company
was on trial yesterday before Judge
MeKinley and a jury. This is the case
in which' Hill, a boy about 14 years old,
tried to board a crowded electric car
with some other boys, and falling off
had his leg broken by a car coming in
the opposite direction which he had not
eeen. Ho asks for $2000 damages for
the injury.

S. A. Drummond, tbe Lancaster ed-
itor, pleaded not guilty yesterday in
Judge Smith's court to tbe charge of
obtaining money under false pretenses,
and the case was set for August 17th.

A petition was filed by J. Stoesack for
probate of a will by John Q. Steinhauser,
claimed to be the laat will.

MORE ON THE STEEL-BLUE BUG.
Prof. Coquillett Says it Has In-

creased Gradually.

A Difference of Opinion With Mr.
Scott and Mr. Compere.

The Protestor Alto Hoptt tha Steel-
Blue Sag May be of Use. Rat Hat

Some Doubt* -An Interesting
expression of Oplolu.ii.

Since the recent account of tbe pro-
gress of the orchus chalybeus ia tbe
Kercheval orchard, the principal topic
among citrus growers bas been the ser-
viceability of the bug as an extermin-
ator of the red scale pest.

Faith in Professor Koebele's little
steel-blue antipodean has been revived
and it is the general opinion among the
orcbardists that tbe littlelady willprove
to be all that was claimed for her.

A Herald reporter called upon Prof.
D. W. Ooquillett laet night and aaked
for some expression upon tbe bug. Pro-
fessor Coquillett is the representative in
California of the division of entomology
ot the United States department of agri-
culture. He was found arranging some
specimens of butterflies in boxes, but
readily stopped to discuss tbe little lady
from Australia.

Prof. Coquillett holds precisely the
same views of the bug tbat he did last
year. While he says be sees no cause
for all of the recent stir over the insect,
he does not heeitate to acknowledge
tbat he believes the chalybeus willprove
to be available allies in checking the
progress of the scale. This is in a pre-
cise line with hie report last November,
which epoke of the progress and future
of the orchue chalybeus. "Inmy opin-
ion," said Prof. Coquillett, "the work of
the chalybeus in extermining tbe pest
is much less effective than that of the
vedalia.

"Since their introduction into this
country Ibave carefully examined both
of tbe varieties on the trees, and bad
specimens in my office, and have found
tbat tbe vedalia is the more rapid exter-
minator of the scale and its young
breed oftener.

"Tbe vedalia has 10 generations a
year, while the chalybeus has but three.
1 had a number of specimens of both in
my office and fed them scale. In the
number of eggs produced tbe bugs are
about equal, but, as before stated,
the vedalia breeds oftener. They also
are the more effective exterminators.
They eat only white scale, bnt ac soon
ac any was given them in the cage they
went to woric at that nearest them and
ate every scale in eight, apparently not
stopping until the pest had been exter-
minated.

"On the other hand the ladybirds
seemed erratic. Tbey would start at tbe
scale on one piece of fruit but would
soon stop and go to another piece with-
out having finished what they originally
started upon.

"As no illustration of their compara-
tive ability as exterminators in the or-
chards, I willmention the present case
of the Kercheval orchard in the absence
of the chalybaua and the Dobbine or-
chard with tbe veda lia.

"Inthe latter orchard I placed two
colonies of tbe vedalia in 1889, one in
February and one in March. The total
number of bugs being 85.

By the end of the following July, 1889,
Colonel Dobbins wrote and told me that
those two colonies of vedalia had practi-
cally cleared his place of the white
scale. He had 35 acres planted to 3200
trees. The vedalia also effectively
cleared the Wolfskill orchard of the
wbite scale.

"Now, take the case of tha Kercheval
orchard and the lady birds. In January,
February and March of 1892 I placed
colonies of them numbering 3do bugs on
the lemon tree in that orchard. They
havo now had 18 months tn breed young
and to feed upon tbe scale, and at tbo
end of that time it is discovered that
they have not yet entirely cleaned the
first tree on which they were placed."

"Did you visit and carefully followthe
progress" of the chalybeus at the Kerche-
val place?"

"Yes. Ineed to visit tbe orchard and
watch them about every two weeks at
first. During the year I did not go co
often, being frequently called away upon
other expeditions, but during the entire
time since they were placed there Ibave
carefully followed tbeir progress on the
tree, and also studied their habits by
means of specimens in my office. When
the rainy eeason arrived Idid not visit
the orchard so often, but stillkept up
my trips at intervals."

"Did you ever notice any progress?"
"This progress was very moderate,

and was similar to the growth of one's
brother, inasmuch as it was not particu-
larly noticeable. It being evident,
however, that they were making prog-
ress in exterminating tbe scale upon the
tree.

"Ivisited the orchard shortly before
the Herald published tbe account of
tbe progress of the iady birds. At that
time I saw nothing unusual about them,
however, nor have I ever noticed any-

thing remarkable.
"Inmy opinion the probable reason

that the bugs were supposed to have
disappeared waa thie: When the parent
lays the eggs it dieß. The buga
must have laid a large quantity of eggs,
the parent dying. As the eggs are very
difficult to find and the parents were
not to be eeen, persons thought tbat the
colony had perished. But when tlie
egge produced the young it was assumed
that they bad suddenly produced in
large numbers. Tbeir growth all along
during tbe past 18 months haß been
gradual, and nothing more."

"What is your opinion of the chaly-
beus?"

"I believe that it can be a valuable
ally ill preventing the spread of the
scale, but thus far it has not yet proved
to bo anything like the equal of the
vedalia as a destroyer. It may yet de-
velop, howover, into one of tho best de-
Btroyers that can be found.

"The main question among tbe cr-
cbardlsts down is whether it is practical
to abandon the artificialfumigation aud
spraying of trees for the lady bird.

"To this Isay no, for in my opinion
the chalybeus has never yet shown that
it can be depended upon as a practical
bubstitnte for the artificialprocess."

It is odd tbat there should be such a
difference of opinion abont the steel
blue bug. Mr. Scott, the horticultural
officer, and George Compere both stated
in their interviews that the bug only
commenced to breed recently, while
Professor Coquillett asserts that ita in-
crease has been gradual.

THE COUNTY HOSPITAL.

A Recent Inmate Klekt Aboot Hit Treat-
ment.

Mr. George Bucks, an old eoldier and
a workingman, yesterday made the fol-
lowing statement to a Hbbald reporter
about his career at the county hospital:

"I entered the Los Angeles county

hospital on the 19th of last June as a pa-

tient. On the 20tb of June Dr. Hagan,
tbe superintendent of tbe hospital, in
company with Dr. Murphy, came up

stairs into No. 11 ward, where I was
sleeping, and Dr. Murphy examined me
and asked me Beveral questions.

"Dr. Murphy, after examining me,
told Dr. Hagan that 1 had something,
the name of wbich I could not under-
stand, but Dr. Murphy said I had it
pretty bad. Ho Baid It was a real case.
Dr. Hagan very coolly made answer,
'Ob, he willbe all right in two or three
days,' then he left me. As a general
thing, Dr. Hagan don't seem to care
whether the patients of the county hos-
pital live or die. Iwas so sick before I
went to tbe hospital tbat I livedon milk
entirely for about a week. About the
22d of June, wbich was three days
after I entered the hospital, I was
put to work in the dining room.

At the time Iwas put to work I was
hardly able to stand up on my legs; 1
wae so weak tbat I could with great
trouble walk around the yard for one
minute at a time. When tryingto work
in the dining room Ihad to carry heavy
buckets of swilldown stairs and down a
lot of steps into the yard and empty
tbem into a swill box on a tied. I had
to do tbe work when Iwae not able to
eat anything but one little thin slice of
bread, witb come kind of mixture called
soup. I became sick again; worse than
Iwas before, from tbe effecte of being
made to work over tbe heat of soapy,
hot dishwater and packing heavy buck-
ets of swill; and in four or five days
afterward Iwas unable to eat enough to
keep a canary bird alive. About three
days after Iquit the dining room job, I
was ordered by Dr. Hagan to go and
work in the dining room again. I told
him that Iwas unable to do tbe work;
that I was weak and sick, and he stuck
bis face into mine and hissed, and told
me there wae nothing the matter with
me now, nor had there been anything
the matter with me when Icame to the
hospital.

"As for Dr. Mnrphy, he is a man and a
gentleman. He examines a patient to
find out what his ailment is and pre-
scribes accordingly. He also speaks
kindly to the sick, poor unfortunates
wbo are compelled through poverty and
sickness to so into the city and county
hospitals. The food that is placed on
the sick men's table is very scant, and
also of a very poor quality for Bick and
diseased stomach, such as I had and
have yet."

A QUESTIONABLE AUCTION.

A W. Dillman Assaulted by Pawn-
broker Abe Gates,

Abe Cohu, who is employed at 122
Spring etreet in an alleged pawnbroker's
auction site, was found guilty yesterday
by Justice Seaman of battery upon the
person of A. W. Dillman.

Dillman stated that on Monday two of
his friends came to him and stated that
they had been swindled by tbe people
conducting tbe auction sale. They had
been sold watches which the auctioneer
stated to be worth $12.50, but which a
reputable jeweler declared not worth
f3. The auctioneer stated that purchase
money wonld be refunded to any buyers
not satisfied with their bargains. One
man, who was a resident of tbe town,
got his money back, but the other, who
was a stranger, was told to seek a
warmerplace. The witness investigated
and found the statements made by big
friends were true. .

Yesterday morning Mr.Dillman states
that he went to the atbre at 12:2. Spring
Btreet and warned Beveral acquaintances
ndt to be lured into, intering the place.
Cohn heard him, and eoiniug out ot the
store called the witness a vile name and
struck him.

Several witnesses Swore to witnessing

the assault, and Justice Seaman found
the defendant guilty. He was ordered
to appear for sentence today.

Mr, Dillman stated last night to a
Herald reporter that further develop-
ments are to be expected.

city of Ixrs Angeles' to change and establish the
grade of

BELMONT AVENUE
From the north lineoi Otter si teet to the north
line of Bellevue avenue, and fixing the limits
of the district to be assessed to pay the cost,
damages and expenses thereof.- Tlie mayor and council of the city of Los An-
geles do ordain as follows:
