N ORDINANCE DECLARING THE INTEN-
tion of the mayor and council of the city
of Los Angeles to establish the grade of
THIRD STREET

From Chieago street to Saratoga street.

The mayor and council of the city of Los An-
geles do ordain as follows:

Secriox 1. That it is the intention of the
council of the city of Los Angeles to establish
the grade of Third street from Chicago street
to Saratoga street as follows:

At the intersection of Chicago street the
grade shall be 27.00 on the northeast and
southeast corners; at the intersection of
Breed street 45, 0 on the northwest, south-
west, northeast and southeast corners; at a
point 180 feet east of the east line of RBreed
street 51.00 on both sides; at the intersection
of Soto street 52.00 on the northwest and
northeast corners, 52.50 on the southwest cor-
nerand 52.30 on the southeast corner; at the
intersection of Mathews street 53.40 on the
northwest and sonthwest corners and 54.00 on
th- northeast and southeast corners; at the
intersection of Ficket street 59.00 on .the
northwest and southwest corners and 69,50 on
the northeast and southeast corners; at the
intersection of Mott street 62,00 on the north-
west, southwest, northeast and southeast cor-
ners; at the intersection of Saratoga street
54.00 on the northwest and southwest corners,

And atall points between seaid designated
points the grade shall be established so as to
conform to & straight line drawn b&ween said
designated points.

1893, the council of the eity of Los Angeles
did, at its meeting on said du&,) adopt an ordi-
nance of intention, No. 1760 (new series),
to have the following work done, to wit:
First—That said
IOWA STREET

In said eity from the north curb line of Wash-
ington street to the south curb line of Six-
teenth street, including all intersections of
streets (excepting such portions of said
street and intersections as are required by
law to be kept in order or repair by any per-
son or company having railroad tracks there-
on, and also excepting such portions as have
already been graded and graveled and ac-
cepted) be graded and graveled in accordance
with the plans and profile on file in the office
of the city engineer and specifications on file in
the office of the city clerk of the city of Los
Angeles for making graveled streets, said
specifications being numbered five (5).

Second—That a cement curb be constructed
along each line of the roadway of said
Iowa street from the north curb line of
Washington street to the south curb line of
Bixteenth street, (excepting along such por-
tions of the line of said roadway upon which a
cement curb has already been constructed and
accepted), in accordance with specifications
in the office of the city clerk of said city for
constructing cement curbs, said specifications
being numbered twelve (12).

Third—That a cement sidewalk, four feet in
width, be constructed along each side of said
Iowa street from the north curb line of Wash
ington stgeet to the south curb line of Sixteenth
street, (excepting such portions of sald street
between said points along which a cement
sidewalk has been constructed and accepted)
said sidewalk to be constructed in accordance
with specifications on file in the office of the
city clerk, said specifications being numbered
twelve(12).

Fourth—That & public sewer be constructed
along said Iowa street from a point opposite
the center line of lot 13, Weisendanger City
tract to a point 15 feet north of the center
line of Washington street, and across all in-
tersections of streets, (excepting along such
portions x:}»on which a public sewer has been
constructed and accepted) together with man-
holes, lampholes and flushtanks.

The size of said sewer shall be: Eight
inchesin internal diameter, and be constructed
of salt-glazed vitrified pipe, brick, iron and ce-
ment. All of which shall be constructed in
accordance with the plans and profile on file
in the office of the city engineer and specifica-
tions on file in the office of the city clerk, said
specifications being numbered fourteen (14).

The district to be be benefited by the con-
struction of said sewer and to be assessed to
pay the cost thereof, is hereby declared to be
alllots and parcels of land fronting on said
Iowa street between Washington street and a
point in Iowa street opposite the center line
of lot 13, of the \\’iescm‘ungur City tract.

SEC, 2. Ordinances Nos. 1599 and 1675 (new
series) are hereby repealed.

S8ec. 3, The city engineer having esti-
mated that the total cost of said improvement
