Rev. L. W. Simmons’ Discussion
on Labor and Law.
An Ex-Gambler Preaiches on the
Devil’s Bible.

That dissatis-
faction wae being heard with the lawaof
the country on every gide. *“With the
condition of the present law,”” eaid he,
*‘it is the duty of every man to become
reconciled, and to conform to its regula-
tions. Not to stop and wrangle and dis-
cuss every little thing which compoeed
the great maes of the law, bui to con-
form to it as a great whole and remem-
ber that these emall things which taken
by themsaelves are not understood by
many, taken together make up the
great maes of the law which brings
about the result ained at by the govern-
ment and which ia conformed to by all.

When a man starts to read he apells a
gingle word at a time, and then gradu-
ally learns its meaning. As he advances
he forgets the words and the letters
which compose them, and overlooking
them eatirely only pays at.ention to
the thoughts which they convey.- Sowe
should all look at tha great aim which
the government strives to carry by the
raul e of & law, and not the single
ittle ingredienta which go to make it
up.

There are s0 many tnen on the coast’
who are out of line, outof harmony with
the purposes and the will of God. They
are not acting in harmony with the great
battie of life God has mapped out for
them. How many men, especially
young men, in this country who strive
to do something a little bevond that
which is mapped out for them, sud-
denly find that they are not in harmony
with the existing idea and then some-
times find themselves alone and unsap-
ported. They could become reconciled
with the existing order of affaire, both
in regard to the law of the land and that
of God.

Every generous soul loves Jeeus of
Nazareth--not the Christ of theology,
but the man of eympathy and love, the
friend of the people. Jesus stood for
the eamo cauge that we are struggling
for today.

here were two accidents at Santa
Monica yesterday which brought sorrow
to at least a couple of families, aud iu

Areadia grounda the hories attdched te
his wagon became {rightened and started
on & mad rnngabout the grounds, haal
ing him over the dashboard, and wher
finally atopped by Depnty Marehat A,
L. Foreyth he was found to.be severly
cut up ahout the body and one leg
oadly broken in two placss, He wae
taken into the Arcadia and medical
sseistance secured

The second accident happened only a
fow moments after the first dand took
placa on the grounds of the Southera
Pacifie railroad company, Juat:prior to
the atarting of the last train for {08 An
goles Henry Heimau, a littlelad 13
years ol age, who resides at Santa Mon-
ica with his parents, was playiog on the
care, missed his footing, and was ruu
over by the backing coachés, which
mashed up hie left leg so that &mputa:
tion was necessary, Dr. J. T."McCar
thy, who had been enj ying the’ day av
the beach und was walting for'the traiu
to pull out, rendered medical assistance
until Dr, Lantermaa of Santa‘Monica
arrived and attended to the lad’s injur-
ies. The stories of how the accident oc-
curred are somewhat contradictory;
some alleging he wase trying to ewing
himeelf from one coach to the other by
way of the stepe, and miseing his hold
fell beneath the wheels. !

The other statement is that:'he was
trying to get on to the care while the
were in motion and missed his hold,
thus causing him to fall beneath the
wheela. 4

The lad’s parents are industrious peo-
ple who live on the beach, and the acci-
dent to their boy, who was quite &
financial help to his father and mother,
will prove a double affliction to a de-
eerving couple and to a good boy,
