Pomona Progress: The grower of ap-
rieots is again confronted with the ques-
tion of when and how much to prune
his trees. The opinion is rapidly gain-
ing ground among those who have given
the matter the most attention, that the
proper time to prane aprioot ¢rees is in
the summer geason, as soon as possible
after the crop ia gathered. The reason
is that as soon as the tree has matured
a c¢rop of fruit, it at once begins to rest
from outward growth and get ready for
another season’s work. While in this
state the buds are formed irom which
its next season’s crop will be produced,
and it ic a waste of the energies of the
tree to allow it to form any buds that
are not to be permitted to grow. In a
well 'es‘tabliaged tree all the pruning
that is necessary is to remove broken

irrigation ; flora and forest culture; pro-
tection to fruit, ete.

“thoroughly irrigated, the brush having
been firss gathered into esmall piles in
the orchard to be burned when dry and
the ashes used as a fertilizer, The
custom of carting off the brush is an
exceeding wasteful one, but care should
be exercised in burning the brush not
to injure the branches of the trees. A
good superphosphate, containing only a
small portion of nitrogenous material, is
the best fertilizer for this period of the
year, ressrving the more stimulating
nitrogenous fertilizer for spring applica-
tion before and after blooming.

If the irrigation is thorough, and made
early in August or the latter part of July,
the treés will not need any more water
before the rainy season, if this is not de-
layed later than the 1st of December. If
the winter promises to be a dry one,
they should have a winter irrigation;
for, while the trees are apparently dor-
mant, the roois are not, but are getting
ready to pueh both leaf and blossnm
into spring. If they ame kept too dry,
they will fail when the proper time
comes, resulting in a deficiency of the
crop.

Uses of Olive Oil.

Dr. Osborne, physician in the Califor- |
nia home for feeble-minded children, |
presented a paper showing the great
advantages following the free use of
pure olive oil in cases of nearly all chil-
drens’ diseases. It is highly nutritious
and readily repairs waste of tissue and
is easily asgimilated. Freely rubbed
upon the skin it speedily allays fever,
reducing the temperature by absorption
in the skin. In cases of scarlet fever
its liberal use is of the greatest import-
ance. The same may be said in cases of
meagles and other ailments. The body
should first be eponged with soap and
warm water, and then have the oil
thoroughly applied by active rubbing.
In typhoid tfever this treatment has
been found most effeétive. It is now
largely prescribed in cases of consump-
tion, instead of the naueeating cod liver
products so ecommonly used. It is bet-
ter in every way and more agreeable to
the patient. 1f will do all the cod liver
oil can poesibly do, and is far super ir
to any animal oil for medicinal use.
Use olive oil freely in all nervous
diseases. In such cases the demand is
for food, not drugs. It is best to apply
tho oil to the skin, in all cases warmed
a little above the natural heat of the
body.

Medical maxims are being reversed as
knowledge advancés. Formerly it was
announced that fervers must be starved.
All advanced medical authorities now
say ‘‘feed fevers.” In most cases this
can be greatly assisted by using pure
California olive oil (no other is really
pure), either in the diet or as an appli-
cation to the bodyin liberal quantities,—

Orchardists Can Now Secure the Bug

¢ in Small Quantities.

The Ofclal Announcement from Presi-
dent Cooper of the State
Board of Horti-
eulture.

The little orcus chalybeus is making
great progress, and will soon relieve or-
ange growers of the onerous expense of
amigating their trees in attempts to
get rid of the red and black scale.

The HeraLp yesterday received the
following from President Cooper of the
state board of horticulture:

Epirors HeraLp: Notice is hereby
given to all orchavdists in California
who have citrus trees badly infected
with red scale to make application to
Alexander Craw, care of Hugh W, Vail,
8 Lanfranco block, Los Angeles, for col-
onies of the steel blue ladybird (orcus
chalybeas). Applicants must agree not
to apray or fumigate a certain portion of
their orchards; that is to say, a suffi-
cient number of trees must not be dis-
turbed, that the ladybirds can feed upon
and multiply; and the number of trees
reserved for the ladybirds must also be
stated. I bave been advised that there
is a sufficient number for a few colonies
to be distributed.

ORCUS CHALYBEUS,

Entomologist Oraw Feels Satisfied With
the Little Creature.

San Frgncisco Call: Recent dis-
patches from Los Angeles tell of the
good work being done in the orange
groves just now by the parasite orcus
chalybeus.

It is a steel-blue ladybird, the larvae
of which were sent from Australia by
Entomologist Koebele on his last trip.
The legislature gave the state board of
horticultare $5000 to defray Mr. Koe-
bele’s expenses. He eent up a lot of
parasites and they have been vegetating
at favored spote. It was givem out re-
cently that most of the new ingect war-
riors were of no value and thie was
taken as an excnse for an attack from
certain quartera on the state board of
horticulture.

The good news that the tiny orcus is
now leading off, following the commend-
ahle example of voracity set by the
ladybug, vedalia cardinalis, is a seem-
ing vindication of the action of the state
board.

The orcas does not feed on every
pest, but seems to enjoy especially the
red ecale, aspidiotus aurgntia, a pest
that the vedalia pasees by, preferring, as
it does, the white cottony cushion scale,
icerya, ’

, Of the red scale Matthew Cooke eays:

‘‘The appearance of trees infested with |

this pest is very striking, very much re-
sembling those diseased from other
cauges, snch as bad drainage, the leaf
representing a mottled appearance, a
light biotch around thescale contrasting
witlr the natural green of the leaf. The’
branches are but little troubled, but the
fruit, like the leaf, becomes completely
covered with the insects. An orange
tree infested with this ecale gradaally
becomes sickly and languishes.”’

Coneerning the work of the orcus,
Euatomologist Craw of the board of hor-
ticulture saye:

“The unprecedented success of the
vedalia eardinalis has caused fruit
growers to expect immediate and simi-
lar results frown all of the new insects:
but as the orcus chalybeus and orcus
Australasia have only three generations,
their increase will De slower; however,
I feel satiefied that the flnal result will
be equally as eatisfactory as with the
vedalia. For the present, orchardists
having trees infested with red scale
shounld not neglect spraying or fumigat-
ing this fall, so that their fruit will be
bright and merchantable, and prevent
injury to the trees for the present from
the pernicious effects of the pest.”
